joy unspeakable the heart of the most
ardent order politicians. There will be

are settled.

Conwrary to expectations, there was no
caucus held last night. 1The leaders of
the order preterred not to prejudice the
issues or to show their positions. 1n
fact, when approached for an interview
they all fougat shy of the issues. “Lel
the session take up the issues and fight
them out”” was the way one ‘of tne most
promineént men of the order put it last
night.

‘vhere are candidates in plenty for the
position of grand recorder and none of
them has a lead. It is simply a question
of lining up votes and getting them.
Since the delegates arrived in town many
additions have been made to the list of
those who covet the best paymg plum
and most responsible position within the
gift of the session.

North Star Buttermakers Entered in
National Butter Contest Out-
number Those From
Other Startes,

Minnesota continues well in the lead

in the number of buttermakers who
have signified their desire to enter a na-
tional six months’ butter contest propos-
ed by the National Creamery Butter-
makers’ associatfon. During the last
week thirteen buttermakers from Minne-
sota sent in applications, while Towa and
Wisconsin sent in eight applications
each. Minnesota has now as many as
Iowa and Wisconsin together, and over
one-third of the total number of applica-
tions received are from Minnesota,

As a result of Minnesota’s activity sev.
eral other states are considering the ad-
visability of instituting monthly butter
scoring contests such as Minnesota holds.
They perceive the advantage which Min-
nesota will have in a national contest
from having the experience given by
these monthly contests inaugurated by
Commissioner McConnell.

During the past week the following
Minnesota buttermakers have sent in ap-
plications for entry into this proposed
natiorial contest: N. N. Engebretsen,
Mansfield; James T. Pomeroy, Lake
Benton; O. P. Jensen, Walters; Frank
O’Donnell, Lange; J. O. Jordahl, Bath;
M. Jensen, Stockton; H. C. Tibbetts,
Claremont; B. A. Finch, Montevideo;
Albert Anderson, Santiago; J, C. Joslin,
North Prairie; L. 8. Taylor, Glenville,
and John Sollia, New Sweden.

Minnesota’s dairy activity is being com-
mented upon everywhere., Last week, in
a leading New York produce paper,
which gets reports of all new creameries
started in the country, Minnesota re-
ports more than any other state. A
Chicago paper also contains this same
evidence of Minnesota's supremacy. The
dairy and food department receives word
every day concerning a projected cream-
ery somewhere in the state.

Within the past few weeks the follow-
ing new creameries have been started in
this state: Lake Wilson, Sebeka, Evans-
ville, Ivanhoe, Steele county, Homestead,
Shafter, and three new onés in Free-
born county, Ada, Storia, Birkholz,
Hastings, several new ones in Meeker
county, which is fast creeping up on
Freeborn county as the banner @airy
county of the state, and a cheese fac-
tory at St. Thomas, Minn.

At the present rapid rate of increase it
is but a question of a very brief space
of time when Mimnesota will boast a
Iarger number of creameries, according
to population, than any state in the
Union.

PLANS TO SAVE MONEY

COUNTY TREASURER WOULD RB-
DUCE INTEREST ON ROAD FUND.

County Treasurer P. J. Metzdorf subs=
mitted to the county commissioners at &
meeting of the board vesterday a plan to
refund the floating indebtedness of the
road and bridge fund which he is think-
ing of submitting to the legislature for
its authority and which would effect a
saving to the county. The indebtedness
referred to amounts in all to $100,000 and
the Interest now paid upon it is 6 per
cent. Mr, Metzdorf suggests that it
could be taken up with certificates dgraw-
ing 4 per cent. Some of the commis®zion=
ers were inclined to think that the sav-
ing would not be material, but the ques-
tion was referred to the committee on
legislation that it may be given proper
consideration. The committee will report
at the regular meeting of the board next
Monday morning.

The board instructed the county archi<
tect to prepare plans and estimates for
heating and lighting plants, both with
reference to the new jail alone and the
jail and court house and city hall. It
was ordered that the proposed road in the
northwest part of the county from Snell-
ing avenue toward Anoka shall be opened
as projected.

