Organization.

"While this committee has not been able
©a yet to submit such plans, yet It has
peen deemed advisable for the miilars in
this Northwestern territory, where the
bulk of the hard wheat flour is manufac-
tured, in fact, where the greatest interest^
in such an organization would naturaliy>
(Center, to get together and talk over such
plans as in their judgment would be to
the best interest of the millingfraternity,
fend When the proper time came for th«
£ommittee to make its Teport on plans,
they would be in position to go into t-e

Merits of the case and discuss all sides of
the question thoroughly.

Tiie millers in the Northwest are anx-
ious for the right kind of an organiza-
tion to be formed, and will heartily co--
Operate in any plan that will be to the
test interest of the majority. They will
hot, however, enter into a partial national
organization. If it is to be national it
|nust include all, both the winter and
spring wheat miller, and with such an
Organization working along the right
lines, direct benefits will result. It will
Hot be the intention of the organization
to raise the price of flour, but its princi-
pal object will be to correct a number of
trade irregularities that exist at present,
and which work to the disadvantage of
«111. Before adjourning the following res-
olution was adopted:

"Resolved, that the Millers' club of
Minneapolis indorse the plan for a Mil-
Jers* National Federation, as formulated
at Chicago, and that shouild a federation
be established and. properly organized,
this club will gladly affiliate with it.

An ordinance granting to the Chicago,

St. Paul. Minneapolis & Omaha Rail-
way Company the right to construct
and operate a spur railroad track in
the alley lying between Blocks "E" and
"C" on the north and Blocks 183 and
"B" on the south, in Robertson's Ad-
dition to West St. Paul.

The Common Council of the City of St.
Paul do ordain as follows:

SECTION I.
The Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis &

Omaha Railway Company, its successors
and assigns, subject to the conditions
and limitations herein contained, is here-
by authorized and licensed to put down,
maintain and operate a spur railroad
track, extending from a point where the
westerly lin« of Lot 2 in Block 188, in
Robertson's Addition to West St. Paul,
according to the plat thereof recorded
tn the office of the Register of Deeds
of Ramsey County, Minnesota, is' inter-
sected by a certain branch or extension
railroad of said company recently con-
structed along the west bank of the Mis-
sissippi river, in the Sixth WarS of saidcity, eastwardly to the westerly boundary
of South Wabasha street, and upon and
ovtfr Lots 1 and 2, in, said Block 188 of
Robertson's Addition, across Walter
street, and along the center line of that
certain alley lying between Blocks "E"
and "C" on the north and Blocks 183 and
"B" on the south in said Robertson's
Addition.

The spur track hereby authorized to be
located and constructed shall be put in
under the direction of the Commissioner
of Public Works of the City of St. Paul"
and In such manner as he shall direct,
and said track shall be so constructed
that the rails thereof shall not be higher
than the top of the surface of the
ground, and said company, whenever re-
quired by the Commissioner of Publi>
Works, or directed so to do by the Com-
mon Council, shall plank or pave with
such material and in such manner as it
shall be directed the space lying be-
tween the rails of said track and for a
space of at least two (2) feet outside
of each rail of said track, and keep and
maintain the sarnie in proper condition.

SECTION 11.
The spur track hereby authorized to be

constructed and maintained shall be usedonly for loading or unloading of freight
received from or delivered to the various
manufacturing plants located on the pub-
lic levee adjacent to said alley, and
said track shall not be used for the
storage of cars, and no cars shall bepei'mlTted to stand thereon except for
such time as shall reasonably be required
to load or unload the same as the casemay be.

The authority and license hereby grant-

ed to construct and maintain said spur
track may be revoked or annulled, andsaid spur track ordered removed by theCommon Council at any time after theexpiration of ten years from the pas-
sage of this ordinance, in which case allright or authority of said company tomaintain said track shall cease and de-termine, and said company thereuponand within ninety (90) days after serviceU£?n It of a copy of the resolution or

take up and remove said track and re-
store the premises from which *t shall

ing the City of St. Paul with gaso-
line for the year 1901 expired on Decem-
ber 31st, 1901, and Whereas, The Com-
mon Council thereupon passed resolution
awarding a contract therefor for 1902, and
thereafter the District Court for Ramsey
County enjoined . the execution of the
contract for such lighting, and Whereas.
