NEW KIND OF WHEAT
PROF. HAYS REPORTS RESULTS

ON IMPORTANT EiPEKI-
M.ENTS

WILL SUPPLANT OLD KINDS

Will Add Bushel and Half Per Acre

to Wheat Yield—Maty Become

the Standard Minne-
sota Grain.

Willet M. Hays, agriculturist of the
state experiment station, is sending out

circulars of information regarding experi-

ments with a new variety of wheat which
will be of great interest to farmers of
Minnesota. He says:

"The Minnesota experiment station, in
co operation with the state experiment
stations in surrounding states and with
the United States department of agri-
culture, is originating new varieties of
various field crops'. Ten years ago from
a single selected plant of the tife wheat,
a new variety was originated and named
Minn. No. 168. Numerous other varieties
were originated in a similar manner. But
this variety proved superior to the others
and the experiment station, aided by its
co-operators and farmers to whom these
co-operators sold seed, has increased this
variety so that about 100,000 bushels were
raised in 1901.

"We have evidence, as good as a daily

bank balarrce, that this new variety is,

adding one and one-half bushels per
acre, on the average, to the wheat yields
wherever it supplants the common nfa
and blue stem wheats, heretofore well
nigh universally grown. One and one-
half bushels average increase per acre,
or 10 per cent, without any added cost,
is of great importance to a. farm or
county. If 50,000 bushels of this wheat
is sown next spring, and increased four-
fold yearly for four years, it would sow
the entire acreage of wheat in the state,
with a. large surplus for neighboring
states. Minnesota produces ajiftually
about 65,000,000 bushels of wheat. An in^
creased yield of 10 per cent would add
6,500,000 bushels, or, at present prices,
$4,500,"i500 to the state income.

"Many who have this wheat report thai
they are finding a demand for their entire
stock of seed. We are advising them by
special letters, so far as we have their
addresses, to advertise this seed in the
local press.

"The milling quality of this wheat is
the same as for all good blue stem or
fife wheat. This variety of wrheat was
not widely distributed until it had shown
its general ability to add largely to the
wealth of the state. The claims made
for it are not exaggerated, and it prom-
ises to become a standard wheat of the
state, as was its parent, common red
fife. The former record has been more
than sustained in the year 1901. The ex-
periment station has no financial inter-
est in the seed of this wheat, it havingbeen all sold to several hundred farmers
and seed growers under pedigree certifi-

cates. But the state is interested in
having this wheat widely ustfi, that theaverage yield of Minnesota's wheat crop
may be larger. To avoid endless con-
fusion, the experiment station desires that
its registered variety numbers, preceded
by Minn. No. 163 wheat, be adhered to,
and that the growers and dealers do
not give them new names. The seeds aremore valuable because their names showthe connection of certain seeds with ac-tual field and milling tests."

Preliminary to the publication in pam-
phlet form of an exhaustive report on thecondition of West side levee leases, just
completed by Second Assistant Corpora-tion Attorney McDermott, it is expected
the assembly tonight will order a fur-
ther investigation to the end of seeingif all the leases issued so far have be-ncomplied with.

Since the West side levee was thrownopen to manufacturers some fifteen years
ago, the council has given nearly forty
leases, but not over one-half of them are
in the hands of,, the original owner?.
Some, after being held for several yean*were transferred, presumably for a con-
sideration, while others were forfeited.

According to the investigation made by
Attorney McDermo.tt. the most lax fea-
ture of the many gifts made is the fail-ure on the part of the holders to pay
the pittance demanded by the city as
rent. With few exceptions the rental has

been, made $1 a year, but only two firms
are down in the treasurer's books as
having paid all they owe in this respect.
These two firms are the St. Paul White
Lead company and the St. Paul Show-
case company.

