This advance will apply to all territory
east of the Rocky wmountains except
New York and vicinity,

The new rate will be the same as that
of 1897. Higher rates will be imposed in
cities shown to be extra hazapdous.

The underwriters argue that risks in-
crease with propsperous conditions, as
factories are kept running longer, and
in the rush of business employes neglect
precautions.

serles idea and with avidity, when Mr.
Wallace introduced & series covering
nineteen sections of the code. Mr. Lay-'
bourn had amendments for those sec-
tions of the personal property sections
covering the taxation of grain in' eleva-
tors, and the house was laboring with
them severally when Mr. Wallace Propos-
ed to wipe out the whole new personal
property sections and substitute for them
the present law. The Wallace amend-
ments cut out entirely the inquisitorial
features of the bill, so far as they apply
to personal property, and they were hail-
ed with very evident favor. They would
undoubtedly have been adopted, but Mr.
Laybourn asked that with his amend-
ments they be printed and placed on the
members’ desks this morning.

Mr. Roberts returned to his series and
secured the adoption of an amendment
placing the date for listening at May 1
instead of April 1. His amendment pro-
vided that the word May should be sub-
stituted for April wherever it appeared.
Later it developed that in numerous sec-
tions April, May and June appeared in
conjunction, and he was laboring to
straighten out the tangle when the house
adjourned.

The adjournment was taken -with the
understanding that all amendments ready
should be given the clerk, who was in-
structed to have them printed and on
the members’ desks at roll call this morn-
ing. There were over fifty sets sent up,
and the house will ba in shape to do a big
day's work today.

TWO LONG HOURS
OF TEDIOUS DEBATE

WINDY WAR OF WORDS WAGED
PRELIMINARY TO REAL WORK.

The opening guns of the long-expected
fight on the tax code indicated that tha
house was up to a long campaign that
would be a war of words rather than
parliamentary practice or real battling
for the passage of a tax bill. The first
session under the special order, ‘which
the speaker announced at 10:35 yesterday
morning, resulted in two hours’ talk—ab-
solutely nothing more. N

James A. Peterson, Minneapolis, had
the floor almost before the speaker’'s an-
nouncement of the special order was
complete and at once launched into a
harangue which consumed fifty-five min-
utes. Then Mr. Roberts broke in with a
few suggestions which consumed another
fifteen minutes. Mr, Dobbin, of Hennepin,
one of the large faction which wants to
get to work on the code and secure the
passage of an amended b.., was thor-
oughly incensed with the innuendoes and
charges made by Mr. Peterson and took
the occasion to pay his respects without
stint to the so-called “friends” who are
behind the railroading movement and
incidentally to the code itself.

Mr. Peterson charged-the oppos-..on to
the bill in its present form to the corpo-
rate interests which, he said, will be
materially affected by it, if enacted, and
made to bear their just share of the
burden of taxation. He said the argu-
ments presented to the committee ‘against
the bill were efforts to throw dust in
the eyes of the legislators. He said there
was no oposition to the code or the sges-
sion extraordinary until it was stirred up
by the corporations. He paid his respects
to the grain men and the Duluth delega-
tion by the statement that the situation-
had so resolved itself that it seemed to be
necessary for the legislature to go to
Duluth when it desired information on
the subject of taxation. Then he got
around to the newspapers. He charged
them with collusion with the corporate
interests and the fomenting of the sea
of criticism on which he said, the friends
of the bill and the people have been tosaeg1

Mr. Roberts, Jacobson’s other chief-of-
staff, was constrained to take issue on
the dust throwing proposition. Mr. Rob-
erts attempted to head off the winded de-
bate that the house seemed about to be
embroiled in.

Dobbin Defends Bankers.

Mr. Dobbin got the floor as the spokes-
man of the conservative element. He
protested vigorously against shutting off
debate after the ‘railroaders” had had
their chance to discuss the bill and the
merits of the so-calle? opposition. Mr.,
Dobbin sald:

“I was ready to go to work at onee
after the promulgation of the speclal or-
der. I belleved that the time for action
had arrived, but the gentleman from Hen-
nepin has sald so much about the merits
of the bill and the motives of the so-call-
ed friends and opponents of the measure
that I feel that it would be an injustica
to shut off debate at this time. I do not
wish to criticise th> tax commission or
the friends of the bill the tax commissien
has prepared, but the charges made By
the gentleman from Hennepin force me
to state another side of the case. It is
evident that neither he nor the commis-
sioners read carefully the act which ore-
ated the commission and authorized the
tax code. Neither the legislature nor tho
people have changed their minds as sug-
gested by Mr. Peterson, but both he and
the commissioners seem to have placed a
new construction on the intent of the leg-
islature and the letter of the act. If you
will refer to the act which you have be-
fore you, vou will find that it specifically
states that it shall be the duty of the
commission to prepare a complete code
for the just and equitable taxation of all
property and that it shall prepare the
constitutional amendments necessary to
put that code Into effect. As I under-
stood the English language, I thought
the commission was not limited by the

constitution. The commission has, how-:

ever, given us a code complying with the
present constitution. We have not chéang-
ed our minds. We all want a just and
equitable law, but the commission has
ot given us one.

