IN JAIL OVERTIME

CHARLES TIBBITS APPLIES FOR
WRIT OF HABEAS ;
CORPUS

CLAIMS HE HAS SERVED TIME

Jailer Refuses to Release Prisoner
Without Instruoctions—Fine
Legal Point Is In-
volved.

Charles Tibbits, who is now in the
county jail, says that he is being detain-
ed there without authority and he shall
have a writ of habeas corpus served on
the jailer today. Tibbits, who is a resi-
dent of Mille Lacs county, got into an
altercation with his uncle last November.,
His uncle had hign arrested and he was
tried and convicted and given a ninety-
day sentence in the county jail.

After he had been in jail but two days
he was released with instructions that he
must behave. He went up into the woods
and about January he came to the cities
and imbibed too freely in the cup that
cheers, and he was again placed in jail
because he had not lived up to his in-
structions.

Tibbits claims that his ninety-day sen-
tence expires today, but the jailer will
not release him unless he has instructions
from the proper authorities. The pris-
oner claims that they cannot give him
an intermittent sentence. He claims that
his ninety-day sentence commenced Nov.
26, and as he served two days when he
was first convicted, his freedom for a
month was just the same as though he
had been in jail in the eyes of, the law.
Had he not been comapelled to go to jail
at all when he was first convicted and

was placed on probation, it would have
been different.

WILL TRACKS BE LOWERED.

LINEMEN ON A STRIKE

ASK FNIGHT-HOUR DAY IN COM-
PLAINT IN NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, Feb. 27.—The linemen in
the employ of the New York Telephone
company, in the borough of Manhattan
and the Bronx, refused to go to work
today. The men demand an eight-hour
éay in all parts of the city and an in-
crease in wages from $15 to $18 per week.

Nearly the whole strength of the re-
paiving and construction forces in these
districts, all belonging to Local Union No.
20 of the International Brotherhood of
Eisctiical Workers, failed to report for
devty, and 330 of them got tégether and
sert in their demands to the cfficers cf
the companies.

The linemen demand $3.50 a day for
their foremen, $3.25 for assistant fore-
men and a flat rate of $3 for all classes
of linemen. This is an increase of 50
ccuts for foremen and assistants, and
a smaller advance for some of the line-
men. The men ask for double pay Sun-
days and holidays and one and ofie-half
gay for overtime, besides an eight-hour

ay.
