VIEWS AT WIDE VARIANCE

WASHINGTON, Feb. 23.-Senators Me
Laurin and Tiliman, of South Carolina,
today were severely censured by the
United States senate for the sensational
personal encounter between the two sen-
ators on the floor of the senate last
SaLurday, during the consideration of
l-'iiiij>pine tariff bill.

The adoption of the resolution of cen-
sure probably closes the incident, so far
as Mr. McJLaurin and the senate is con-
cerned.

The resolution was adopted by a vote
of 54 to 12.

The senators who voted ag-ainst the
resolution of censure, aa finally passed,
were Beveridge, Clark CWyo.), Deboe
Dietrich, Poster (Wash.), Kean, Kitt-
ridge, McComas, Miliard, Prltchard
Proctor, Scott. Kaeh believed that strong-
er punishment should have boen-inflicted.

As soon as the j< urnal was approved
Mr. Burrows presented the resolution ofensure. Following is the full,text of
ihe ievolution recommended by the com-
mittee:

That it is the- judgment of the senate
that the senators from South Carolina,
Benjamin K. Tillman ;ind John L. Mc-
Laurin, for disorderly h< havior and fra-grant violation of the rules of the sen-
ate during open session of the senate on
the 22d day of February Inst., deserve
the censure of the B< nate, and they are
hereby so censured for their breach of
the privileges and dignity of this body;
and From and after the adoption of this
resolution the order adjudging them iv
contempt of the senate shaii be no lung-
er in force and effect

Democrats Show Dissent.

The report of the committee, read in
the senate, says that the offense of
Tillman was much greater than that of
McLaurin.

Mr. Bailey presented a report of the
Qemocrats, agreeing to the resolution,
b;it dissenting from the majority that
th< re was a difference in ihe gravity of
the offense. The) also disagreed to
the views of the majority that a senator
might be suspended.

The report of the three dissenting Hi-
publicans, submitted by Mr. McComas,
asserted that the offenses of the South
Carolina senators were unequal, and the
punishment should not be the same.

Minority Submit* v Ki'iiurt.
The minority report favored suspen-

sion of McLaurin for five days and of
Tilln;;>n for twenty days.

Mr. « ritdnard did not concur with Mc-
Comaa and Beveridge aa to Infliction of
punishment of. McLaurin, and asserted
that he had already been sufficiently
punished.

The roll was called on the adoption
of the report of the majority commit-
tee on privileges and elections.

M> l.iirin (Miss.) asked to be excused
from voting un account of his kinship
with McLaurin of South Carolina. The
latter declined to vote. Tinman also de-
clined to vote, saying "that among gen-
tlemen an apology for offenses commit-
ted i/i the heat of blood was sufficient."

Mr. Kean (X. Jj. having voted in the
affirmative, said that in view <>f the re-
mark of Mr. Tiliman that he would
change his vote.

Tillmaii'.s Words Withdrawn.

When tiie result of the vote w.'i.s an-
pounced Air. Burrows demanded that
•M". Tillman's words be taken down.When the words were read, Mr. Tiliman
said that he did not Intend that his
words be offensive, and if they were, he
would withdraw them.

"Without objection," said President
ion tern. Prye, "they will be with-drawn."

"I Object," said Mr. Dietrich (Rep.,
Neb.), but in the confusion he evident-ly was not heard.

Mr. Hoar presented an additional ru!e
looking to the prevention of such rs>
currenceis in the future, which was re-
Cerred.

Mr. Tiliman was asked if he would
have anything more to say regarding
the action of the senate. He replied:
"No; I'm done."

MAJORITY AGAINST TILLMAV.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Feh. 28.—Th« re-
port of the majority of the committee
which considered the Tillman-McLaurin
tight in the United States -senate, sub-
mitted today, was as follows:

That the conduct of (he two senatorswas an Infringement of the privilege*
Ol the senate, a violation of its rules anj
derogatory to its characti r, tending tobring the body Itself into public con-
tempt, cannot be questioned. Indeed, thes. nate by a unanimous vote has already
placed on record its condemnation of the
senators by declaring both guilty of coiutempt.

The majority of the committee is of
"pinion tint the legal effect, of adjudgingthese senators in contempt of the senatewas to suspend their function as sen-ators, and that such a punishment fordisorderly behavior was clearly withinthe power of the senate, but the conclu-
sion it has reached makes It unnec-essary to discuss this question.

OiiViiK.-s Not of Equal Gravity;

The offenses committed by the two sen-
ators were not, in the opinion of a major-
ity of the committee, of equal gravity.
Ihe charge made by Mr. Tiliman had
been once before the senate specifically
denied in parliamentary language by Mr.
McLaurin. The offense charged againrt
Mr. McLaurin was among the most rep-
rehensible a senator could commit. Hecould not Ignore or fail to refute it andhope to be longer respected as either aman or senator.

