CHINESE WAKING UP
REV. W. T. MOBART, OF PEKIX,

TELLS OF PROGRESS IX CE.
LEISTIALEMPIRE

UPRISING DID MUCH GOOD

Late Unpleasantness Has Shown the
People Folly of Cherishing; FouJ

sHir.oil Traditions o£
Antiquity. -

"The Boxer uprising in China has done
more to advance the cause of Christ i I-

lty and Western civilization in that ex-
clusive country in the short time since U
has closed than would have been a< c rm-
pllshed in fifty years under the old rou-

\u25a0\u25a0 i.v, said Rev. W. T. Hobart, of
Pekin, Clhina, in an address at the Fir.-t
:.i. I-:, ch-ureh last night. "When the
dowager empress returned to Pekin after
the revolution sho was ho reecty t-> snow
her change of attitude toward th ; for-
signers that she bowed 10 a company of
newspaper reporters at the depot wnert
the royal party left the train. Sue has
since Invited the wlvea of the foreign
ministers to visit her in the palace, and
tin- indication is that she i.s n<rw ready
to lend her aid toi the introduction of
Western civilization in the exclusive em-
pire of the Orient.

"This change of attitude is not exclu-
sively in the royal household, but thou-
sands of the subjects are coming out and

sing their approval of the mi
ii >!\u25a0>. of the progressive idea. A mission-
ary !:. the western part of China says
that he lias sold more books and tracts
and met more anxious inquirers -it the
mission headquarters in the last
months tlhan he did in the previous eight-
een years that he labored among that
people. They now feel that they are
safe in coming out boldly in expressing'
their approval of the new idea, as the
imperial household is also ii, sympathy
with it."

"When the revolution was in existence,
the Chinese government did all it could
to spread abroad the idea that it was
entirely an uprising' among the people,
for which it was not responsible. This
was as far from the truth as it is possible
for anything to be. The government is-
sued an appropriation of $70,<X,0 lor the
support of the boxers, as well as i

sacks of rice for its sustenance. When
tlie edict which was issued by the gov-
ernment forbidding any molestation of
the property of the foreigners, and es-
pecially with the missions, was given out,
it was shown to the missionaries -with the
view of convincing them that the fre-
quent minor uprisings were not counte-
nanced by iiie government. I have infor-
mation that this edict was also accom-
panied by a secret missive which had the

I of nullifying it and leading the
people to believe that Hie lioxer move-
ment was encouraged ,by the imperial
family.

The attitude of the government during
I i®e of Pekin was enough to con-

vince anyone who tritnessed those scenes
as was my lot, t ) conclude that the gov-
ernment was back of the uprising, and
was exercising no power to put it dov.-i:.

German minister was shot on the
streets of the city by an officer fa the
Chinese army, and the imperial troops
fired on the missionaries. Thesj things
are centainly evidence of the fact that
the government was really In symparthy
with the movement to drive all foreign-
ers from the country."

Mr. Hobart was in I'ekin during the
sii -\u25a0'\u25a0. and has been in Chh;a ror over
twenty years. His work as a missionary
has taken him in various parts of thedomain, and his experience gives him an
opportunity to speak on Chinese condi^
tions with intelligence. He predicts apromising future for the country, and
expects to see within a few years agreat change in the civilization of thecountry.

Attempted to Cross TrackS^at West
Seventh Street and Did >'ot Ob.

Mrs. Anna Korseno, forty-three years
old. and livingwith her daughter, Mrs.
George Gajewski, at 445 St. Clair street,
was struck by a Milr-'aukee train at the
short line crossing on West Seventh
street, about 2:30 o'clock yesterday rnorn-
ing, ami died from her injuries a few
minutes later, while being taken to the
city hospital. Coroner A. \\r. Miller
was calied, and is investigating the mat-
ter.

