stand, respectively, and increasing Presi-
dent Ban Johnson’s salary from $5,000
They also adopted
the schedule for tne season.

The morning session was devoted en-
ilirely to consideration of the schedule
Prepared by President Johnson, and it
was taken up again immediately after
Juncheon and adopted. J. F. Kilfoyle, of
Cleveland, then offered a resolution in-
creasing the price of admission to the
grand-stand in all ecities except Philadel-
phia to e, and providing for the erec-
tion of a pavilion in each city, in which
the admission should be 5lc.

General admission to the bleachers was

left at 2%¢, as at present. As has always
been the rule in the National league,
Philadelphia was excepted from this

change in prices, and the acmission was
left there at 25¢ and 50c.

The increase was opposed by the De-
troit and Baltimore owners, and a long
debate ensued. Detroit and Baltimore
were finally won over, however, and the
resolution unanimously adopted.

Under the new arrangement the visiting
club will get 12%c from each general or
bleacher admission, and 25¢ from each
pavilion and grand-stand admission.

The discussion of playing rules fcr next
season/was not reached today, but there
seems to be a unanimous sentiment
among the magnates in favor of readopt-
ing last year's rules, comparatively with-
out change, and it is expected that iais
will be done tomorrow.

GOOD DAY FOR FAVORITES

Anna Handspring Beolted Through
Fence and Is Badly Cut—Bill
Nixon Scored Easily in
Premier Stakes.

NEW ORLEANS, March 5.—Falella,
Bill Nixon and Felix Bard were the
winning favorites today. In a break-
away before the first race Anna Hand-
spring bolted through the inside fence,
cutting her shoulder wadly. She was
then witharawn. Fizer’'s colt, Bill Nix-
on, scored very easily in the Premier
stakes, worth $1,120 to the winner. The
colt was a hot favorite in the betting,
took the lead at the start and won all
the way. Bristol finished first in the
steeplechase, but ran outside the flag aft-
er the fifth jump and was disqualified.
The stewards held that Jockey Comer
was to blame, and ruled him off.

As a result of their inyestigation of the
steeplechase scandal, which has been un-
der consideration for several weeks, the
stewards have promulgated the fecllowing
ruling:

‘“‘Having carefully and thoroughly in-
vestigated the steeplechase races run at
this meeting, which have been (with few
exceptions) of a more or less suspiclous
nature, owing to the riding and actions
of the variousjockeys in question, all
of which has been carefully noted, and
which in addition to the eviuence obtained
by the statements and affidavits of own-
ers, trainers, jockeys and others concern-
ed, warrants the following ruling:

“Jockeys G. E. Ellison, A. Bartley, D.
Brazil, W. Penn, D. Gaddy and T. Mec-
Hugh are ruled off the turf.

“For inconsistent management and rac-
ing the further entry of the horses, Dag-
mar and Coley, is denied.

“We recommend that the further en-
tries of Ed Richardson, owner, be de-
nied.

““We also recommend that the privileges
of the track be denied Jockey J. H.
Snell.

“For violation of rules governing reg-
istration and ownership, the horse Dag-
mar is disqualified for all moneys won
at this meeting, and Mr. W. H. White
is hereby mnotified that he must refund
said moneys, $1,450 in all, to the associa-
tion, to bhe disbursed by the seeretary
to the various owners as their interests
may appear. Failure to do so on or be-
fore the close of this meeting, March 15,
1902, will catse the horse Dagmar and
himself as well to be ruled off the turf.
