SANTA FE RAISES WAGES.

Road Grant* the Urgent Demands of
Trainmen for More Pay.

The campaign for higher wages inau-gurated by railway employes several
months ago is bearing fruit.

*

In addition
to the roads that have advanced the pay
of trainmen, Chief Clark, of the Order
ut Railway Conductors, and Chief Mor-
rissey, of the Erotherhood of Railway
Trainmen, announce that advances in
pay and concessions in other ways have
been granted by the Santa Fe manage-
ment.
_On the mountain division of this line,
between La Junta and Raton, N. M.,
w»£es of conductors have been increas-

cd from 3% to 3 2-3 cent* per mile, and
that of brakemen from 2*£ to 2 2-3 cents
per mile. Conductors are to be paid 4
cents and brakemen 3 cents per mile on
the local freight trains recently added to
the New Mexico division. Trainmen on
local freights always receive higher
wages than those in charge of through
trains. Conductors of branch line trains
will be raised, it is said, from $90 to $10d
per month, and brakemen from $60 to ?C5
per month.

Many Settler* Passing Through St.

The rush of settlers and homese;:kers
to the West continued yesterday, and all
the outgoing trains were crowded. The
Omaha brought in about 150 _from the
Southwest yesterday morning'"" and the
Great Western had even more. The
other roads all contributed largely to
the big travel.
