BOARD OF CONTROL BILL UP

Sennte Passes Billl Providing for
Constitutional Amendments Re-
lating to Taxation—Senator
Ives Gushes Poetry,

With the Anderson bill, the board of
control, the taxation of grain in eleva-
tors and the constitutional amendments,
the sepnate had a busy time all day yes-
terday, the net result being that the bu.i
providing for constitutional amendments
relating to taxation was passed after
several attempts had been made to
amend it, all ¢f which fa.ed.

Besides considering these measures, the
senate waded through a multitude of
small bills of local or little importance.

At the close of the session yesterday
afternoon a communication was received
by the governor, accompanied by a let-
ter from Attorney General Douglas, ask-
ing that the legislature pass a resolution
asking the Minnesota representatives in
congress to work for the amenament of
the judiciary acts, which prohibit a state
from appearing in the United States cir-
cuit court in a civil suit. e

The communication is the result of the
supreme court decision in regard to the
so-called merger, but the senate, in pass-
ing the resolution yesterday, did so with
the explicit understanding that it was
to have no bearing on any case brought
against the Northern Securities company.

Senator Wilson, " who moved for the
passage of the resolution, informed the
senate that it would have nothing to do
with the Northern Securities company,
but was merely intended to bring about
a condition of affairs whereby a state
could appear in the courts on the same
basis as an individual. The resolution
was passed without any opposition.

Senator Potter rushed matters in the
morning session by making a motion to
make the Anderson bill, H. K. 58, a spe-
cial order for the afternoon session. The
motion met with considerable oppos..on
frem all quarters of the senate, Senator
Lord making himself heard to the extent
of saying that if the bill wasn’t in bet-
ter shape than the Jacobson bill there
should be plenty of time utilized in get-
ting it ready for the consideration of the
senate, ~

Senator Potter explained that his mo-
tion was made merely in the interest of
saving time, as he knew that all tne sen-
ators were anxious to get home as soon
as possible. He vouched for the righteous-
ness of the bill by stating that the au-
ditor had said that it was all right.
Scnator Schaller d@id not think it was prop-
er for the senate to pass any measure on
the O.-K. of anybody, no matter what
office he held. He declared positively that
he wouldn't vote for a special order until
it had been referred to the proper com-
mittee.

Secing that there was general opposl-
tion to the move, Senator Potter with-
drew his motion, and the bill was re
ferred to the tax committee, which is (o
report today.

The committee atftempted 10 hold a
meeting yesterday afternoon during the
discussion of the constitutional amend-
ments, but it was too much for the mem-
bers, and they had to get back into the
senate to take part in the debate.

The judiciary committee’'s substitute
bill, amending sections 1, 2, 3, and article
9 of the constitution of the state, was

passed late in the afternoon, after near-
ly three hours of debate. The bill was
passed without any amendmentsg, {n spite
of the fact that there was a uetermined
effort to change some of the sections.

The section that met the most opposi-
tion was the one which provides for the
collection of a franchise tax or a gross
earnings tax in lieu of the franchise tax.
Senator Horton wanted to have corpora-
tions pay a gross earnings tax, and pre-
sented an amendment to that effect. Sen-
ator Ives wanted to strike out the entire
clause relating to the franchise and gross
earnings tax. Senator Rydeér was in fa-
vor of this latter proposition, and made
an extended speech in its favor. Senator
Young took the opposite side of the qués-
tion, the debate being cut off by an
amendment presented by Senator Baldwin
which provi_ed that the tax on p.rsonal
property should be made only to such
extent as the possessor had equity in it.
He contended that it was unfair to tax a
man for perscnal property when he owed
probably more than one-half of the cost
price.

Several of the senators soon iligured out
where if 2 man owned personal property
worth $10,600 and owed $9,000, he would
under this amendment be entitled to
draw money from the state. Senator
Baldwin said that he wasn't responsible
for the practice of underestimating the
value of property, and that laws could
not be made with this practice in mind.

All the amendments were lost, and the
bill passed without any oppesi.on, 32
votes being cast.

Senator McCarthy secured tane passage
of his biil providing for the taxation of
logs in the county where they are found
on May 1. The bill is intended to stop
the floating of logs down the Littie Fork
river into Canada to be sawed into lum-
ber without any tax being paid on them.

Senator Schaller introduced a w.il pro-
viding for the refunding of the taxes
collected for dogs minus the personal
property tax on each canine. He asked

for a suspension of the rules te have
the bill passed at once. His request was |
denied.

