FOURNIER HURRIED SOME,

Intrepid Chauffeur Gives Exhibition

CHICAGO, May C—Henri Fournier, the
intrepid chauffeur, gave an exhibition of
his skill at the automobile show in the
Coliseum yesterday. He .showed how
fast he could make his fifteen-horsepower
Mors machine go on the rollers, making
a mile in 0:55 l-o.

This record, while considerably below
the mark of 0:51 3-5, made in the straight-
away boulevard race on Coney Island,
was creditable, inasmuch as the faster
time was made with a sixty-horsepower
machine. The time on the rollers was
of course with no handicap of wind
pressure and upon a theoretically ideal
roadbed. Fournier is expected to go
after tho record on the rollers in his
ligger machine at 4 o'clock this after-
noon.

Once the heavy machine was on the
rollers Fournier let it out to its limit,
and the rear wheels whirled around the
double roller device at a dizzy pace,
while the Frenchman, with unconcerned
face, sat in the seat evidently enjoying
the gaping crowd's wonder. The hand
on the dial above indicating the speed
fairly flow around, and Timer Frank X.

FOUL STRIKE RULE KILLED

Club Owners Will Permit Johnson

to Do as He Please.* Regarding

Transfer of Organization's

Headquarters.

DETROIT, Mich.. March C—The Ampr.

ican league magnates, at their session
this afternoon, adopted the changes in
the playing rules recommended by the
Buffalo conference of last month, with
the exception of the foul-strike rule,
which will be played in the American
league the same as it was last year.

The most important ot these recom-
mendations is the one providing [hat the
umpire shall call a ball on the pitcher
each time he delays the game by failing

to deliver the ball to the batsman' when
he has been in position lor more than
twenty seconds... This exception is made,
however, that in the case of the lirst
batsman in each inning, the pitcher.may
occupy not more than one minute in
delivering not to exceed five balls to
one of the basemen for the purpose of
warming up.

The advisability of removing the head-
quarters of the league from Chicago to
New York was brought up, and after
some debate a resolution was adopted
Laving the matter to the discretion of
President Johnson.

A resolution was also adopted designat-
ing A. J. Reach's Guide as the official
American league guide.

The playing rules were the first busi-
ness before the meeting today and the
report of the committee which went to

the Buffalo conference from the Amer-
ican league was presented. It recom-
mended that all the changes suggested
at the conference be assented to except-
ing that in regard to the foul-strike rule,
which it was recommended be played the
tame as last year.

Excepting the rule compelling a pitcher
to deliver the ball in twenty seconds, the
changes recommended were in regard to
phraseology and of comparatively little
importance. The changes were read over
and discussed and the committee's rec-
ommendations were unanimously adopt-
ed.

Before adjournment R. L. Hedges, of
the St. Louis team, invited the league
to hold its next meeting in St. Louis. -No
act inn was taken on the invitation and
the magnates adjourned without a place
being fixed for the next meeting.

President Johnson, who was asked aft-
er the meeting whether he would move
his headquarters to New York, said:
"Not before the middle of the summer,
if at all. In fact, the change may not
be made until next winter."

Tonight the members who have attend-
ed the meeting and the newspaper men
were tendered a banquet at the Oiriswold
house by President Postal, of the Wash-
ington club, and Messrs. Angus, McNa-
mara, Doyle and Cook, of the Detroit
club.

WHEAT TRADE IS HAMPERED.

\ew Law in France Cannes Incon-
venience to Importers.

WASHINGTON, March 6.—The wheat
and Hour trade is deeply concerned about
the new French law modifying former
laws with regard to the temporary ad-
mission of wheat into the republic, ac-
cording to a report from Consul General
Skinner at Marseilles, made public at
the state department today.

Under the terms of the old law an ex-
change of money was not essential tosecure a certificate of importation, the
transaction became a matter of book-keeping, and the certificates in the hands
of the importers had a fluctuating mar-
ket value, and the importer was practi-
cally enabled to defeat the tariff law to
just the amount for which he disposed
of his certificate upon the market.
