UP TO COMIMISSION

SCHEDULFE OF TERMINAL TARIFFEFS
SUBMITTED AND DISCUSSED
BY THE BOARD

MAY NOT BE ACCEPTABLE

After Hearing Arguments of Freight

Ofiicinls and Jobbers the' Com-
missicn Took Rates Under

Advisement.

The terminal tariffs submitted to the
railroad commission by the Northern Pa-
cific and Great Northern roads in regard

1o St. Cloud, ¥ergus Falls and Crookston,
have been taken under advisement by
that body, and they will be accepted or

rejected in a few days.

Al the early meeting yvesterday morning
there were present, Mr. Bunn, of the
Jagal department, and J. M. Hannaford,
general traffic manager of the Northern

Paeific, and Francis B. Clarke, of the
Great Northern. In addition to these,
there was a delegation from Crookston
composed of Senator Steenerson, former
Chairman Ringdahl, of the railway com-
mission, and Attorney Russell. They
were there to demand that the rates be

restored to their former basis, and this
will no. doubt be the ultimate outcome
of the matter if the schedule submitted

does not prove satisfactory.

Mr. Staples, of the commission, had
taken the precaution to have Mr. Yapp,
the commission’s statistician, go over and
compare the old and new tariffs, and he
was in a position to dispute the officials
of the roads when they held that there
was an advance of only 5 per cent over
the old rates.

Mr. Staples held that that increase re-
ferred to points over 200 miles distant,
and did not cover the points within a
radius of 100 miles, which were the most
important in the affairs of the jobbing
