Achievements of §, D. Veterans to
Be Fittingly Commemorated,
Special to The Globe.

S1IOUX FALLS, 8. D., March 9.—
President Garret Droppers, of the state
university at Vermillion, together with
John L. Jolley, O. W. Thompson and F.
W. Medbury, have issued an open letter
to the people of South Dakota asking
them to contribute by private subscrip-
tion the sum of $2,500, which is intended
to prepare a room or hall at the state
university commemorative of the patriot-
ifsm of the students of the university,
and the citizens of South Dakota, who
participated in the Spanish and Filipino
wars, The room will be on the third floor
of a new building at the university,
which wiill be known as science hall. It
is proposed to fit up this room with in-
scriptions and memorial tablets in honor
of the citizens of South Dakota and the
students of the University, who partici-
rated in the wars mentioned above. The
principal tablet will be of white marble,
with the dedication in black letters. In
addition to this, there are to be the names
of all the officers and men who fell in
the war against Spain inscribed on mural
tabletz on the different sides of the room.

FLEED RUSSIAN THISTLES,

South Dakeota Cattlemen Find Us~
for the Pest.
Special to The Gilobe.

SIOUX FALLS, 8. D., March 9-—
A few years ago the bane of the South
Dakota farmers was Russian thistles,
which, in a remarkably brief period, grew
thickly in all parts of the agricultural
portion of the state, and for a time
threatzned to run out and utterly destroy
all vegetation. Roads and flelds became
fringed and dotted with the pest. Thes=
fears were proved groundless, and then
the farmers turned their attention to at-
tempting to discover some use for the
thistles, which thrived equally well in
either rainy or dry weather.

Last fall some stockmen living in the
vicinity of Okobojo conceived the idea
that the thistles could be utilized for
feed for cattie. They cut and put up
great quantities of the thistle, notwith.
standing the doleful predictions of doubt-
ing persons, who declared that cattle
could not live on tht stuff, and that those
who depended upon thistles for feed
would lose their animals, During the past
few weeks a thorough test of the nutri-
tive qualities of the Russian thistle has
been made, and those who have used them
exclusively for stock feeding purposes
are unanimous in saying that the thistles
have fully berne out their eXpectations.
It does not appear to make any difference

whether they have grown large or are
.still small, long as they are cut and
stacked wiile yet green. .
