WOOL.

BOSTON, March 11.—The wool trade
here is still quiet, and what, with the
freshets of the past week, together with
a threatened strike in the big mills, the
developments of the past week have been
rather inimical to an active wool mar-
ket. There has been no weakness in
prices in what wool has been sold. The
available offerings In territory wools
lack that choice selection which could be
found in these wools prior to the heavy
purchases of the past six months, which
cut so deeply into the supplies of the
country. Fine wools have become well
reduced in stock, as well as fine medium
of good staple, and these wools command
full figures. Choice lots of fine territories
are quoted at 48¢c; scoured white, good
staple lots, command 30c; fine medium
territory are quoted on the of 44
@d5c scoured. Fleece wools are quiet,

with prices holding same as weeK.

| QIOCKS, BONDS
 AND NONEY.

NEW YORK, March 11.—Wall street
sentiment experienced a sense of relief
when the reports of the earl{ London
market showed that powerful support
was accorded the Kaffir market there
and that very little damage had result-
ed elsewhere from the shock of the cup-
ture by the Boers of Gen. Methuen. The
price of British consols yieidad only a
shade which was probably the most ac-
curate index of the real gravity of the
event in its influence upon British finan..

affairs. The revised reports of the
output of gold from the Witwater s Rand
for February is probatbly of morz real
importance at this stage of the war and
the showing may heip to explain the in-
difference of the London market to the
Methuen disaster.

According to this report by the Trans-
vaal ¢ ber of mines, 81,405 ounces of
gold were taken out during February,
compared with 70,240 ounees in Januacy,
53,897 ounces in December and no more
than 30,05 ounces in November. This
rate of resumption of the gold output
means much to the foreign rinancial
world and indirectly to New York, while
it is called upon to supply European de-
ficiencies due to the cutting off of the
South African supply of gold. The calm-
ness of the London market led to some
covering by shorts in this market, which
were put out late yosterday in the hcépe
of recovering at a profit on Londoa sell-
ing this morning. There was cenewad
movement in some of the muuJt speciil-
ties which have been the favorites for
some time past. The news of the de-
posit at the subtreasury of $1,20,000 in
gold for telegraphlc transfer to San
Francisco in connection with the traction
merger there, called renewed attention
to our own domestic money market sit-
uation. The selling movement which fol-
lowed threw the market into irregular-
ity for the rest of the day. Cains were
regularly wiped out by the first selling
on this news; there were some subse-
quent recoveries, but the market «'oeed
heavy In tone and without animation.
‘Without counting teday’s transfer to
San Francisco, the market's loss to the
subtreasury since the last bank state-
ment, counting the Saturday shioments
of gold for which payment was made to
that institution, amounts to $4571,490. The
rate for New York exchange at Chicago,
however, which has been at a discount,
rose to par. But foreign excharge rates,
which were easy yesterdav, steadied to-
day, and the question ot additional gold
exports is thercby reopened. Of the cay's
special movement, that in the Colorado
& Southern stocks continued notable.
Manhattan was firm on the report of

large earnings. Unconfirmed rumers
were still heard oi a consolidation of
Mexican railroad interests. Chicago

Terminal stocks were advanced on re-
ports of buying in the interest of Bal-
timore & Ohio. The Wisconsin Central
stocks were active and strong without
speclific explanation. The strength in
People’s Gas was due to reports of
measures to contect the 75.cent gas
ordinance in Chicago. There were a few
other wide movements of less impor-
tanee and which were not fully main-
tained.
