CHICAGO SEES FUNSTON
GENERAL HONORED BY TWO OLL'DS

IN THE WINDY CITY.

CHICAGO, March 11.—Gen. Frederick
Funston was the guest of honor at an
elaborate banquet held tonight in the
club house of the Marquette club, mem-
bers of the Lincoln club also sharing in
the occasion.

Gen. Funston arrived in the city at 3
o'clock this afternoon for a stay of
two days, during which time he will be
the guest of various clubs and of the
city as well. At the depot he was metby a reception committee composed of
members of the city council and members
of the Marquette club. He was escorted
to the Auditorium hotel, where he re-
mained until late in the afternoon, and
he was then -driven to the club house of
the Marquette clu>b, where an informal
reception, lasting for half an hour, was
held. It had been the original intention
to hold a great public reception, but Gen.
Funston said that his present physical
condition was not equal to the strain,
that would be imposed by a function of"
this kind.

The speakers at the banquet held to-
night were Gen. John C. Black, of Chi-
cago; Col. Henry L. Turner, Chicago;
Myron T. Herrick, Cleveland, Ohio; ex-
Congressman George E. Adams acting as
toastmaster.

Tomorrow Gen. Funston will be shown
all the sights of Chicago and will hold
two receptions, one at the Press club
and another at the Chicago Athletic club.
Thursday morning he will return to New
York.

Gen. Funston, In his speech, said: "Had
it not been for the so-called peace party
in the states, the insurrection would have
tieen suppressed finally in January, 1900.
Since that time COO lives have bean sac-
rificed and millions of dollars have been
spent. Were it not for the hope of the
few leaders still under Arms that the
United States is on the verge of a civil
war in their behalf, all resistance would
be at an end.

"Two negro soldiers deserted our army,
and for a time served In the insurgent
army. They were caught and hanged.
It would have been more of an act of
justice to have hanged some of the peo-
ple who signed the recent petition to
congress asking that we confer with theFilipino leaders in an effort to secure
peace.

"In the one case two ignorant beings
were executed, while in the other, people
more guilty than they, and in possession
of their senses, were allowed to go free."

DEATH ENDS ROMANCE
YOIXG WOMAN TAKES POISOX

WBBI INDUCED FROM HOMK,

MEMPHIS, Term., March 11.—Anna B.
Hankins, an attractive young woman of
Brinkley, Ark., committed suicide in a
hotel here thi3 morning by swallowing
carbolic acid, and J. V. Duvall, employed
by the Kansas City, Memphis & Birming-
ham railroad, is locked up at police head-
quarters pending an investigation. Short-
ly before 9 o'clock this morning Duvall
rvshed into the office of the hotel and told
the clerk that a woman in one of the
rooms was dying He said she had swaf-
lowed half a bottle of carbolic acid.
Medical aid was summoned, but sfhe died
fifteen minutes later. Last night Duvall
and the woman registered at the hotel
under assumed names. After being taken
into custody Duvall said he had met the
girl in Brinkley, Ark., about a year ago
and that a mutual affection soon existed.
He said that he had never met Miss
Hankins clandestinely before, but ad-
mitted she came to Memphis upon his in-
vitation. He said that he bought the bot-
tle of acid this morning upon Miss Han-
kins' request, but did not know that she
contemplated suicide.

BRINKLEY, Ark., March 11.—Misg
Anna Hankins, who is reported to have
killed herself in Memphis today, was a
daughter of Richard Hankins, a well
known resident. She resided with her
brother-in-law and sister, who conduct
the Brinkley house. She was twenty-five
years old and bore a gwd reputation.
The man whom she met in Memphis was
not known in Brinkley. The young
woman left home last night alone, saying
she was going to Memphis to see a play.
The news of her death was a great shock
to this community.

"PET LAMBS" ARE NOW SAD

Twelve Hundred Employes Thrown
Out of Work, but Another Crowd

of Equal Size la Ready to
Take Their Places.

TUNNEL UNDER THE CAPITOL

WASHINGTON, D. C, March 11.—A
tunnel running under the congressional
library and the capitol building will be
one feature of the new union terminal
depot of the Pennsylvania and the Bal-
timore & Ohio railroads. The best en-
gineers of the war department will ex-
amine the plans to make it perfectly
certain that no injury will be done to
the foundations of the two most beauti-
ful and historic buildings in the country.
It is expected that congress will approve,
at this session, the necessary legislation
for the union station project, and that
work may be commenced by fall, or even
earlier. It was thought that tne terminal
problem for both these railroads had been
solved by the bills passed last winter; but
the merger of the Baltimore with the
Pennsylvania, which now controls a ma-
jority of the B. & O. stock opened the
way for uniting the roads in building one
large and magnificent terminal station.
The tracks are to be elevated or de-
pressed so as to bring them clear of
grades, and as many millions will be spent
by the railroads as are necessary to build
a station which will be a credit to the
national capital, and adequate to the de-
mands of the next fifty years.

