SUBMIT COMPROMISE
PLAN

BOTH SIDES READY TO QUIT

Time for Opening of National League

Season In Approaching, and.
Some Settlement Mont

Be Made.

CHICAGO, March 11.—President James
A. Hart, of the Chicago club of the Na-
tional league, who has been In confer-
ence with A. G. Spalding, president of
the National league, at Point Loma, Cal.,
is looked to arrive in Chicago some time
between Saturday and Monday. The
greatest interest will be attached to his
return here, when it is expected that
some anglo will be learned of the action
to be taken to bring about peace or a
compromise between the Spalding and
Freedman four. Baseball fans are of the
opinion that the meeting between Hart
and Spalding was one of great impor-
tance, and that at the conference the
two magnates had arranged what stand
to take in the present controversy.

Mr. Hart left Point Loma, Cal., Sun-
day, on his way to Chicago, but word
was received yesterday that he will stop
for a day or two at Los Angeles, which
makes it almost impossible for him to
arrive in this city before Saturday. Mr.
Hart, it is asserted, is carrying with him
the Spalding plan of campaign, and
which will be brought into use as soon
as arrival here.

The time for the opening of the base-
ball games for the season is fast ap-
proaching, and both the Spalding and the
Freedman fours are now willing that
some settlement be brought about. From
New l'ork comes word that the Freed-
•manites are beginning to talk compro-
mise, and that they are willing to drop
the trust scheme if Spalding was rele-
gated to the rear. But Spalding will not
quit until action in his case is taken in
the courts, and unless a compromise is
effected before then Spaiding will light
it out.

What Spalding framed with Mr. Hart
during their conference at Point Loma
could not be learned, as neither would
give out anything to the press as to what
tran.-pired.

While things are In bad shape in the
National league, the American league is
Cast making plans for the opening of the
baseball season here in the spring. Yes-
terday President Comiskey, or the White
Stockings, with a number of contractors,
was busy at the South side ball park,
arranging plans to build the new bleach-
ers and other arrangements which need
looking over at the grounds. Work, it is
expected, will be be^un on the new stand
within a few days.

While *Mr. Comiskey was busy at the
South side park. President Johnson, of
the American league, was giving his at-
tention to affairs in the organization
preparatory for the dubs in the organi-
zation to open the season. Prr-.=i<knt
Johnson wil leave the city tonight for
Cincinnati to look into some business
there c incoming the league. While
there, Mr. Johnson said, he will have
some printing done relative to the inter-
ests of the organization.

BIG DUAL INDOOR MEET
CHICAGO AXD WISCONSIN MEX COX-
SIDER EVENT CLI3IAXOF SEASON.

MADISON". Wis., March 11.—The dual
indoor athletic meet between the teams
of the Universities of Chicago and Wis-
consin, to be held at Madison Saturday
night, is being looked forward to here
as the climax of the winter athletic sea-
son. Interest is added because of the
jvther remarkable statement today by
Coach Kilpatrick to the effect that
whichever team came out ahead, it would
Le as nearly as he had been able to figure
out, by a margin of about 2 points.

Admiral Evans, taking the prince by
the hand, said: "I have only this to say
to Prince Henry and my brothers of the
German navy. We arc glad you came
and sorry you are going, and hope you
will come again. It gives me great pleas-
ure as the representative of the American
navy to seize the hand of friendship you
have so kindly extended across the At-
lantic."

Maj. Gen. Corbin said: "We have all
enjoyed the trip and .ac memory ol it
will abide with me forever."

Assistant Secretary Hill said: '"The
memory of your visit will always be in
our hearts and the hearts of the Amer-
ican people."

Immediately after the luncheon, at the
prince's invitation, the party went to the
commander's bridge of the Deutschland
and was there photographed. Then the
real leave-taking began. The final fare-
wells were said by members of the Ger-
man embassy at Washington.

An incident of the forenoon was the
call of the committee of forty New York
letter carriers representing the New York
branch of the National Letter Carriers'
association. Ihey came to present the
prince with a bronze tablet in commem-
oration of the martyred presidents of the
United States, Lincoln, Garfield and Mc-
Kinley. The letter carriers failed to see
the prince, but were received by Admiral
yon Seckendorff in his behalf. In thank-
ing them the admiral said his-royal high-
ness in return for the present would stnd
the New York Letter Carriers' associa*
tion his portrait with autograph to hang
on the walls of the organization's room
in New -or::.

Shortly before the Deutschland sailed
the United Singing Societies of Hudson
County, New JerseyT appeared on the
deck of the Prinzessin Victoria Loui***
which lay alongside the Deutscnia"^. and
sang a number of selections. Prince Hen-
ry appeared on the bridge of the Deutsch-
land with Capt. Albers and bowed his ac-
knowledgments repeatedly.

When the ship sailed all approaches and
the pier house were crowded. The first
cabin section of the Deutschland was
packed all the afternoon with passengers
and their friends, and in many cases
women had to be rescued from the crush
to see the prince.

The Deutschland sailed at 3:45. As she
made away from (the pier the cheering
was continuous. The prince appeared on
the bridge and bowed. All down North
river the passing tugs and craft ef every-
description gave the great liner and her
distinguished passenger a noisy send-off.
At the Battery, which wae reached ex-
actly at 4 o'clock, a great crowd had
gathered and cheered as the vessel
steamed on down the bay. The Deutsch-
land reached the Narrows at 4:35. Fort

Wadsworth and Hamilton fired salutes,
\u25a0which were answered by the Deutsch-
land's whistle,-and the garrison at Fort
Wadsworth lined up on the bluff until
the steamer had passed out into the low-
er bay. The Deutschland is due at Ham-
burg on Monday next.

The prince's apartments on the Deutsch-
land include the captains cabin and three
other adjoining rooms especially prepared
for his roy-al highness. The social hall
on the Deutschland was beautifully dec-
orated with flowers, an there was a pro-
fusion of them in the princes suite ofrooms. The company had also tastefully
decorated the pier.

The imperial yacht Hohenzollern startedon her homeward trip at 2:40 o'clock this
afternoon. A crowd witnessed t/ie depar-
ture of the ship at her pier, and a cheer
from the people was answered with a sa-
lute by the whistle from the Hohenzol-
lern. For an hour before the time forsailing the crew and officers of the Hoh-
enzollern held a levee bidding farewellto friends. The Hohenzollern is under or-ders to proceed to Bermuda, where she
makes her frrst stop.
