Extreme language always defeats it3

own purpose. This applies with some
force to the address delivered by Con-
gressman Ccchran, of Missouri, in the
house on Tuesday, on the subject of
the attitude assumed by this govern-
ment toward the war prevailing between
the two African republics and the British
empire.

There is no American with a spark of
devotion to human liberty in his nature
that has not felt at one time or other a
sense of disappointment and sorrow that
this nation should find itself unable to do
any act or exercise any influence that
would be expressive of the sympathies of
the mass of the American people with
the glorious men who have so long with-
held, one man to twenty, the military
strength and prestige of a great nation
bent on robbing them of their liberties.
Of course we have offered our interven-
tion as a nation in South Africa, and it
has been rejected. There is no other af-
firmative action that we as a nation can
take. The sooner the American friends
of the Boer nation recognize that truth
the more promotive will it be of their
ability to render service to that people
other than in affirmative directions.

Congressman Cochran ought to be for-
given even if he does indulge himself in
bitter speech. The situation is a bitter
one for every American, and it is rendered
a hundred fold more bitter by the evi-
dence, so plentifully supplied, that we
have at the head of the national state de-
partment an official who is ready to
waive every question possible to be waiv-
ed in favor of the oppressing power.

The Globe does not take any great

stock in the uproar raised in the matter
of that doctor and his wife, whoever they
may be, and their desire to pass within
the British lines for the succor of non-
combatants. But it does take stock in th«
charge which is heard so frequently, and
which found such earnest expression on
ihe floor of the house of representatives
on Thursday, that on all the questions
of international law that have arisen we
have given the best of it to Britain.

American mules and horses have been
steadily exported from this country in
British vessels for use by Britain in the
prevailing war. Indeed, this has been the
great supply depot of England for these
animals, and is today. So far as tha
general public knows the state depart-
ment has never given any serious thought
to the complaints made by the Boer
representatives and by the mass of
American people against the direct aid
and comfort that we have through this
chaittiel given to England's endeavors to
destroy tha South African republics.
Nothing has appeared in the public prints
that would indicate that that department
or the executive authority of the nation
had even given the subject a moment's
consideration.

And why not? It Is not necessary to
quote from historical records in order
to establish that the animals we supply
to Britain, shipped directly to bel-
ligerent ports, and openly for military
use, would be declared contrabrand of

war by Britain herself under different
circumstances. Even under our own

more liberal conception of neutral rights

our conduct in allowing those animals to

leave our ports convicts us of national

cowardice and avarice.

Sad indeed is it that these valiant men
have not the power to establish their
belligerent rights, either against this or

\u25a0 any other nation. If they had there

would be a speedy ending put to our pres-

ent shameless and cowardly attitude. We

would soon bring to an end the traffic

in horse flesh which our people have been

in~~constant revolt against, nor would any

nation in Europe dare to do what we.
the professed friends and protectors of
republican government the world over,
are daily doing, if the Boer republics had
the power to enforce their national
rights.

The Globe does not pretend to un-
derstand why the state department has

chosen to ignore the maintenance of

British military supply depots in this
country. It cannot be that we deny the
sovereign rights of the two republics

that are fighting for their liberties, and
claim with England that this war rep-
resents merely a revolt among British
subjects against the national authority.

If we do we are guilty of an additional
act of unfriendliness toward the Boer na-
tions. There never was any dispute as
to the full sovereign powers of the Orange

Free State. Whatever reservation of
sovereign power Brita:n might claim in
the case of the South African republic,

she never assumed any authority what-
ever ever the sister republic; and not
10,000 British proclamations will ever give
a shadow of warrant for her assumption

that the territory of the Orange Frea
State is now British soil. She may suc-
cessfully claim that soil by right of con-
quest; but when that day comes the cost
of maintaining her claim will have indeed
staggered humanity, and ifher ownership

Is not still disputed by the citizens of
that republic it will be because there is
not a male adult left to raise his arm
against the murder of his nation. That

murder we, as a people, have watched

the progress of without ever uttering a
word of objection, or even of pity.

The Democratic people of the United
States are powerless to resent the na-
tional poltroonery and greed thus sanc-
tioned by the present administration. But
they can at least console themselves with
the thought that no Democratic president

and no Democratic administration of —-<3

Ing a condition of the wager of $300 which
caused him to make the perilous trip.

When released Klinsdigg-er was nearlyblinded by the dust which had crept "intothe sack, and. his throat and mouth wereso parched that he could hardly speak
his little cask of water having been spill-
ed after he had be«n on his journey only
a day.

For nearly three days he had been
without water-, and he stated when ne
was able to talk that had it not rained
"Wednesday he would certainly have died
of thirst. During most of the storm ttie
car in which he was packed was side-
tracked out in some country town and tli->
water came through a crack in the roof
and feli on the sack. The burLap became
quite wet, and he was thus enabled to
suck from the cloth a few drops whicn su-
layed his thirst.
