The people who for the past two weeks
bare been heaping ridicule upon the timo
honored weather prophet, the ground hog,
evi'n to the extent of purchasing various
kiads of spring raiment, had an elegant
opportunity yesterday of repentance. The
stylish spring raglan and the natty spring
hat, with accompanying spring cane, were
all severely relegated to the extreme
background yesterday morning, and if
the government weather observer has
anything to say in the matter, these ar-
ticles will remain in this state for a few
days to corr.e, and even longer.

The weather yesterday was of the sort
that is moderately termed "horrid," ami
the lew persons that were forced to bo
outside any length of time during the
day or night, as a general rule, applied
a stronger and more picturesque term.
While the official thermometer did not g-et
down below 4 degrees below zero at the
coldest time of the day, the howling wind
with the skirling' snow made it a great

deal more uncomfortable than if it had
be; p. 14 degrees btlow.

The blustering tactics of th*> atmos-
phere began late Saturday night, and
with each hour of the new day became
worse. Rally in the morning a gale was
blowing that made headway on foot al-
mo«t a matter of utter impossibility.

Street signs were torn off, to clatter down
the streets, the small bill boards wero
carried hither and thither, slamming up
against the sides of bufldings and tearing
along before the wind, causing pedes-
trians to step aside to escape annihila-
tion. A motor man carrying coal to an
Interurban car in front of the Ryan
hotel had his scuttle blown out of his
band, which was earned nearly a block.
Persons waiting in doorways for their
car heard a racket of immense volume.
as if the tin roofs of all the buildings in

town were being torn off, and the women
began to clutch their escorts, until they
saw the humble and dinged hod careering
gaily before the winter blasts on the
irazeit asphalt.

In every district in the city the house-
hold sends up a wail on account of frozen
water pipes and the bursting thereof, and
not a few spent a dreary Sunday in mad-
dening efforts to get the water in a liq-
uid slate. Janitors who forgot to build
tluir hres found buildings uninhabitable,
and overcoats and wraps in many cases
were as badly needed inside as out.

The cold snap caused some real suffer-
ing in not a few cases, as many,believing
the winter to be a thing of the past, al-

owed the coal bins to become depleted,
and when the sudden change came, they
found it impossible to secure fuel.

"While it was bad enough in St. Paul
to suit the most pronounced pessimist.
the condition of the general Northwest
was much worse. The Great Northern
and Northern Pacific trains were lx>th
cancelled, as they axe snow bound some-
where in the Dakoias, and th*.-y will not
arrive until the blizzard thai; is raging
there ceases. All the trains from the
East arrived in St. .Paul on schedule
time, but none was from the West last
night. AH day long there were knots Of
people waiting for news from the West-
era trains, but the officials were una-
ble to give them unything to hope for.
Owing to the fact that there was but a
slight fall of snow the street car service
was as good as could be expected.

The weather office reported the velocity
of the wind thirty mile* an hour at the
worst yesKrday, and while there are no
observations taken Sunday, the forecaster
hazarded the prediction that the present
weather will continue today and possibly
longer.

RAID ON PARISH SCHOOL
VVM>AIjS DESTROY VALUABLE

PROPBRTYAT ST. STANISLAUS

Work Believed to Have Been Done
by the Same Which Rau.

Nitcked Sisters' School on
Fourth Street.

The parish school connected with
the St, Stanislaus church, at Western
and Seventh streets, was broken into by
vandals Friday night and considerable
valuable property taken and destroyed.
The intruders found entrance to tho
building by prying open a window. The
matter was reported to the police ai.U
they are Investigating the matter thor-
oughly.

The work is evidently that of a sa;ig- of
toughs which has been making a, special-
ty of raiding the various parish schools
of the city. The Sisters' school locatedon Eas* Fourth street was entered soraa
weeks ago and some money and articles
of value removed. Several other schools
have also suffered from raids, but so
far no one has been able to locate the
offenders.

Rev. John Rynda, the parish priest at
St. Stanislaus, was seen last night,' but
refused to give out anything concerning
the depredation, saying that he did not
consider it wise to do so. He said the
value of the property stolen wan in-
significant, but the offense he considered
to be grave. He thinks the police r.uve
a clue which will lead to the arrest of
the guilty parties.

MOTHER LOSES HER MIND
HHOOIMX. OVER THE FATE OF MICJI

SOXS.

Mrs. Floreno Dibene, 379 Rosabel street,
was sent to the county jail yesterday on
a charge of insanity. For several days
Mi's. Dibene has been acting strangely
and last Friday sfhe disappeared from her
home. Her husband reported the matter
to the police, but she was not ioouteel
until yesterday, when she returr.'-d to
'her home and was sent to the jail.

There is a sad story connected w:tn

Mrs. Dibene's experience. A little over
two years ago one of her sotv-: was
drowned in the river. He was crossing
the Robert street bridge on the stringers,
and in some way touched a live wire and
fell into the water below. His untimely
death caused his mother to worry a
great deal.

A few months ago another son was
sent to the state training school because
of incorrigible conduct. This seemed to
prey heavily upon her mind and she has
been struggling to secure his release. She
did everything that she could think of
to get his pardon, but was unsuccessful.
Worry over this son's confinement,
coupled with that of the death of the
other boy, completely unbalanced her
mind and she became violently insane.

When she was taken in the patrol yes-
terday she seemed quite composed and
made no- demonstration, going peaceably
to the jail. She will have a hearing in
probate court today.

STORY SENT PROM
DILITH

HUNTERS DECLARE IT ABSURD

In Minnesota Timber Wolves \evev
Come .Nearer to Hainan Be.

ings Titan a Quarter '
of a Mile.

