STOCKS, BONDS
: * AND MONEY.

NEW YORK, March 19.—1t is not often
that the stcck market witnesses such a
series of spectacular and sensational
movements as it was treated to today
and in rather a dull market at that. In
fact the dullness in the general list was
extreme and prices of the important rail-
road stocks moved only with the utmost
reluctance. The usual favorites amongst
the industrials had a larger share in vie
trading, both Amalgamated Copper and
Kugar occupying fairly prominent piaces.
But it was among the stocks which are
traded in only at intervals of a week as
ur-ual that speculation was fierce and
price movement violent. There was noth-ing in the way of news to explain fTiy
buying orders for 4,500 shares of Colorado
Fuel tr.ould make a wiu^ opining in thar
stock, all the way fiom rar to 107, com-
I-ared with 9S last r'.ght. Neither the
high point of this rai'ge nor the low
point was touched cgaln di riig the day,
but the dealings continued very heavy
and the JltutuaUons feverish.

Activity was revived in New York Air
Brake with a Jump of 10% in price and a,
subsequent relapse of fully half that.
North American suffered from realizing
after the opening advance, but forged
upwards again to 6*4 above last night and
fluctuated wildly. The rise of iy> in
General Electric and 3 in Westinghouse
Electric were due to rumors of consoli-
dation, but both of tl.-t.-sr reacted sharp-
ly. American Ice rebounded 2% from its
recent violent decline. In the railroad
list Chicago, Indiarepolis L. Louisviflewas rushed up 4!, ion distinctly formulat-
ed rumors that it was to be placed on
a four per cent dividend basis.

Late in the day St. Louis & San Fran-
cisco sprang into activity and strength
with an advance of nearly four points,
due to published reports that the com-
j:u y contemplated an extension to the
Pacific coast. There was some late
strength also in Atcl ison which was i
practically .the only railroad stock in th-
list of firs*, importance which: moved as
much as a point. There v a.s considerable
demand, however, for Baltimore & Ohio.
The rise of 2% in Sugar was due to tho
agreement reached at Washington upon
the Question of the Cuban sugar tarilf
and also to the certificate of condition
filed with the Massachusetts secretary
showing large increase in resources,
meantime there were wide declines in
stock which have enjoyed recent periods \
of strength, the losses being caused by
the marketing of only a few shares.
Ai'-ongst these were losses of four points
each In Chicago & northwest*, preferred
and Glucose preferred Trust receipts,
three In Evansville & Terre Haute and. a
point or more in various others. Wells- i
Fargo dipped 7*4 on one transaction and
rallied 2% on another. These violent
movements caused so much confusion and
Distrust amongst speculators generally
that the trading became neglected. Anx-
iety also was renewed regarding the im-
mediate future of the money market,
which showed a hardening 1 tendency to-
day. The conference of coal miners at
Shamokin was also an unsettling influ-
ence. - \u25a0
