TEN-YEAR INGREASE

LABOR DEPARTMENT REPORTS OGN
MANUFACTURES AND WAGE
EARNERS

DULUTH HAS THE BEST RECORD

£t. Paul Leads in Several Important
Items—New Population Has
Been Mostly Agri-
cultural.

State Labor Commissioner O'Donnell
yesterday issued the following circular
report showing the present condition of
manufactures and labor in this state. Ac-
cording to the report, Duluth makes a
much better showing comparatively than
do either of the Twin Cities:

“The population of the state during the
decade from 1890 to 1300 has increased

835 per cent, while the number of es-
tablishments devoted to me\nu‘(:xwmres
and mechanical industries during the

same period Increased from 7,505 to 11,114,
or 45.1 per cent. The  number of wage
earners increased 10,424 persons, or 10.7
Their average number in 1900
34, against 69,79 in 1800. In the
:ar they represented 5.4 per cent
of the entire population of the state, and
in 1900 only 4.4 per cent. It will be seen
that the increase has not been at the
same ratio as that of the entire popula-
tion of the state. The cause lays evl-
dently in the development of tne agri-

The average number of wage earners
for the year 1900 was composed of 66,589
men, 9,553 women and 792 children under
sixteen years of age, or, in other words,
there was one woman employed to seven
men, and one child to ninety-seven
adults.
were one woman to eleven male wage
earners and one child to ninety-two
adults, These figures show a relative
greater increase of female wage earn-
ers than that of males, and at tlie same
time verifies a statement made previous
by the bureau of labor to the effect that
child employment in the state has been
reduced.

Considering the manufactures of the
three principal cities, Duluth, Minneapolis
and St. Paul, we observe the number of
establishments during the decade de-
creased 1.1 per cent, but the average
number of wage earners increased 11.3
per cent, and the value of products
showed an increase of 28.3 per cent.

The number of establishments in Min-
neapolis decreased 13 per cent, but their
wage earners increased 12.3 per cent, and
the value of products increased 33 per
cent. The number of establishments,
number of wage earners and value of
products in this city in 1900 constituted
21.3, 345 and 422 per cent respectively
of the totals for the state,

In St. Paul thre number of establish-
ments increased 10.3 per cent, its wage
earners 8.1 per cent and value of prod-
uets 16.7 per cent., St. Paul leads in the
factory manufacture of boots and shoes
and of men’'s clothing, in the printing
and publishing of newspapers and period-
icals and in railroad repair shop work.
Duluth made the greatest gains in num-
ber of establishments, capital and num-
ber of wage earners. The respective
numbers are 5.8, 66.4 and 20.6 per cent.

The eleven leading industries of the
state are boot and shoe factories, rail-
road car and repair works, creameries
and dairies, flour and grist mills, foun-
dries and machine shops, breweries, saw
mills planing mills and sash and door
and blina factories, linseed oil mills,
printing and publishing establishments,
and slaughtering and meat packing
hovses. The eleven industries embraced
2,500 establishments, or 225 per cent of
the total number in the state, they em-
plcyed 35,862 wage earners, or 46.4 per cent
of the total number, and they paid $17,-
528,933 in wages, or 49.4 per cent of the
total wages; 612 establishments with 4,036
wage earners were engaged in flour at_ul
grist milling; 438 establishments with 15,-
140 persons are classified as manufactur-
ers of lumber and timber products, such
as saw mill, ete.

Third in importance ranks the cream-
ery industry of the state. In 1830 there
were 106 establishments, 783 wage earners
and products valued at $2,958,476, but in
1900 the number of establishments had
ircreased to 69, and the value of their
products was $8,479,806, an increase of
186.6 per cent. Twenty slaughtering and
meat packing houses are reported for
1900, as against 18 In 1890. Their num-
ber of wage earners had increased 300.9
per cent from 222 to 668.

