Leopold, was leaving the theater last
night, hundreds of specialists studentsgathered about him and shouted for uni-
versal suffrage.

Dynamite cartridges were exploded this
morning in the postofflce at La Louviere.
province of Hainault. The building was
damaged, but no one was hurt.

The explosion last Friday night or
dynamite cartridges under the homo of
M. Depbaise, a Catholic deputy at Oinohe,
Hainault province, is also attributed to
the suffrage agitation.

One of the signal
corps men was killed. The Moros cap-
tured the transportation of the detach-
ment, including four pack m.Tle.-s.

TRADE CONDITIONS IX EYES OF

WALL STREET EMINENTLY
SATISFACTORY

RAILROADS ARE PROSPEROUS

Speculation, However/ Says Henry

Clews, In Held in Check; by Ab-
senteeism and Low Condi-

tion of Bank. Reserve**.

NEW YORK, March 23.—Henry Clews
says in his regular weekly letter:

Beyond a quiet and somewhat
firmer undertone there is little
change in the financial _ situation.
In certain respects the outlook appears
to be somewhat brighter, and a mure
confident undertone prevails than two or
three weeks ago. 'rhis appears to be
entirely due to satisfactory tradij condi-
tions. From various quarters come re-
port.s of heavy distribution of nearly all
classes of merchandise; consumption ap-
pears to continue with unabated activity,
and the expectation generally seems to
be that the country will enjoy a good
spring trade. Their important manufac-
turing industries are all fully employed,
and the chief difficulty appears lo be the
filling of orders with sufficient prompt-
ness to satisfy buyers. This is especially
true of the various branches of tae iron
and textile trades. The activity in the
freight departments of the railroads Is
further proof of the good condition of
general business, the west-bound traffic
being particularly large for the season.

In consequence, railroad earnings are
maintained at high level, surpassing-
even tae large increases of the last two
years.

Such decreases as have appeared can
usually be attributed to last year's crop
failures, which have only recently been
felt, and even then in a far less de-
gree than anticipated because of the
pressure of other traffic. We have thus
seen an unexampled and totaily unex-
pected continuance of industrial and
railroad prosperity, which apparently has
Dot yet run its course. The outlook for
the railroads, therefore, is perfectly sat-
isfactory. Large sums have been spent
out of earnings during the past two years
for improvements and renewals, and ex-
penses on these accounts should soon di-
minish. Whether any furtner inert^se.s
in dividends are to follow or not in con-
sequence will depend chiefly upon a con-
tinuance of present large earnings.

Bnnk. Henerves Are Low.
Unfortunately railroad prosperity has

been very largely discounted in advance
ami values have been unduly raised
through contest for control; so these con-
ditions cannot be expected to have the
same .stimulating effect upon prices
which would be the case were the mar-
ket situation less artificial. Nevertheless
with railroads and Industrial affairs in
such good shape the market has a sub-
stratum of strength which cannot be
overlooked.

Speculative operations are still held in
cheek by absenteeism and the low condi-
tion of the bank reserves. Very soon
the tinacial leaders, who have been
South or elsewhere recuperating, will
begin to return, and in April the money-
market will be less exposed -to stringency
than now. It is quite possible that next
month some concerted effort will be made
to infuse fresh activity into the market
it' nothing intervenes, it being an open
secret that the big holders are necessarily
enlisted on the bull side of the market.
Whither the public will be tempted to
re-enter or not it is impossible to pre-
dict. The inducements are not very
great, and there is not the material for
any extensive bull campaign, though it
is quite within the realm of possibilities
to create a better trading market. Much
will depend upon crop reports. The crop
situation as a whole next season is hard-
ly likely to be worse than last year's
with its sir.^- yield of corn and cotton.
Simply average crops this year would
save the market from setbacks on that
score. The weakest element, of the situa-
tion is the fact that the financial leaders
are carrying heavy lines of stocks bought
at high prices, which they would like
to sell, and the marketing of which main-
ly depends upon their various concentra-
tion schemes that have been seriously
checked by legal interference, notably
in the Northern aPclfic merger proceed-
ings. Fortunately there is no question
whatever about the ability of these gen-
tlemen to carry the burden which they
have undertaken, but they are getting
little help from the public.

It 11 > illn Done With Cantion.
Our foreign commerce returns deserve

pome attention as they show a continued
change in the drift of our foreign trade,
and a partial cessation of the enorm-
ous trade balances which have been a
feature for several years. In February
our exports were only $101,500,000, or $11,-
--400,000 less than a year ago and $18,000,-
--000 less than in 1899. They were the
smallest ?n any month since July, 1899.
The decline was chiefly due to light
corn shipments and a decrease in iron
and steel export.*. A short crap explains
the loss in corn; but the shrinkage in
stee] products is dne to the great de-
mand at home and low prices and de-
pression abroad The "American inva-
sion' of the Kurooean steel markets is
less threatening than a year or so ago,
especially as our British and European
rivals are preparing to lower their cost
of production to meet American competi-
tion.

Our imports of merchandise are as
steadily rising as exports are falling,
prosperity at home naturally stimulating
the demand for foreign products. Febru-
ary imports aggregated $67,200,000, an in-
crease of nearly $3,000,000 over last year.
F<:r tbe month, therefore, we had an ex-
cess of exports amounting to 534.200 000against $48,400,000 last year. There isnothing in this return of foreign trade
mc\ements to a more normal condition
to cause the slightest concern; but thebig favorable trade balances, so often
used as bull arguments, will be lacking
this spring.

Trading has been largely confined to
the professional element. Specialties
have been sharply advanced here and
there through sheer manipulation, but
no general movement can be detected.
Until money market and labor uncer-
tainties are out of the way, buying must
be continued with caution and discrim-ination.

CLOTHS WAIT ON COTTON
NO REDUCTION PROBABLE TILL,

RAW PRODUCT DECLINES.

MANCHESTER, March 23.—The refusal
of the outlets abroad to respond to the
firmness here caused an unsatisfactory
turnover on the cloth market last week.
Nevertheless the market continues
strong and buyers had to pay stiftty
for anything required.

There is a general feeling that the
prices of cloth are too low in compari-
son with the prices of cotton. If the lat-
ter prices are maintained, as seems prob-
able, and with the further curtailment
in the production of yarns and the
strengthening of values, there is no
prospect of lower cloth prices.

Some business in light goods and spe-
cialties was transacted with India, and
the eventual outlook is fairly hopeful,
the satisfactory tenor of the recently pub-
lished Indian budget justifying that view.
The low level of the present offerings
is attributed largely to distrust of the
stability of cotton values. During the
past week a moderate trade in the better
class of standard makes was transacted
with China at comparatively reasonable
figures. There was some inquiry from
South America, with occasional "results,
and there was some extensive buying
from Chile and Peru.

Yarns have a. tendency to harden, and
buyers hesitate to operate largely. Spin-
ners complain of the unromunerative
margin and that thecost of production
is rarely realized.
