DEATH INDER. FOIR TOXS
OF STOVE

THIETEEN MEN REMOVE ROCK

Horse* of an Aged Man Back Into
a Train—Receives a Severe

Scalp Wound and Gets
Bruises About Body.

STILLAVATER, Minn., March 28.—A dis-

tressing a-ccident occurred at noon today

at the South hill stone quarry, resulting
in the instant death of Carl Olson, a son
of John Olson, aged a little more than
five years. The boy's father is employed
at the Atwood mill, and the little fellow
had gone to meet him. At the stone quar-
ry he stopped to play in the sand, and
without a moment's warning a boulder
weighing four tons fell from the side
of the quarry and covered him. The body
was completely hidden and it took thirteen
men to remove the stone so that the body
could be removed.

Joseph Neumann, an aged man residing
on a farm near Carnelian lake, was in-
jured in a runaway accident today. He
was returning home, and at a point near
the Atwood B mill his horses became
frightened at a logging train. Instead
of proceeding up the hill, they began back-
ing, and the wagon came in contact with
the train. Neumann was thrown from
the rig and received a severe scalp
wound and bruises about the body. .

"The emperor has a strong dislike of
the press. It is mainly owing to his own
influence that that very modest measure
of comparative liberty which the German
press enjoyed under his grandfather and
his father has been curtailed, until even
the semblance of it has almost disap-
peared. This, it may be well to say, is
really contrary to the constitution both •+the empire and of Prussia, but
unfortunately the current of po-
litical thought in Germany dur-
ing the past decade has favored
and facilitated this systematic suppres-
sion of the press. The courts all ovei*
Germany have assumed more and mora
an attitude of downright hostility, and the
practice of the higher judiciary, the im-
perial court in Leipzig, has for years beeji
unfair, even almost revolutionary. Judges
and lawyers themselves have strenuously
and persistently protested against the
rising tide of reactionism. The principal
reason for the emperor's antipathy to the
press is his personal experience, espe-
cially during the first five years of his
reign, when public opinion was consider-
ably prejudiced against him, and when a
great deal of bitter and unfair criticism
was hurled at his head. It so happens
that the kaiser is inordinately vain, and
extremely susceptible to criticism, and
impatient of it. He fears and hates par-
ticularly the English and the American
press because it exerts an enormous in-
fluence upon the opinion of the world, hi*
own country included, and is outspoken
and energetic. Tire French papers he cares
little about, because their political opinions
on any non-French topics or persons are
held of little account outsid-e of France.
Then,too, the French have for a long time
had a sort of sneaking regard for him.
Besides, no German emperor has the right
to expect anything but abuse from his
hereditary foe. The German press is se-
curely and effectually muzzled, and tho
few editors or correspondents who now
and then kick over the traces are silen-
ced. The rest of the European press does
not count for much, but the English and
the American press, powerful, wealthy,
enterprising and fearless, has always been
a great thorn in his side. He minds the
English leading papers more, of course,
than the American, for obvious reasons.
But of late, since the United States has
developed an unexpected military, naval
and political strength and commercial
supremacy, he devotes much greater at-
tention to its press than he formerly did.

CATTLEMEN BREAK IN JAIL

Mob Quietly l.eavei Tovrn After the
- Execution, WJiich is the Re-

sult of Delay in Wood-
ward's Case in, Courts.

CASPER, Wyo., March 28.—Charles
Francis Woodward* the, condemned mur-
derer of Sheriff William C. Ricker, was
hanged early today.by an infuriated mob
of twenty-four men. :

He was taken to the scaffold which had
been erected for his legal execution. Some
one pushed him on to the trap, but r.'j
gave a leap before the trap could be
sprung and fell off from the gallows,
hanging himself.

Less than half an hour was occupied In
the hanging. Considerable excitement
prevailed, but little was said. Woodward
attempted to talk with the leaders, but
they refused to hear him. An im-
mense crowd witnessed the lynching. Sev-
eral hundred sheepmen and cattlemen
came to town during the day yesterday,
and every corner was the scene of a dis-
cussion of the reprieve granted' by the
supreme court.

After the lynching the mob dispersed,
and a greater part of those Irom out
of town left for their homes.

One of the lynchers pinned to the dead
man's clothing a card bearing the fol-lowing words: "Process of law is a little
too slow, so this is the road you will
have to go. Murderers and thieves be-
ware—people's verdict."

Early this morning Sheriff Tubbs took
the body down and removed it to the city
hall, where the rope was cut from tho
neck. It was then turned over to the
coroner.

Under cover, of darkness an organiza-
tion was formed during the night. Crowdsbegan to gather in the vicinity of the
jailearly in the eveningl.

About 3 oclock the mob descended on
the jail and the leaders demanded the
keys of the sheriff. He refused to give
thm up, and the crowd then secured
sledges and hammers and beat down the
jail door.

Revenue Motive of (rime.

The crime for which Charles Francis
Woodward paid the penalty with his life
was committed on the evening of Jan. 2
last, at Woodward's ranch, near Oarneld
Peak, in the Rattlesnake mountains, sev-
enty-five miles west of Casper, when he
shot to death and mutilated the body of
Sheriff William C. Ricker, of Natrona
county.

Woodward, with his wife, Bertha, and

brother, Clarence, was arrested last No-
vember on the charge of stealing clothing
and provisions from a ranch. It was al-
leged that Woodward's ranch was the
headquarters of a band of cattle and horse
thieves. At the preliminary trial Ber-
tha Woodward was released from custody.
The two brothers were held to the district
court, but were unable to furnish bonds.
On the night of Dec. 30, 1901, they
sawed off the bars of their cells and got
away. At the stock yards east of town
Charles Woodward secured a pistol which
had been placed there by a friend. Near
Casper he stole a horse and rode to his
ranch, reaching there on the evening of
Jan. 2, 1902.

Instead of finding friends ready to as-
sist him he found Sheriff Ricker and two
deputies at the house waiting for him.
He went to the barn, intending to aban-
don his horse and steal one from the sher-
iff. He mounted one of the horses and
w/iS ready to ride away when the sheriff
came out of the house and ordered him
to surrender. Woodward Instantly shot
the sheriff through the body, mortally
wounding him. Hp then. It is said, went
to the dying man and struck him in the
face with his six-shooter. He took ?4t
out of the officer's pockets and rode off.

He was captured by a posse several
weeks afterwards near Billings, Mont.,
and brought back to Casper. He admit-
ted the killing and was convicted and
sentenced to hang today. Last Tuesday
the supreme court granted a stay of ex-
ecution which would have given Wood-
ward at least three months more of life.

Confesses His Guilt.

Late this afternoon the county attor-
ney received a telegram from Acting Gov-
ernor. Chatterton, calling upon him, as
"the county prosecutor, to institute and
make a thorough investigation of the
crime, with a view to the punishment of
the guilty parties."

His Idea. Was to Train "Yonn«er
Britain," With Consideration for

LONDON, March 29.—The Daily Mail
says it is in a position to assert that the
late Cecil Rhodes left the bulk of his
fortune, except some personal and famiiy
bequests, to the promotion of his vast iml
peral plan of education. This pro^.t em-
braces every land where the Union Jack
flies. Its purpose is the intellectual bet-
terment of the British race throughout
the world and the fostering of the impe-
rial sentiment.

The Daily Mail adsd that this idea of
better fitting "younger Britain" to cope
successfully with rival nationalities, was
long a dominant scheme with Cicil
Rhodes, but that even his closest friends
little imagined the absorbing hold it ob-
tained upon him until this was disclosed
by the terms' of his will.
