GRAIN PRIDES ARE STILL GOING DOWN
NEW YORK, March 28.—Bradstreets to-

morrow will say: Trade activities nave
shitted from first to second Hands this
week. The wiioie.-;ale and jobbing distri-
bution of dry goods, clothing, hais and
cajis, millinery and shoes has been rath-
er quieter, as was only natural in view ol
the culmination of the spring demand
for Easter. Retail distribution, favored
by spring weather, has been very, active
Kast ana West, with a fair business at
the South.

Among the industries, new demand lor
iron and steel has on the whole been
less active, but production and shipment
have gone forward at undiminished head
speed. The building trades have taken
a decided spurt In activity. Lumber :n
active at all markets at higher prices than
ruled a year ago. The edge has rather
been taken off cotton and cotton goods
prices by the reaction in the raw material
and the talk of further labor unsettlement,
but values as a whole are steady.

Aggressive strength in prices is Chiefly
manifested by hog products, which it is
declared have been manipulated by pack-
ers. A more reasonable explanation, how-
ever, is that the higher prices for bea<
and mutton have largely diverted con-
sumption of hog products. Milder weather
has relieved the strain on the coal trade
somewhat, but strike talk has prevented
weakness in prices.

Rather less activity in iron and steel
is noted, but no loss of piTee lirmness
is observable.

The peculiar situation of the foundry
pig iron market is shown by the fact that
prices of that grade are $1 higher per
too than Bessemer. Finished iron and
steel has been active, implement and
wagon manufacturers buying heavily ot
steel bars which are nominally $2 per ton
higher.

Iron Market Still Strong.

Despite the fact that tin plate mills are
booked for five months ahead, the leading
interest continues to take orders at $4
[)•'!• box. Testimony to the activity in
hardware is well nigh unanimous. Chi-
cago reports demand active beyond all
precedent. Jobbers in cutlery and build-
ers' hardware at New York report In-
ability to secure supplies fast enough.

The analysis of the cotton market,
given a week ago, to the effect that the
market was on a dead center an<i tnat
the position appeared to be over-bought,
was confirmed this week by the sharp
break of nearly one-third of a cent in
futures and of one-fourth of a cent in
spots, brought about by tired, long liqui-
dation. A more cheerful tone developed
at the decline, however, and covering in
anticipation of the holidays recovered a
portion of the loss. Wool is qukt. Mills
are busy on previous orders. Men's wear
clothing is dull. Boots and shoes are
dull and new business Is smaller. Ship-
ments for the season are a trifle smaller
than last year. Leather is quiet and
hides are dull and easy.

The leading cereals are irregularly low-
er after an apparently futile effort at bull-
ing prices. Last week's decline \u25a0 brought
in considerable export business In wheat,
and some revival was reported even in
corn. Steady buying and talk of a squeeze
in corn were reflected sympathetically in
wheat.

The talk of a. corner in July corn was
aided by the small supplies uf contract
grades, but the tendency to take prolits in
anticipation of the holiday's weakened
prices, which generally closed lower than
a week ago. Wheat crop_advices nave
on the whole been very good, though iso-
lated reports of damage in Kansas and
Oklahoma have bet* received. These, how-ever, do not agree with Bradstreets re-
ports of liberal rains in the Southwest
and the improved feeling in business cir-
cles generally In that section.

NEW YORK, March 25.-R. G. Dun's
weekly review of traut; tomorrow will
say:

Favorable weather greatly facilitated
Easter retail trad-, the volume of trana-
aetions in all lines of wearing apparel
being of exceptional magnitude. Activ-
ity was by no means restricted to the
specialties, however, the general ilistri
butioii of merchandise exceeding that of
previous seasons with prices well main-
tained. A distinct evidence of the vigor
of legitimate trade is found in the de-
cline of only 21.4 per tent in bank ex-
changes at New York, notwithstanding
the fact that transactions at the stock
exchange wore not more than a third of
those In the corresponding week last
year, while at other leading cities clear-
ings exhibited a gain of 9.8 per cent over
last year, ami lft.fi per cent over 1899.

Demands for an eight-hoar day after
May 1 by the blast furnace men was the
most disturbing feature in the iron and
Bfceel .industry, and tHAa is not causing
much alarm, as an agreement will prob-
ably be reached during the intervening
month. Production is now beyond all
previous records, and the movement of
coke la heavy, although the early opening
of lake navigation may withdraw some
of the transporting facilities which can-
not be spared.

Demand for Implement Stoolc.
Buying has been notably active, la

bars for implement makers, and pro-
ducers have sold their entire outputs
so far ahead that new business is not
sought Many plans for immediate
structural work have been abandoned,
owing to the insufficient supply of avail-
able material. On the other hand, there
are reports of reselling- contracts for
rails and other supplies by consumers
vvhn have secured larger deliveries than
will be needed. The appearance of this
speculative element would be ominous if
quotations were more excessively in-
flated. Aside from the advance in bar
iron at Pittsburg to $I.SO and foundry
iron at Chicago to $18.50, there are no
important price changes. Southern fur-
nace products having decided to post-
pone the contemplated advance.

A severe reaction occurred in cotton,
due entirely to the excessive speculative
purchases, which made .the market top-
heavy. A slight re-fovery in coffee from
the bottom price must be attributed to
aggressive option buying; as the statisti-
cal position is not Improved, Brazil re-
ceipts exceeding last year's high record
to date by over a third.

A temporary redaction in refined sugar
was quickly restored, as the market for
raw grades became very strong. Moats
again advanced in the face of easier
grain, a helpful influence being the larg-
est single order ever placed for the Brit-
ish a: my.

Weakness appeared in the cereals early
In the week, when there was a certain
unanimity about encouraging weather
reports and increased acreage. Subse-
quently there was partial recovery owing
t.> less cheerful news from Kansas and
Oklahoma, but the net result for the
week was a decidedly lower range of
prices. Wheat exports materially de-
clined from the satisfactory record of
4.677,498 bushels last week, to only 3,088,-
--('42 oushels this week, which compares
with 3,996,832 in the same week last year.
There was a decrease in Western receipts
to 2,747-OM bushels, against 4,052,508 a
year ago, but the differ'nee in arrivals
of corn wore less striking, 1,976,064 bush-
els, against 2,682,yiS a year ago. Atlan-
tic shipments of the minor cereal were
only i:fe,:j-t4 bushels, compared with 2,?16,-
--461 in l'JOl. According to an analysis
"of the official returns by a Liverpool au-thority, there will be only 13.'
bushels of wh^at in this country at the
close of the crop year, but the state-
ment is based on exports for the last
tour months of half as much as the
record-breaking shipments of the preced-
ing eight months, which is extremely
improbable.

Further alteration in the figures should
be made to allow of the underestimate
of the total crop.
