THE \EW jIUJHORT.

An act of the extra session of the legis-

lature has made it possible for the cities
of St. Paul and Minneapolis to folfow the
lead of other cicies and build an armory
on the city's account. The law of 1891
makes it mandatory for cities to provide

armories for the national guard. This
legal obligation has heretofore been dis-
charged by the city of St. Paul through a
yearly lease on a frame building at an
annual cost of $4,000.

The companies of the national guard
owning the present site and armory, as a
result of twenty years' savings, have of-
fered to donate it to the city provided a
suitable armory shall be erected thereon,
the annual allowance for maintenance to
be thereafter reduced to $2,500.

Buffalo is now building an armory at a
cost of $1,000,000. Portland, Or., owns an
armory costing $300,000.

Since-the providing of armoijr facilities
is a municipal duty which must be dis-
charged one way or another, St. Paul
cannot do better than to embrace the op-
portunity afforded by the tender of the
Armory association and the law just en-
acted, and build an armory which will be
a credit to the city.

STORM SKASOX OI'JSXS.
Pittsburg was the city selected by th©

king of the winds for his opening en-
gagement in this year of grace. A
storm of such ferocity that it unroofed a
church and buried a large number of
people in the debris raged in that city
Sunday. Many were severely injured, and
death will claim some of them. The de-
struction of property was heavy.

Almost at the same time a furious
storm swept over parts of Michigan, and
there was a downpour of rain in Ten-
nessee, accompanied by such high wind
lhat immense damage resulted.

Such reports seem to be growing in
frequency the last few years. Not so
many years ago a tornado or hurricane
was almost unknown. But they have
been coming with increasing persistence
of late. And as the country is getting
more thickly settled more havoc is
wrought with the advent of each succeed-
ing storm. The tornado is no respecter

of persons or property; it strikes with
impartial violence the hut of the poor
and the palace of the rich.

Man's impotence is seen when his
strength is pitted against the enraged el-
ements. The strongest creations of hi*
genius are swept away as chaff when the
winds get rampant. The only safety—
and that is not absolute-is the deep cel-
lar, where, if one can lie close to the
side and escape hurt by falling debris,
he is comparatively safe. In cities,
where the population is crowded closely
together, of course there is not cellar
room for all, and when the hurricane
comes, frightful loss of life ensues. Des-
olation and lamentation are tn Its track.

The genius of man has not yet per-
fected a means to stop an incipient hur-
ricane nor mollify the fury of one full
grown. This should be a profitable field
for the wizards of the coming generation.

AGE LIMIT FOR COXGnESSMEX
The announcement from Washington that

Senator Vest, of Missouri, and Senator
Hawley, of Connecticut, are so incapaci-
tated by age as to be of slight service
as legislators for the people, calls atten-
tion in an emphatic way to a state of
things which frequently exists in con-
gress, particularly in the upper branch:
It is universally regarded as a wise pro-
vision of the constitution that no citizen
of the republic shall become a senator
until he shall have, reached the age of
thirty years. Previous to that time,
though he may have wisdom far beyond
that of the men about him. he is gener-
ally lacking in experience to a degres
which would render him an unsafe, not to
say dangerous, person to make laws for
his fellows.

On the other hand, nearly all men reach
an age eventually at which they are 30
feeble, either physically or mentally, that
they are in no condition to engage in the
business of national legislation. What

recurrence of this imposition upon the
public is worth sober thought. A conj-

monwealth frequently continues to

honor one of its citizens toy re-electing

him to an office which Ire has ceased
to be able to fill because of very pride in

his past. If a soldier or a sailor is too
old to serve his country on full pay after
he reaches the age of sixty-five years,
may wo not conclude that a senator is
too old to make rules for his fellow cit-
izens after he has reached the age, say,
of thres score years and ten? At any

rate, an amendment to the constitution
to that effect would relieve a good many

legislatures of the embarrassment of

electing a man to an office which he can-
not fill simply to avoid hurting his feel-

ings.

We have performed
the part of guardian up to the present
moment, and are about to send the word
forth into the wcrld. "Wo cannot afford
to take the risk of her failure If a littletimely aid will insure success."

The report adds that we ate bound to
care for our own people, but, after re-
viewing- the American sugar situation,
says- "It can work no injury to our
industry if we made this small reduction
on Cuban sugars. The enactment of
this bill will not affect the protection of
the sugar producers of the United States.
There i.s no reasonable pretense that tha
same reduction on other Cuban products
will injure any other American industry."

Under the pro-
visions of the bill, we should be able to
double the amount of our export trade
with Cuba, which amounts to 128,036,000
moro than that we obtained in the last
fiscal year."

In conclusion, the report says:
"It is a happy eircum.-tanee that with.

oui any injury to our own Industries and
without ihe loss of anything except
57.000.0ei or $5,000,000 of revenue, which w«
do not need, we are able to extend this
relief to Cuba and at the s*me time to
get reciprocal trade rclatlonj with her.

"Aside from the exceptional case that
Cuba presents, the action of the eom-
mlttee is in entire accord with the reci-
procity doctrine of the Republican plat-
form and the declarations of president
MeKinley and Piesident Roosevelt. It
involves no proposed revision of ihe tariff
or anything not entirely In harmony with
the. maintenance of the protective sys-
tem."