CHILDREN PROTEST

SUNDAY SCHOOL PUPILS OPPOSE
LOCATING SALOON ON
SOUTH WABASHA

APPEAR BEFORE COMMITTEE

Youthful Prohibitionists Accompany
Ministers in Attempt to Prevent
Extension of Patrol Limits
—Nothing Is Done.

A score or more of children represent-
ing the Merriam Park Presbyterian and
Hamline M. E. Sunday schools, and
headed by Ald. Hunt, Dr. Innis and Rev.
Dr. Morgan, and by Daniel Doty, an at-
torney for the prohibition interest, ap-
peared before the assembly committee
on streets yesterday afternoon and made
vigorous protest against the approval of
an ordinance taking the southwest cor-
ner of South Wabasha and Water streets
out of the prohibition district.

The corner in question is owned by the
Schlitz Brewing company, which has
built on it a substantial brick building
to be_used for saloon purposes. After it
was @€rected it was found to be in the
patrol limits mads at the request of Dr.
Ohage, who feared that if some restric-
tion were not placed the approach to the
bridge, which is about a quarter of a
mile from Wabasha street, would be in-
vaded.

In the delegation which appeared yes-
terday Attorney Doty was the leading
figure, marshaling the children in the
kallway, and later leading them into the
council chamber, where one of their
number read and presented to the com-
mittee a set of resolutions indorsed by
the Sunday school protesting against the

or any tampering with the limits as
placed.

Doty followed it with a speech, after
which in turn Ald. Hunt and Dr. Innis
and Rev. Mr. Morgan gave their views.
One member of the committee remarked
that their argument was rather incon-
sistent, in view of the fact that saloons
were to be found at the direct entrance
to the bridge on this side of the river,
and also within one block of the corner
in controversy, but the delegation held
that this particular location was un-
usually prominent on account of being
located on a street that furnished the
only means of communication to the
Baths;, and refused to make any conces-
sions.

The committee, because of the absence
of a quorum, Assemblymen Craig, Denny
and Nelson only being' present, was un-
able to do anything, but agreed to re-
port the matter back to the regular body
without any recommendations.

No one appeared for the company own-
ing the building. The place was built for
a man named Anderson, who will rep-
resent the company's interests.

“I am perfectly neutral in this mat-
ter,”” said Dr. Ohage last night, when
asked what he intended to do. ‘““As long
as a saloon is not allowed to located at
the bridge entrance I don’t care. The
city would get $1,000 for a license, and
this is better than $1 which the city is
receiving as an annual license for some
other things that I know of. I'm keeping
my hands out of the affair.” ~

PRESIDENT MATERIALLY LIGHT»
ENS SENTENCE OF COURT-
MARTIAL

CASE\ OF LIEUTENANT BROWN

Shot a Filipino Who Refused fo ASe
sist in the Rescue of Ameri-
can Soldiers in
Luzon,

The official orders in the case of Lieut.
Preston Brown, of the Second United
States infantry, convicted by. court mar-
tial of manslaughter, were received at
the army headquarters yesterday, con-
taining a number of details not hereto-
fore made public in the dispatches.

Brown was tried for shooting a native,
name unknowy, in Luzon, Philippine isl-
ands, in DPecember, 1900, The charge
was murder, but he was convicted of
manslaughter. Prown was endeavoring
to rescue an American soldier from
drowning, and called upon the native to
assist him. The latter refused, and
Rrown drew his revolver and shot him.
The court martial sentenced him to five
vears’ imprisonment at hard labor, and
dishonorable discharge from the service.

The findings were submitted to Presi- o
dent Roosevelt, who, upon looking into
the case, disapproved of that portion of
the findings regarding the term of im-
prisonment, and commuted the sentence
of dismissal to a reduction of thirty files
in the lineal rank, and the forfeiture of
one-half pay for a period of nine months.
The secretary of war ordered the lieu-

tenant restored to duty with his regi-
mcent.

The president also suspends the sen-
tence of J.ieut. James F. Howell, who
was found guilty of drunkenness by a
court martial, and sentenced to be dis-
missed from the service. The findings
contained a plea for clemency, and in
view of this and certain extenuating
circumstances the president remitted the
sentence _and the secretary of war
ordered Howell restored to duty with his
regiment.