The American 1 Hoist and Derrick com-
pany secured" a lease \im 1894, one of the
most valuaßle on the West side, but they
have only p)Ud $4. This same company is
now petitioning the council for more
ground. The Waterous Engine company,
another firm holding a choice location,
also secured a lease in 1894. They paid a
rental of $1 a year. but. have only paifl
$6. The Gedhey Pickling works secured a
lease in 1891. Only $6 rent has been paid.

The arrearages run from $6 to $75. Pat-
rick D. Scannell and others secured
ground for sanitation purposes, the rent
being made $100 a year. Only $1 has T>fc*?i
paid to the city.

All leases given impose certain condi-
tions, among them, occupancy of the
ground given, the construction of certain
sized buildings, and the employment of
so many persona. There is nothing to
show that these conditions have been
complied with, andf it is now proposed to
make the inquiry,

The Democrats of the Sixth ward form-'
ally opened th© campaign In their district
last night by holding a meeting in the
Paul Martin block on South Wa.basha
street. Several prominent speakers were
present and stirred up the enthusiasm
of the assembly. The meeting resulted in
the organization of a marching club.

P. I* McGnee opened the meeting by a
speech in which he compared the records
of the two parties during the terms when
they were in power. From these com-
parisons he was able to draw the con-
clusion, .concurred in by all present, that
the Democratic party would win a graml
victory in the coming election.

Frederick W. Foote, candidate for
nomination for municipal judge on the
Democratic ticket, delivered an address
on tiie primary law and its application in
the coming election. He took up each;

point of the law and explained it careful-
ly, telling tine voters just what they are
expected to do from th« time they enter
the primary election booth untu their:
ballot is deposited and recorded. Mr.
Foote's address suggested a great many
questions all of which he answered to
the entire satisfaction of those present.

Hon. John H. Ives was introduced and
spoke briefly upon the benefits of the
primary law, as well as other subjects of
interest in the coming campaign. He re-
ferred to the primary law as one of the
needed political reforms, giving more
freedom to the voter, In relieving him
from the domineering of the political
boss.

Referring to the tax code, Mr. Ives said:
"I do not know what will become of the
proposed law, but I know what I am
going to do, or at least attempt to do,
when it comes up. I am going to make
a strenuous fight against the provision
that cuts down the amount of exemption.

I believe that the exemption should be all
that the constitution allows, which is
$200, and I am going to try to get it
through the legislature. The exemption

is the only chance the poor man has of
getting even with the tax dodger, and it
should not be reduced.

The Minnesota grand lodge, A. O. U.
W., yesterday made haste slowly and
used the entire day for the election of
its officers. The only surprising feature
of the election was the unanimity of
spirit which permeated the proceedings,
as in no case was it necessary to poll
more than one ballot.

Predictions made by Th a
Globe in previous editions all came
true. . /

As soon as the meeting was called to
order the grand master stated that nom-
inations were in order four that position.
Fred C. White, of Duluth, who occupied
the position of grand foreman last year,
was placed in nomination, aa was also
W. B. Anderson, of Winona. The ballot
resulted as follows: White, 260; Ander-
son, 107. It was an easy victory for
White, and was in line of promotion.

For grand foreman there were two
nominations, namely, W. B. Anderson, of
Winona, and A. Van Praag. The vote
resulted as follows: Anderson, 287; Van
Praag. 67. The latter gracefully admitted
that he seemed to have gone up against
a whirlwind and asked that the election
be made unanimous, which the conven-
tion cheerfully proceeded to do.

Predic-
tions of a close contest came to a disas-
trous grief when the tellers began to read
the result of the ballot, and it was soon
realized that it was a walk-away for
Larson. The vote stood as follows: Lar-
son, 187; NVe, 67; Brackett, 47; McCor-
mick, 18; Nelson, 15; Harkness, 28. The
result was greeted with great applause,
and the followers of the various candi-
dates made haste to get In the band
wagon, and moved to make Larson's elec-
tion unanimous. When called upon tbe
victor made a few -happy remarks, wTiich
were well received.

When the office of grand receiver was
reached, A. H. Taise was given the floor,