n“tsglme of you gentlemen have referred
sneeringly to the delegations of bankers
and other business men who appeared
before the committee to protest against
the bill. You charge sneeringly that they
have suddenly developed into philan-
thropists, and say that their interest in
the widow and orphan is altogether an
unique role for them to appear in. I
want to call your attention to the state-
ments made by those bankers. Their pro-
test was not so much in their own be-
half. They told you this law would af-
fect the small depositors. The man with
lots of capital can escape taxgtlon, and
he will esecape.

“Enact all the inquisitorial features you
please, the rich man may send his money
into another state for investment and
bid you defiance. The widow and the
orphan to whom you sneeringly allude,
and the poor man with his little savings,
must give up half or all of the income
derived from them. I represent a distriet
composed largely of working people. I
do not work for any corporation, .either
on the floor of the house or In privats
life. No corporation pays me a dollar,
and I am ready to make them pay their
just share of the taxes, but, gentlemen,
you want to hesitate before you _begln
to grind the poor. The rich man, who has
not the brains to escape taxation, I am
sorry to say, can hire counsel of suffi-
clent brains to assist him, and when you
assist the rich man in escaplng taxation,
you strike at the poor man, who cannot
escape. This talk of faction, friend and
foe is folly. I say let us get to work and
do the best we may with this code. Do
our duty fairllwand honestly, without fear
or prejudice. Let every man act for Aim-
self and his constituents. Recognize no
leader. Let every man be Lis own leader
and let us get to work.” :

pChalrman Lord, of the reception com-
mittee, who had been watching the re-
ports of his committee being .buffeted
about the senate chamber, arose and
said:

“I still have. implicit confidence that
life exists in the reception committee, and
therefore I wish to give notice that there
will be a meeting of this committee im-
mediately after adjournment.”

WAITING FOR HOUSE.

Senate Tax Commitiee Will Defer
Action for a Few Days.

The senate tax committee came to the
conclusion yesterday afternoon that the
tax bill was entirely to large a proposi-
tion for any effective consideration on
its part, and it will recommend this
morning that the bill be placed on gen-
eral orders of the senate.

The aim of the committee apparently
is to have the bill postponed on gen-
eral orders from day to day until the
house will have decided on somet‘hmg
definite.

Later the tax committee held an ora-
torical session, 8. P. Childs, real estate
owner and banker, beirng the eloquent one.
Mr. Childs adjured the committee to be
careful about how it protected urban in-
dustries at the expense of the farmers,
and assured them that if it did not
do so the farmers would make them-
selyes felt in the land in a manner that
would be well understeood. He malintain-
ed that the farmers could make the grass
grow in the streets of every city in the
country, and he foretold-that they might
possibly do so if they:were not treated
properly in regard to. taxation. He was
much in favor of the present tax code,
with whatever amendments the legisla-
tors might see fit to tack onto teo it,.and
he wanted it impressed upon the minds
of the committee that, although the farm-
ers had not come before the committee
for a hearing, as had other interests,
they nevertheless were well aware of the
import of the bill,

In regard to the exemption clause, he
said the less the exemption was the bet-
ter because it gave every person who
paid taxes the dignity of feeling that he
was helping to keep up his end of the
great American government. He greatly
deplored the system ot\ )‘nding taxable
property from the assessor, and on being
asked by Senator Stockwell if he knew
of any place or any timté that® this was
not the practice, Mr. Childs answered
that twenty years ago, when he was an
assessor, there was no such thing as
“holding out” on the assessor, but that
everybody took a pride in payflng' his just
share of the state’s burdens.

Senator Stockwell thought he was mis-
taken about this, and dated the practice
back 2,000 years. Senator Miller wanted
to know whether that was any reason
why the practice should be kept wp, and
Mr. Childs mournfully admitted that if
the practice was that old that there was
little hope of reforming the world. ’

The committee will recommend that
Senator Sivright’s bill repealing the _dog
tax law be favorably considered by the
senate.