Mr. McLaurin did not begin the en-
counter, but only stood in his place at
his desk, where he was speaking-, and re-
sisted the attack that was made upon,
him In other words, 'his offense was
confined to the use of unparliamentary
language, for which he had unusualprovocation. Nevertheless, his offensewas a violation of the rules of the senateof so serious a character that in theopinion of the committee it should becondemned.V the case of Mr. Tiilman, the record
shows that the altercation was com-
menced by the charge he made against
Mr. McLaurin. Such a charge is inex-
cusable, except in connection with a reso-
lution to investigate. Mr. Tiilman notonly made the charge without any avow-
al of a purpose to investigate, but alsodisclaiming knowledge of evidence to
establish the offense, and this he saidafter the charge had ! been specificallyand unqualifiedly denied by Mr. Mc-
Laurin. y. - h. •

I Him an Started' the Fight.
Such a charge, under any circum-stances, would be resented, by any man

worthy to be a senator, but, made as itv;as in this instance, its' offensivenesswas greatly intensified, and the result
must have been foreseen by Mr. Tillman,
if he took any thought, as he should,
of the consequences of his statements.
This feature of his offense,,- coupled withthe fact that he also commenced the en-
counter by quitting his seat, some dis-
tance away from Mr. McLaurin. and,
rushing violently upon: him, struck him
in the~ face, makes the ca^e one of suchexceptional misbehavior "that a majority

Minority Favors Suspension.
In this statement the senators signing

it say that while they accept the state-
ment of th" case as made in the prin-
cipal report they do not agree with themajority of the committee as to the pun.
ishment proposed by the majority. They
then say:

the statutes of any state nor in the com-mon opinion of mankind are those two
offenses the same.

The lightest fi.rrr. of punishment Is a
reprimand or censure; it is thf latter
which the majority proposes to inflict lor

The minority of the committeeare of the opinion that this punishment la
Inadequate, and to Ignore the differences
between the offenses is unjust. The mi-
nority of the committee is of the opinion
mit suspension of the two offending sen-
ators from their sei atorlal privileges
heretofore Inflicts should now be for-mally adjudged and continued for differ-
ent periods of timi.

The minority report then enters upon an
extended argument in support of this
proposition. The argument is based upon
the second clause, fifth section of tire
constitution, conferring upon each lions.'
of congress power to punish its members
for dis':rd< rly behavior. The report con-
cludes by recommending that Senator
McLaurin be suspended from his func-
tions as a senator for live days and that
Senator Tillman be suspended for twenty-

IRE AROUSED IN FRANCE

Objection Com M a Surprise,Wlicit

Shareholder*! Were l'reujirlnj;to
Itatiiy Oiler of property to

the United State*.

PARIS, Feb. 2S.—At an extraordinary
meeting of the shareholders of the new
Panama Canal company today President
j'.o read a message from the consul gen-
eral of Colombia ;ii Paris, setting forth

\u25a0that the company could not transfer Its
concession t<< another nation without first
with tlie assent of Colombia modifying
tiie stipulations of articles ill and ZZ of
the agreement.

After a discussion, during which it
was argued that, efforts should be made
to keep the concession for Prance, the
niei ting adopted a resolution directing
in vi»w <,! the message of the Colom-
bian consul general to postpone entering
upon any engagement.

The dispatch of the Colombian govern-
m.-nt was a complete surprise t.« the
sharehoid'-rs of the Panama Canal com-
pany, who met this afternoon in expec-
tation of merely ratifying the action of
the board of directors in offering the
Panama ("anal company property to the
United States for $I<V.*»O,OW, which offer
was to remain open til! .March 1, ]'JO3,
and authorizing the board to carry out
all the measures for the transfer of the
property and fix and accept all mod s
and terms of payment, if the United
States accepted the offer.

The consternation, therefore, was gen-
eral, when President Bo read Colombia's
UA -tfram, and a heated discussion broke
out. The majority of the speakers eon-
oluded that the telegram meant thi
ter c&Uapse of the negotiations with the
United States, and resentment against
thy United States was expressed.

One shareholder attacked the United
Bl ites for beating th<- price down to
t40.000.0tt. Another speaker characterized
the Americans' conduct as "hideous
blackmailing," saying that if the Ameri-
cans bought the canal property they
would make a fine bargain, and why
should not French capital be found to
reap the profits.

Other speakers expressed the conviction
that if proper appeal was made the
money to complete the canal could be
obtain*;! in Fr ince. (>ri<- of the share-
holders informed the meeting that h«
knew on undeniable authority that
Prince Loubet had taken steps t

r to have the canal built with
Fr< och money.

sentative of the shareholders, reminded
his beams that the remarks made wereutterly wide of the mark. The beatcourse, he said, was to adjourn untilexplanations of Colombia's action were
forthcoming.

The secretary of the company said thetelegram arrived at U:.'M last evening.
The stockholders are (mitt at a lo^ to
explain It, as it was thojtgtM the Colom-bian and United States governmentswere in agreement regarding the cession
of the concession.

The report submitted set forth that
arbitration had resulted In a satisfac-tory solution whereby the new company
was to receive 78.000,000 francs out of the
207.0C0.000 francs' of the purchase price,
and the old company was to take the
remainder. »