Mrs. Korseno's husband left her some
time ago after a family quarrel, and is
now supposed to be in Milwaukee. SLico
then she has been living with one of her
married daughters, Mrs. Gajewskl, at
445 St. Clair street. One of the daugh-
ter's children was taken sick Saturday
night, and shortly after 2 o'clock Mrs.
Korseno drc-ssed and started fur th.;
Ik mo of another married daughter, Mrs.
Meyer, living at 301 Colburne streer,
i i see if she ha*l some medicine that they
could give the child. She had to cross
the Milwaukee tracks cti CTcst Seventh
and Colburne streets, and when she ar-
iivi d there the gates were down and a
train was coming. The watchman at
the crossing claims that the gates were
down, and that when he saw her coming
he waved his lantern and called to her,

she did not seem to take heed. Sne
passed in under the gates and was struck
by the train and knocked into a ditch.
The city hospital was notified and Dr.
MtCloud went to the scene. He found
the woman still alive, and had her re-
moved to the hospital, but she died on
the way. It was found that she had been
injured on the head and some bone.-: were
broken. She was also thought to have
been injured internally. Death was due
to shock. •

The physicians found tSS on her, and
this was turned over to the daughter by

AVMVERSIHViOF BISHOP'S DEATH

OBSERVED AT CHRIST CHI RCII.

Morning service at Christ church yes-
terday wag characterized by memorial
observance lof tlie day as the second an-
niversary of tl^-death of Rt. Rev. M. N.
Gilbert, late bishop coadjutor of tae dio-
cese of Minnesota an<i for some years
rector of Christ*ehurch.

PATIENCE AND APPLICATION

Success Cannot Be Withheld From
One Who Is Conscientious ami

Anxious to Master Details
\u25a0 of His Work.

Daniel R. Noyes, of the firm of Nbyea
Bros. & Cutler, delivered the address
before the men's-. meeting at the Y. M.
C. A. yesterday afternoon on'the subject
of "Th" Vi.ni!:j' Man in Business." The
G-lobe Business college orchestra furnish-
ed the music.

Mr. Noyes spoke in part as follows:
"When a man fails in business every-
body saya that he lacks the element of
success. Just what this element is I
am not able to say, neither do I know
of any one who has been able to explain
it. But there seema to be ai element of
success that man must possess in order to
succeed in llf•\u25a0. Some men say that they
do not have the talent for success but
this la not true for- eve:y man has the
talent ifit is directed in the proper way."

\u25a0'-In a discussion of the way to win
success the question naturally arises,
'Is there anything in luck?' I must af-
firm that tiiere is something beyond the
control of the individual that has a great
ooal to do with the success that he makes
in life. This is luck. It may come to
him lii any form, as physical disability
and the like. It frequently happens that
a man has some physical disability
which ho may consider to be a burden
and yet it is often a thing that help.3
him in his battle with life. President
Elliot of Harvard once told a friend that
the birth mark which he has on the side
of his face made him president of the
great university.

"I would advise the young man who
goes into business, to have a conscience.
It is necessary for business success but
it is sometimes quite inconvenient. If a
man is not (honest both to himself and
to others his chances for success axe
limited and oaoq he tails he is lost. The
BiUe pass the righteous man faiieth s:v-
en times and ris:s again. The righteous
man can fall but once for then his char-
acter is gone and he has nothing loft.

"One of the frequent causes o& failure
in business life is the lack-of patient con-
tinuance in well doing. A man is so
apt to get discouraged when he compares
his own slow gains with the brilliant suc-
cesses -made by others. lie should re •

member that to make a succe-ss of his
business he must be patient and content-
ed with small gains until he wins euc-
cess. I would in this connection also
caution against continuing in businesa
after it is evident that it is not profitable.
It is wrong, arid is apt to lead to disa-
greeable conditions if not to crime.

"To the young man who; is working for
a salary 1 jw.o'u'lil say be willingto do
more than is expected of you. Do not
say that you are not hired to do these
things and refuse to do them. In my
own office the man I would select for
promotion is the one who is willingto do
all he can tthetjber it is -expected of him
or not. Be willing to work hard and get
ready for the step above you* as soon as
possible. ** '*:'-'" •;

"A great xleal kas been said' about debt,
and many ftjtve cautioned young men not
tee go into debt. Now debt and credit is
the basis of all commercial transaction,
and every business man must g.> into debt
to a certain dtgi'ev. Instead of warning
the young man against going into debt,
I would warn him against going too dc e;>
ly int'i it. He must use his credit to a
certain extent, but he should never
abuse it.