Ives Gushes Poetry.

Senator Ives saw a great opportunity
in this bill, and he made a humorous
plea for the rights of the dog that képt
the scnate in a roar ¢f laughter until he
sat down. His arguments were based en-
tirely upon the poeiry that had been
written concerning dogs and sheep. Aft-
er quoting a stanza about tne honest
watchdog’s cheerful bark, he would take
up the sheep verse, and discourse of
the pretiy little lambs gamboling on the
green. He even went into rag time mel-
ody for support, quoting from the saffron-
hued poet who sang a lay of ‘“Lamb,
Lamb, Lamb.” In closing Senator Ives
said that he had discovered the dog laws
of the state were in a chaotic condition,
and he made a motion that the governor
be instructed to appeint a commisssion to
codify them.

The board of control dilscusslon occu-
pied a considerable length of time, the
object of Senator Brower being to get
the bill past the reception committee. He
explained the bill, saying that he con-
sidered that the rule of the board of con-
trol was a reflection on the students of
the diuerent educational Institutions,
which he desired to relieve. He did not
think the board of control was justified
in continuing its management of the
state university and the normal schools
when it placed the students attending
them under the classification of charity.

As a member of the reception commit-
lee, he said that he would have to vote
for a report recommending the indefinite
postponement of the bill, as there was no
option in the matter. He considered the
report merely a matter of form, that
served only for delay.

Senator Underleak was much oppesed
to the bill, maintaining that the board
of contrcl had been created for the pur-
pose of looking after tne financial welfare
of the institutions of the state, and that
there was none whose extravagance
needed curbing more than the state uni-
versity and the normal schools. Several
senatcrs expressed themselves in favor
of doing away with the board of control
entirely.

Senator Daly’s bill, providing for the
taxation of grain in elevators, was lost,
as the senate refused to reverse the re-
port of the tax committee for indefinite
postponement.

Senator Hawkins introduced a bill by
request providing that the terms of tne

ROBERTS BILL IS PASSED

THE CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT
MEASURE GOES THROUGH HOUSE,

The house yesterday morning substl-
tuted the Roberts bill for constitutional
amendments for the majority judiciary
committee’'s bill, as amended by Mr. Al-
ley, and passed it by a vote of 65 to 45.
Under suspension of the rules it also pass-
ed a bill bringing railway companies and
other corporations paying a gross-earn-
ings tax under the provisions of the act
authorizing a public examiner,

The Roberts bill for constitutional
amendments is the wide-open policy pro-
posed by the tax commission, but drawn
in a manner which makes the policy in-
telligible. The Alley amendments were
calculated to secure the same end, but
were in several sections, while the Rob-
erts amendments are encompassed in one
section. Their substitution for the Alley
amendments, adopted Wednesday night,
was a comparatively simple task, but
when an attempt was made to railroad
the whole proposition through under a
call of the house, there was troub.e for
a few minutes. Wednesday night Mr.
Kelly, Northfield, sent up an amendment
to the majority committee’s bill, relating
to the taxation of mortgages. "he
amendment received no consideration, and
did not appear in the journal as having
been offered. Mr. Kelly was away, and
made no attempt to conceal his anger.
He said he did not propose to subscribe
to the railroading policy adepted by the
faction which has attempted to force
through the bills relating to taxation.
The speaker ruled that Mr. Kelly's
amendment could not be considered after
the motion for we previous or main
question. Mr. Laybourn insisted that Mr.
Kelly had been unfairly treated, and
Kelly left the floor. The entire house was
in an uproar, and finally unanimous con-
sent was given for a hearing on the Ke'ly
amendment. Mr. Kelly was called back.
He told the house that his amendment
had been disposed of by the adoption of
the Roberts amendments, and that while
he wished to withdraw his amendments,
he wished to be understood as protesting
most emphatically against the railroad-
ing policy to which the house is com-
mitted.