The people of Washington have oc-
casion this spring to complain bitterly of
their drinking water. In color it re-
sembles the waters of the Missouri river
which St. Louis residents pretend to
drink. The red sediment is so thick that
the water is scarcely fit for bathing. The
Potomac is very high this spring, and at
the Great Falls, where the supply is
taken Into the conduit, the river is more
than a hundred feet deep; the falls and
rapids have quite disappeared. The gov-
ernment has started filter works; but they
will not be completed for two years.

That was a cruel blow delivered by
President Roosevelt when he issued the
order to accompany his signature of the
permanent census bill, prohibiting the
transfer of census employes to the other
government departments under the civil
service protection. Itmight have been ex-

pected; but it was not. The bill was work-
ed through both branches of congress
with as little friction as butter through a
colander. The reason: almost every
member and senator had from one to six
young persons, male or female, who
would be taken care of and given per-
manent employment in the government
service, if it passed. The "pet lambs"
were bleating piteously, and the congres-
sional shepherds did hoar their voice.
But the wolf in the White houses snapped
his jaws, and with one fell stroke of his
pen, butchered them all. About 1,200 cas-
ualties are reported.

AH the same, a lot of outsiders, who
have passed the civil service examina-
tions and are waiting- patiently on the
elibible lists, will be glad the president
did not let this big crowd here get Into
line ahead of them. It would not have
been exactly fair.

The weather conditions in and about
Washington during the past six we4ks,
have caused the telegraph companies to
lese thousands and thousands of dollars.
Not for hail: a century have they been
so seriously crippled by sleet floods and
wind storms. i?'or a number of days tele-
grams between Washington and New
York were sent by train. The companies
have been obliged to refuse great quan-
tities of business. The extra relaying of
matter here from the south has kept the
operatives working day and night; in
many instances the men have worked
until they fell asleep over tfra instru-
ment. Some of the men became hys-
terical by the long strain and had to be
taken home.

In a b!g envelope in his inside pocket
Senator Bard, of California, is treasur-
ing a gift which he prizes most highly.
He is waiting until he feels in the pink
of condition to enjoy it—some placid hour
\u25a0when the digestive functions are just as
they should be and he feels the calm
of a good dinner warming his ventricles.
It is a cigar—said to be the best in the
world. It was given to him by one of
the richest men in the world—Senator W.
A, Clark, of Montana, Senator Bard is
a connoisseur of cigars. He has swaoksd
all the fancy brands he has met. But
he is not a rich man himself. His $4,000,-
--000 or $5,000,000 do not justify the purchase
of such brands as the Montana copper
king may affect.

"I am assured," said Senator Clark,
in his solemn way, on the occasion of the
presentation, "I am assured, and I believe
correctly, that this is the best cigar in
the world. I commend it to you as a
connoisseur, senator. It is the best that
money and labor can produce. I want
your judgment on it."

And the gentleman from Montana
touched the California gentleman at his
most susceptible point.

Representative George Edmund Foss, of
Chicago, has a constant and faithful
boomer in the person of his colleague,
William Alden Smith, of Michigan. It is
the faithful William who has been herald-ing Foss as successor to Secretary Long
in the cabinet. He thought it might help
George out in his aspirations toward thesenatorship.

There ia a quiet but determined cam-
paign in progress to secure legislation
from this congress permitting national
banks to issue currency against their as-
sets. Hugh H. Hanna, of Indianapolis,
is directing the effort, and he has the
support of the organization of bankers,
which dates from the Indianapolis soundmoney convention.

Senator Perkins, of California, Is a con-
vert to the ship subsidy bill. In the lastcongress he opposed it, but now he isdoing what he can to secure Its enact-
ment.

"You can say for me," said Mr Per-kins, "that this subsidy bill Is groins to
become a law. That is my prediction
It is a pretty good bill as it stands.
There are defects, but it is not going to
be my business to point them out."

A well-known member of the senatewas commenting on President Roosevelt'sattitude toward the railroads. The sena-tor, by the way, is a Republican and wasvery close to Mr. McKinley. "I don'tknow whose advice the president is tak-ing," the senator said. "I suspect he is
not taking advice. I think myself he laacting very unwisely. Especially in at-
tacking railway mergers and combina-tions. He has created the impression that
he is hostile to organized capital."