A story sent out from Duluth has been
copied far and wide throughout the coun-
try giving a blood-curdling description Jo
the effect that a man had been trsed in
the woods by a howling pack of waives.
It was declared that the man was attack-
ed by wolves and that he climbed a tree
to save himself and that he nearly starv-
ed before he was released.

The story has been discredited by sev-
eral old time hunters, who declare that
it Is ridiculous. George McQuillan, of
Wadena, one of the pioneer woodsmen
of the state, maintains that all stories of
the timber wolves of Minnesota attack-
ing men Is untrue. He says that a pacK
of wolves will never come nearer to a
man than from a quarter to a hair a
miie, but from the noise they mak> an
inexperienced man might imagine That
they are rigtht at his heels.

Mr. McQuillan says that he ha* been
in the woods at all times of the day ana
night, but has never known of wolves
com ing near men or attacking them.
"The trouble is," he says, "that men be-
come frightened and climb trees and do
other foolish things. avA in order tv
square themselves they tell harr>wing
stories of narrow escapes." He relates
that in a lumber camp up north severalyears ago a teamster came running into
camp and created great excitement hy
relating how he had been chaseS by
wolves for several miles and was finally
forced to unhitch his horses and flee for
his life. On the sled which he was driv-ing were several quarters of fresh iner.t
and the teamster maintained that the
wolves were after this. The next morr.-
ing the men in camp went to the place
where the sled has been left and there
was not a wolf track within a half a
mile of it, and the meat was undisturbed.
He declares that the wolf stories whien
appear in the public print are all the
result of men being scared, acting fool-
ishly and then telling outrageous yarns
to square themselves.

NO SPECIAL OBSERVANCE

This Year the Ceremonies Will Be
in Minneapolis, Where Coeh-

rane Speaks—Many Can-

didates Initiated.

Owing to the fact that the Ancient
Order of Hibcrninas of Minneapolis have
prepared an extensive programme for the
observance o? St. Patrick's day, the
members of that order in this city will
hold no special services in commemora-
tion ol the patron saint of Ireland.
Bourke Cochrane is to speak in Minne-
apolis, and, if the weather permits, there
will be a large contingent of St. Paul
members of the A. O. H. present.

The A. O. HL held one of the largest
meetings In its history yesterday after-
noon in Elks' hall, when 200 candidates
wen- initiated into the mysteries of tho
order. There were fully 1,000 members
of the order present to witness the
ceremonies, and had the weather be n
anything reasonable there would in all
probability have been many more.

"With the influx of
Irish into the Tinted States the order
was established in this country, and now
there is a brawoh in every state and ter-
ritory in the Union. It is also strong in
Canada, and there are lodges in Mexico,
wherevei tnetjb tan be found a few Irish-
men banded together.

The I order; was first..-introduced into
Minnesota in 1879, .the first organization
being in Minneapolis, with Michael May.
an as \u25a0' its first*;: president. Another
lodge- was organized in Si. Paul a short
time afterward, with J. D. Kennedy as
the first county president. The order at
that time had what was known as a
national insurance fund, which was vol-
untary. This was supplemented by a
state insurance fund - at the state con-
vention held iivMinneapolis in ISSS. This
feature has proven to be a great suc-
cess, and the " order now pays a death
benefit of $1,030, and has a record of a
total disbursement for death amounting
to over $250,000.

The Daughters of Erin is the latest
addition to the A. O. H., and is in the
nature of a ipdies' auxiliary. There are
seven divisions of the order i:i St. Paul,
each of wljch is growing rapidly.

RULES FOR PRIMARY
VOTERS XOT RBQIIRED TO HAVE

LIVED THIRTY DAYS IN
THETR PRECIXCT

LIGHT ON DISPUTED POINTS

All Electors Entitled to Registra-
tion Are Also Entitled to Vote

at the Primary Ejec-

tion.

There still seems to be considerable
discussion as to the eligibility of elec-
tors to vote at the primary election un-
der the new law. The point most indispute is whether bona tide residence
in the precinct to be voted in implies
a residence of thirty days in that partic-
ular precinct. On this point the con-
sensus of expert opinion is that it dees
not. and the following general rule? will
be found of service in throwing light on
this and other disputed points:

The elector entitled to rc«i«*r.i-
ti«;n is entitled to a vote at the pri-
mary election.

Professional Men Should Endeavor
to Farther the Knowledge Pos-

sessed of Their Partic-
ular \vocation*.

'\u25a0'l'iie Young Man In Professional Life'
was th.- subject of an address delivered
to the y. M. C. A. at i h<* hall yester-
day evening by Dr. F. M. Rule, presiding
elder of the M. E. church for this district.
There was a large attendance at the
meeting.

-r. Rule commenced his address by de-
claring that there were 700,000 young men
in this country who were about to join
the ranks' of professional meen, as there
were now that number of professional
men In the country, and In the course
of a few years their places would have
to be tilled by the younger generation.

Of this number over 100,000 were teach-
ers, professors and Instructors, nearly
100,000 were physicians and surgeons, and
of preachers' and lawyers there were
about 90.000 each. The remainder of the
number ho accounted for la government
officials, of which there were some 80,000
41,000 'engineers, 80,000 musicians, 22,000
journalists and 120.0C0 professional men of
various k'nds, including artists, are! l ' c \u25a0,
authors, etc.

A professional life, be declared, might
appear attractive on the outside. !i cer-
tuinly offered verj strong Inducements
to every young man. It also offered glo-
ry and honor In many cases. But th.?
young man, he said, must not think
tnat all ended there. There
great responsibility, no matter what ihrprofession might be.

Every man, he said, owed a debt to hi*
profession and to the world at large, and
that debt was to aid in some, way in in-
creasing the skill and knowledge o£ that
profession.,; Many times, and in fact in
th,^> \u25a0"great majority of cases, this debt
remained uneanceled.