There were 39 railroad shops with 4,700
wage earners operated in 1900, as against
15 in 18%, with only 1,951 persons, show-
ing an increase of 240.8 per cent during
the decade.

The value of foundry and machine shop

prcducts of the state has increased 110.8
per cent, the number of establishments
from 92 to 175, and their wage earners
from 1,289 to 3,139, or 243.5 per cent.
. The number of establishments engaged
in the printing and publishing trade was
705, with 3,788 wage earners in 1900, and
the value of their product was $7,680,824.

Cincinnati Lodge Is Temporarily

on Top, but Will Not Be
Allowed to Stay
There,

The senior counsel of the Order of Com-
mercial travelers has issued a call to all
the faithful in all parts of the land to as-
semble without fail in the Saintly City
Saturday evening, March 29, and each is
to bring with him ene erring member of
the profession who has not yet been ini-
tiated Into the mysteries of the order.

This is a little more
than the local lodge can stand, and the
officers and members have taken their
oath on their grips and sample cases to
“beat them all out” or know the exact
cause for their failure. The Saintly
City lodge has ralsed its banner “Saintly

Lead,” and they do not intend to allow
their credit to lay on past performances,
but will attempt a record unequaled by
any council in the country.

NO TRAGE OF POISON

DR.

RENZ STILL ANALYZING CON-
TENTS OF BOY'S STOMACH.

The mystery surrounding the death of
eight-year-old Tommy Hannan, which ce-
curred two weeks ago yesterday, is still
unsolved and the result of Assistant
Health Commissioner Gustav Renz's
analysis of the stomach will not be made
public officially until some time this
week, as he has not complsted it. So
far, however, Dr. Renz has been unable
to find any traces of poison in the stom-
ach and is fully convinced that no inor-
ganic poison caused the boy's death. Ba-
fng satisfied of this, Dr. Renz is now
testing for organic poiscns. *‘This,” Dr.
Renz stated, “‘meéans that death could
not have resulted from an administration
of arsenic, mercury, salts or antimo-
nium.” He also says that the boy's
death. if it was caused by poison, was
caused by some very subtle and active
tonic agency and it would take a few
days to determine if there are any traces
of any organic poisons.

WOMEN IN MANUFACTURING
INDUSTRIES

WOMEN AVERAGE $5 A WEEK

St. Paul Slightly Below General

Average—Statas of Child Labor
According to Report of
Labor Bureau.

The average wages paid Zo the 65,000
men who work in Minnesota’s manufac-
turing establishments is $492 per year,
while the 9,500 women employed in the
same institutions averzge $257 per _year.
In other words, women laborers in Min-
nesota €arn on an avcrage of $5 a week,
and men laborers $9.50 per week. In Du-
luth and Crookston men average $10.%0
per weck and women about $6 per week,
Minneapolis pays men more on the aver.

age than St. Paul does, while St. Paul
pays women more.
This is according to a report issued

yesterday by the labor department. ‘I'he

The report says:

A review of the data on child employ-
ment discloses the fact that of the total
number of 782 children employed in Min-
nesota 240, or 30 per cent, nave been em-
ployed in printing establishments; 61, or
115 per cent, in manufactures devoted to
men’s clothing; 84, or 10.6 per cent, in
millinery establishments; 56, or 7 per
cent, in cigar factories; 48, or 6 per cent,
in saw mills, planing mills and sash,
door and blind factories. Knitting works
employed 26 children, or 4.5 per cent; 34,
cr 4.2 per cent, were found in brick-
yards; 22, or 2.7 per cent, in boot and
shoe factories; the same number in wool-
en mills and confectioneries, and the rest
was divided between the various other
industries of the state. The relation of
chidren employed to adults was greatest
in Mankato, where one child was em-
ployed to 15 adults; in St. Paul it was
one child to 62 adults; in Winona, one
child to 87 adults; in Duluth, one child
to 99 adults, and in Minneapolis, one
child to 139 adults.