"Take care of your health, be independ-
ent, acq-ulre habits of industry and self-
denial, know the value of time and money
and learn the d"rails of your business,
and you will be successful."

Following is the text of the message
cf greeting which will be presented by
the committee:

Your Royal Highness: In the name of
the 56,000 residents of German descent of
the city of St. Paul, we extend to* you a
hearty welcome to our new home.

Millions of hearts through which Ger-
man blood pulsates are joined with us
today in this greeting to an illustrious
scion of the house of Hc.henzollern, the
representative cf the emperor of the Ger-man people and of the German empire.

Will your royal highness assure his
majesty, your brother, that we ever think
of our fatherland with the deepest love,
and that we pray to God to unite our old
fatherland and our new home in the firm

bonds of friendship.

The party will arrive In Milwaukee
Tuesday, and on that day will be granted
an audience with the prince.

While he is willing
to admit that the encounter was entirely
out cf place ard an insult to the dignity
of the perate, nevertheless he belßvts
that the t-uhsequent aation of the E-.en-
at'j ar.i! the president was not proper.

According; to Mr. Roche, the feeling is
running high in South Carolina, and the
peopli feel bitterly toward President
Rcc-Ptvelt, wl.ose attitude they consider
to be a direct slap at the state.

"The people et South Carolina regret
more than any other that tneir ivpiv-

sertative* in the senate should have so
far forgotten both their dignity and that
of the senate as to indulge in a brawl,
and had the senate and the president
treated the affair in the proper spirit,
the; reproval of the people of the state
would I".ay;- been an ample reprimand for
the conduct of both the senators. As it
is now, a number are almost ready to
glorify either of them, and some even
both.

"Of course, I am only speaking from
ny own observation, which may be more
or less erroneous. It was the one topic
tit Charleston at the time, and every
persi n with whom I conversed appar-
ently held the Fame. opinion In regard
to the matter. We consider the suspen-
sion of our senators as entirely errone-
ous ami unjust to the state which they
r'-wc.-' j.ted. From a broader standpoint,
we ti nk that we can see whore, had
t'-e. suspension not been revoked, a dan-
gerous precedent would have been es-
tablished, that would in all probability
have resulted seriously in the future. If
the suspension had been continued, South
Carolina would have been without a voice
in the senate, and it would not have
been possible for us to send new repre-
sentatives there, as we could have done
had the been expelled.

"Then again, if a majority of the senate
v/anted to suspend enough memb<
pass a measure, I do not doubt but a way
could be found, had the precedent once
been established, and it is very easy to
foresee what might be the result if the
majority was unscrupulous In its meth-
ods.

"We are perfectly willing that Sena-
tors Tillman and McLaurin should be rep-
rimanded severely for their conduct to
any extent that will not Infringe upon
the constitutional right of our state to
have its vote in the seriate. Further than
that we are not "willingbo go.

"The withdrawal of the invitation to
Senator Tillman by the president was an
unfortunate affair, in my opinion, in view
the fact that the president had been
specially invited to South Carolina for an
occasion of great importance to the
state. "We were all looking forward with
great pleasure to the visit of the chief
executive of the nation, but as affairs
have turned out, in my opinion, it is
doubtful whether it wiil be advisable for
President Roosevelt to be present, as
the reception he would receive would not
be what it ought to be. I don't want it
understood that he would be subjected to
anything like insult, or of an insulting
character. That would be the last thing
the citizens of Charleston would do, but
I do believe that their reception will be
cool to an embarrassing- degree under the
present circumstances. Of course this
sentiment is net universal, as there are
some people of the same political party
as the president, who wo'ild do their ut-
most to make his sojourn in South Caro-
lina as pleasant as possible, but I think
the majority do not feel at all friendly
toward President Roosevelt."