The passage of the bill for the wide-

open policy can hardly be considered a |

victory for the champions. There were
numerous explanations of votes, and had
it not been for those members who voted
in the affirmative avowedly for the pur-
pose of getting the bill out of the way
of the senate bill, it would have been
beaten by default.
Text of Roberts Bill,

The Roberts bill, with the exception
of the clauses providing for the faorm of
the ballot on which the amendments
are submitted, is as follows:

Section 1. The following amendment ‘tr)
sections one (1), two (2) and three (3),
of the constitution of the state of Minne-
sota, is hereby proposed to the people
of the state for their approval or re-
jection, and the same, after adoption,

shall be known and designated as section |
one (1) of said Article IX., that is to

say:

“The power of taxation shall never be
surrendered, suspended or contracted
away, and all taxes shall be uniform on

the same class of subjects and shall be |

levied and collected under general laws
for public purposes, but public burying
grounds, public school houses, 1
hospitals, academies, colleges, universi-
ties, and all seminaries of learning, all
churches, church property used exclu-
slvely for religious purposes, institutions
of purely public charity, public property
used exclusively for any public purpose,
ani personal property to an amount not
exceeding three hundred (300) dollars to
each indicidual shall be exempt from tax-
aflon, but such personal exemption shall
not be allowed to more than one mem-
ber of the same family: Provided that
nothing herein contained shall be con-
strued to affect, modify or repeal any law
providing for the gross earnings of rall-
roads.”

Sec. 2. Such proposed amendment shall
be submitted to the people for their ap-
proval or rejection at the general election
for the year one thousand nine hundred
and two (1902), and the qualified electors
in the state, in their respective districts,
may at such election vote for or against
such amendment by ballot, and the re-
turn thereof shall be made and certified
within the time, and such votes can-
vassed, and the result thereof declared
in the manner described by law with
reference to the election of state of-
ficers, and if it shall appear thereupon

| that a majority of all the electors voting

at such election shall have voted for and
ratified and amended, as provided in

make proclamation thereof, and such
amenrdment, so ratified, shall take effect
and be in force as a part of the consti-
tution,

Johnson Bill Passed.

The practically unopposed passage of
Fhe Johnson bill was a surprise even to
its author. The bill was introduced, the
rules suspended and the measure passed
in a manner which indicateu that the
members neither knew nor cared what
they were voting on.

Four or five members voted “No,” evi-
dently out of force of habit. The bill
provides that the public examiner shall
annually inspect the books of railway
companies and other corporations paying
taxes under the gross earnings law,- to
verify their statements of 8ross re-
cglpts. The railway companies’ examina-
tion is to be made in the same method
provlded for banks and other moneyed
institutions by the present public exam-
ination law. The examinations are to be
made at such times as the public ex-
aminer may select and without the for-
mality of previous notice to the com-
panies.

The bill for an appropriation of $382.09
to reimburse Messrs Jensen and Dan-
iels for their labors on the butter model
of the new state. capitol, which was ex-
hibited at the Buffalo exposition, was
called up by Mr. Rich, Ramsey, and
passed. The bill increasing the salary -
of the clerk of the St. Paul board of
control from $1,200 to $1,500 per year, met
a similar pleasant fate. An attempt to
reconsider the vote by which the St.
Louis exposition bill was indefinitely
postponed was summarily sat upon. The
Noves bill, which provides for an ap-
propriation of $150,000, is probably dead,
but an effort will be made to get through
a bill providing for an appropriation
large enough to erect a Minnesota build-
ing and pay the personal expenses of a
commission similar to that which repre-
serited Minnesota at the Buffalo exposi-
tion. Late in the afternoon Mr. John-
son, of Hennepin, by request of the
governor, was permitted to introduce a
bill providing for an appropriation of
$40,000. The bill is an exact counterpart
of the Noyes bill and the Buffalo exposi-
tion bill, with the single exception of
the amount appropriated. The bill was
sent to the appropriations committee
with instruetions to report back this
morning.

The present Republican rajlroad and
!:&?ﬂsm commiss.on, after long hear-
ings, decided that the business of the
Iron Range roads is interstate, and that
it had no control oyer the rates, The
result was that the 20 cents per ton re.
duction ordered by the Democratic com-
mission was never enforced. The present
rate per ton in carload lots is as follows:
Virginia to Dulutlr, 80 cents; Tower and
common points 0 Duluth ~90 cents; Ely
and common points to Duluth, $1. The
Pennington bill proposes in each instance
a flat reduction of 20 cents‘per ton.