In commenting on the president's order
to the interstate commerce commission
that the laws against rebates be enforceda member of the senate committee said-There is really no need for further leg-
islation if the present laws will be en-
forced. The fact is the railroads wan*them enforced as much as anybody else.
The shippers are responsible as much asanybody for rebates. What the railroads
win complain of, and rightfully. Is tak-

— .
ing them unawares. The law has been
unenforced for nearly ten years and no-
torious practices have grown up. Therewas no effort to conceal the facts when
the commission made an investigation at
Chicago. Now suddenly the;,- are told that
the law is to be applied and they are
to be punished for past offenses. This Is
not fair. They should have been given
warning that the law would be enforced
In the future. Then the -railroads could
have reformed."

A subtle argument has been employed
by Sereno Payne, chairman of the ways
and means committee, in trying to con-
vert the beet sugar members to the com-
irittee's reduction plan.

"I am a better friend of the beet sugar
Interests than you are," Mr. Payne is
wont to declare. "This little cut on the
duties is not going to hurt the industry
here. But you people, by refusing to give
the Cubans this aid, will bring financial
disaster on the island. Their government
will prove a failure, and the flr*t thin'you know, they will be clamoring for
annexation, and we will have to take
them in. Then it will be free trade with
Cuba. That will knock the beet sugar
industry in this country higher than alute.

The "union calendar" is the euphonious
title of the legislative graveyard in thehouse of representatives. There are dif-ferent calendars for bills of different
characters, but all bills calculated to af
feet the whole "state of the Union, ' thatis, tbills of national interest go. on the
union calendar. This classification in-cludes a vast number of measures, and
the consequence is that there are thou-
sands of bills bearing the favorable re-port of committees which are never heardfrom. The calendar is never disposed of
and practically never taken up. If thereis any bill on this calendar which thehouse leaders are willingto have takenup for passage, it is mace the subject ofa special rule. The rule takes it fromthe calendar and makes it the immediateorder. This is one of the devices of the
famous Reed rules, which makes it pos-
sible for the speaker and the two or threemembers of the rules committee to killor force legislation. Nearly every mem-ber of the house has got some little pet
bill on this union calendar.

It is doubtful if anything which hastranspired in the present administration
will in the end prove of more importanceor more general public interest than Pres-
ident Roosevelt's campaign for the en-
forcement of the laws now on the stat-
ute books for the regulation and restraintof railroads. It was begun without any
particular warning or preliminary an- ;
nouncement. The president simply toldAttorney General Knox to go ahead and
enforce the laws "ruat coelurn " "If thelaws are bad," said the president, "it is
time to find that out. If they ar« good
they should be obeyed. In any event it
is not for the executive to pronounce
upon the goodness or badness of thelaws. I am here to enforce them. It is
the business of congress to amend or re-peal them."

And so it comes about that new life hasbeen infused into the Sherman anti-trustlaw. and the interstate commerce law
Previous administrations have been toobusy to pay much attention to these stat-
utes By many they were regarded as
bad legislation; and the fact remains thatno serious efforts have been made toforce obedience to them. But now suitsare starting- in California, in St. Paul
and in Chicago.

The results may be su-ch as to inspire
the railroads to urge, the repeal of the
present laws. Or they may be such as
to inspire the president to urge the pass-
age of new legislation. The purpose is toclear the decks, and meet the argument
that what is needed Is enforcement of thepresent statutes, not the passage of newones.

PLANS A FINE EXHIBIT.

FIGHT ON SUBSIDIES
SENATORS PlfcOßE PROPOSITION TO

GIVE LARGE BONUSES TO SHIP-
PING CORPORATIONS

LIVELY DEBATE THE RESULT

Only Big Liners, Declares Mallory,
Will Be Aided by the Pro-

visions of the Pro-
posed Law.

"WASHINGTON, March 11.—For several
hours today the senate had the ship sub-sidy bill under consideration. Mr. Mal-
lory, of Florida, made an extended speech
in opposition to the measure. He an-
alyzed the bill carefully and held that
there was no good reason for its enact-
ment into law, saying he believed it
would not accomplish the results hoped
for it by its promoters. His oppo-
sition was based chiefly on the ground
that it would extend the favor of the
United States treasury to private mdi

I viduals and corporations witnout a just
return for the expenditure.

Prior to consideration of the subsidiary
measure, a livelydebate occurred over an
effort on the part of Mr. Berry, of Arkan-
sas, to ascertain when the committee on
privileges and elections might be fxpected
to report to the senate the resolution pro-
viding for the election of senators by the
direct vote of the people. Mr. Hoar
(Mass.). indicated his vigorous opposition
to such a resolution on the ground that
it would subvert the fundamental prin-
ciples upon which the senate was found-
ed.