Mr. Hurd secured the passage of the
bill providing for an, of bonds to
fund the Ramsey county floating debt.
By the provisions of the act it will be
illegal afer its passage for the county au-
ditor to draw warrants against any de-
pleted fund. Mr. Aanenson secured the
passage of a bill exténuwng the time on
tne state seed grain loans until Nov. 15,
1902, and bolstered it up with a recom-
mendation from the governor. Morris in-
troduced and passed under suspension of
tne rules a credit insurance measure. The
bill provides that casualty companies may
write policies indemnifying credit mer-
chants from loss through bad accounts.

Mr. Rich, for the State Agricultural so-

ciety, introduced a bill providing for
the government of the state fair grounds,
and giving legisiative powers to the
board. The president, vice president and
board of managers is to be known as the
governing bcard, and its legislative pow-
ers extend to the promulgation and en-
forcement of such rules and ordinances
as it may deem neccessary to insure the
health and safety of the patrons of the
fair. The sale cf intoxicants on the
grounds is strictly prechibited, and the
bill is so framed that possession of in-
toxicants on the grounds shall be taken
as prima facie evidence of the intent to
sell. The bill was sent to the judiciary
committee for an examination touching
its constitutionality.

MAY FALL FLAT

when she yoluntarily becomes a com-
plainant in a court of equity, cannot
claim to represent both sides of the con-
troversy. Not only have the stockhold-
ers, be they few or many, a right to be
heard, through the officers and directors
whom they have legally sélected to rep-
resent them, but the general interests
of the public, which might be deeply af-
fected by the decree of the court, are
entitled to be heard; and that, when the
state is the complainant, in a case like
the present, can only be effected by the
presence of the railroad companies as
parties defendant.”

A Minneapolis attorney who has stud-
ied the decision expresses the following
opinion:

“The statement of the court is a re-
markable one. Decisions are many on
the point that the attorney general is
the legal representative of the state, and
is presumed to stand for jits interests.

‘““T'he abrogation of this rule is likely to
lead to consequences that are not real-
ized. If the attorney general, governor
and legislature do not represent the peo-
ple of a state, who does represent them?
1 know no other way in whnich they can
be represented,

‘“The Great Northern and Northern
Pacific companies are represented in the
suit by the majority stockholders. If the
minority interests are affected at all, it
is to their protection, and not injuriously.

“The court goes even further, how-
ever, and by its language bars the state
| of Minnesota from any action against
ithc Northern Securities company. The

question before the court is the jurisdic-
tion of the supreme court, but in the
opinion it is also held that the circuit
court cannot entertain such a suit.

“The suit cannot be brought in the
| state court, because the Northern Securi-
| ties company is not within the jurisdic-
tion of Minnesota courts.”. The statc's
1 hands are Tied, so far as the great mer-
This is a
| situation, which
| should be remedied. Now that the rule
| is established, I see no way to caange
| it except by an aet of congress express-
| ly conferring jurisdiction in such cases.
To conserve the rights of the people,
such an act should be passed.”

Referring to that opinion last even-
ing, Gen. George P. Wilson, of counsel
for the state, said:

“I am sorry that the story has gained
circulation that the state 1s barred from
taking action in any court. Tnat state-
ment is not true, or, at the best, only
partially true. It will give the impres-
sion that we ‘‘are all in,”” so to speak,
and that our case is at an end, when,
as a matter of fact, we have not fairly
commenced. While some difficulties lie
in our path they are not unsurmounta-
ble. As a matter of fact, our case has
not been held up at all, and our prepara-
tions are going on without delay or
hindrance. We cannot announce our
plans, but we have several remedies in
hand for the existing situation.—several
methods whereby we can get our case
properly started, as we certainly will
do. My résolution passed by the senate
this afternoon has no bearing on the
merger case, as was distinctly stated,
and 1 trust that the action taken will
not be misconstrued to mean that we
are discouraged or have lost hope, or
are contemplating giyving up the fight,
for we are mot. We see our way out.”

Now im Fierce Trade Contest.

Mr. Hanna declared that not an Amer-
fcan shipyard had a contract for another
merchant vessel after the nine or ten ves-
sels now under contract were finished.
“Everybody knows,” continued Mr, Han-
na, ‘‘that the United States is now en-
gaged in a hand-to-hand contest with for-
eign nations to secure the commerce of
the Orient, and that the United States
had been foremost and steadfast in its
poucy to secure the markets of Chipa
and hold them as an open door.

“The Philippines archipelago is the key
to the Orient,” he said, “‘and when it has
become a naval station, surrounded by
all the protection that a maritime fleet
would need, it will become a factor in
our cemmercial conditions in the Orient.”