Mr. -lallory contended that the propo-
sition to give subsidies to great carrying
vessels would achieve little in aid of com-
merce, because a majority of the ports
of this country and in South America
were so shallow that vessels of a draft
greater than 23 feet could not enter them.

Southern Senator an Objector.
After analyzing at length the provis-

ions of the measure, Mr. Mallory de-
clared: "Congress never in its history
passed a measure of this character. It
has passed many laws to advance private
gains under the pretenses of public policy,
but never one so abso.utely bald and bold
in its advancement of private purposes as
thia measure."

He felt humiliated, he said, every time
he visited the water front of his city, in
the fact that with the exception of
schooners and coasting vesseis, the Amer-
ican flag never is seen upon a mast in
that harbor.

He would go as far as any senator to
put the American merchant marine on a
footing of equality with that of other
nations, but he could not indorse a meas-
ure so at variance with every principle
of right and justice.

Mr. McCumber QST. D.) and Mr. Depew
(N. V.) gave notice that they would ad-
dress the senate tomorrow on the ship
subsidy bill.

Mr. Frye referred to the fact that it
had been claimed that the clause in sec-
tion 6 of the ship subsidy bill, which
directs payment to the owner or ownera
of any vessel of the United Stales "duly

! registered by a citizen of the United
States," would place under the provisions
of the bill the four ships that had been
admitted to an American register. He
therefore submitted an amendment, which
was adopted, making the clause read:
"Hereafter built and registered In the
United states or now duly registered."

Allison Aik» Some Questions.
Mr. Allison, "trying," as he said, "to

get an interpretation of provisions that
ara a little blind to me," directed some
questions at Mr. Frye. His desire, he
said, was to ascertain whether proper
safeguards had been thrown around the
bill to protect the government in the
making of so large an expenditure as it
proposed.

The questions asked by the lowa sena-
tor were largely technical, relating to
the classification of ships, the number
of vessels to be benefited by the act
and the amount of money paid in the
aggregate.

The colloquy which ensued developed
the fact that a coastwise vessel might
register at any port which it touched
and enter from that port the ocean car-
rying trade and receive a subsidy under
this bill. It developed also that a vessel
engaged in trade between the United
States and the Philippines would receive
the subsidy until the coastwise naviga-
tion laws should be extended by congress
to the Philippine archipelago. Afterwardno vessel engaged in the Philippine trade
would receive the subsidy.

Mr. Frye explained that the subsidy
being based on the classification of ves-
sels, would be paid to ships without re-spect to their age, the worth of a vesselbeing dependent entirely upon its classi-fication.

"FAVOR AMERICANS," HIS ORDER

sels of those lines were compelled to de-
part with only partial cargoes, while the
wharves are partially tilled with the
freight which the men refused io handle.
Other docks are in similar condition and
business is practically tied up.

Fear Strike Will Spread.
The members of the Teamsters' union,

comprising 1,400 brick, sand, lime and ce-
ment teamsters, also went out this aft-
ernoon, which virtually ties up the build-
ing trades by depriving them of material
With which to work.
A strong effort has been made to Induce

the Boston Central Labor union, which
is composed of ninety affiliated trades ot
all descriptions, to officially indorse the
strike by ordering out all Its members,
and that body has the matter under con-
sideration. The effect of such action
would be to paralyze business of all kinds.
The Central Labor union has thus far
taken no part in the fight.

The state board of arbitration today
had before it President Cox and the
strike committee of the Allied Freight
Transportation council, but no way of
settlement could be agreed upon. This
committee also waited upon Mayor Col-
lins, where the serious condition of af-
fairs was discussed, and he promised his
best efforts to effect an understii-
between the parties at issue. Deeming tne
situation sufficiently grave to warrant hi*taking such action, Mr. Collins sent atelegram to Hon. M. A. Hanna, at Wash-
ington, a-sking that the National Civic
Federation, of whose executive committee
Mr. Hanna is chairman, should Interest
Itself in the matter and endeavor to ef-
fect a settlement by arbitration.

Much annoyance and inconvenience

was caused today by the strike of theArmstrong .Transfer company's drivers.Passengers who had paid on trains for
having their baggage trans/erred had
their money refunded, and were com-
pelled to get their luggage acrosi the city
as best they could.

Nearly all the drivers of the N*vw York
and Boston Dispatch. Adams and Amer-
ican Express companies also struck.

In the various freight houses freight
gradually accumulated during the day,
the few private teams in service proving
entirely insufficient to relieve the conges-
tion.

The Brine Transportation company hashad all Its teams in operation and has
advertised for more. Wherever their
teams have gone they have been wholly
undisturbed. In fact, the streets havebeen unusually quiet, considering thelarge number of men who have been Idle.
