BOY WAS POISONED

CONCLUSIVE PROOF OF ACONITE IN
TOMMY HANNON'S STOM-
ACH

RENZ MAKES FINAL REPORT

Experiments on Mouse and Guinea-
pig Leave Little Doubt in
Case—County Attorney
Will Act.

There is now but little doubt that
Tommy Hannon died of acorite poison-
ing. Dr. Renz has completed his tests
on the contents of the dead boy's ston-
ach and has made his report to Coroner
A. W. Miiler. The report is a conserva-
tive one, aud says that there is room for
a reasonable doubt, owing to the limita-
tions of- chemistry, but these are so in-
finitesimally small as to be of little con-
sideration.

A white mouse secured by Dr. Renz
died of convulsions a few moments after
a solution of the contents of Tommy
Hannon'’s stomach had been hypodar-
mically injected under its skin. Both Dr.
Miller and Dr. Renz tried the tonguas
test with a portien of the stomach con-
tents and had distinet and lasting sensa-
tions of aconite poisoning.

A control experiment was made with
a known solution of aconite on a guinea
pig and it died with the same symptoms
as did the mouse that was poisoned by
the contents of Tommy Hannon's stom-
ach. Every known test leads the doc-
tors to Dbelieve that Tommy Hannon
came to his death on March 15, as the
result of aconite poisoning.

In his report to Coroner Miller, Assist-
ant Healtn Commissioner Renz states
that there is room for a reasonable dcubt
due to the possible presence of “such
alkaloids for which we have at present
no test.” The doctors state as a chemical
fact that alkaloids are so numerous that
an ordinary large-sized dictionary would
not contain the names of them all, and
of these there are a great many whose
properties are not definitely known. The
chemist in making his tests is never pos-
itive until he has exhausted every posci-
ble chance of an error in any respect, and
it being an utter impossibility to experi-
ment for all the known and unknown al-
kaloids, Dr. Renz has inserted his clause
of a ‘reasonable doubt. 'The words
‘‘reasonable doubt’” are used in the ma2d-
ical sense, as with chemists any doubt
whatever is a reasonable one.-

In his first report to Coroner Miller
some weeks ago, Assistant Health Com-
missioner Renz stated that there were
distinct and unmistakable signg of acon-
ite mm the boy's stomach. The medical
authorities in speaking of this form of
poisoning state that a chemical test is
hardly sufficient to determine, without
.doubt, that dGeath resclted from ti
cause, and recommend that a physiolog-
ical test by hypodermic injections be
made on an animal.

Tried on Mouse,

At 6:30 last night Dr. Renz and Cor-
oner Miller went to the health depari-
ment laboratory to experiment with the

contents of jyoung Hannon's stomacn.
The first experiment was on a white

mouse that had been secured from the
state university. A white mouse was
chosen for this test for the reason that
the ordinary house mouse in the coursge
of his existence absorbs so much poison
of all kinds that it is not exactly a fair
S_‘|,l]v¢-('t to test, for the reason that to a
Certain extent it might be immune.

A small syringe was used, an.i a small
cuantity of the contenis of Hear ¢
stomach was injected under the mous:
shin. In a few moments the mous- gave
s1gns of the poison working and shortly
afterwards it was in a convulsive state,
with all the known signs of aconite DOis-
cemng.  Thz2 convalsions lasted vut a
short time until the mouse was dead.

Coroner Miller and-Dr. ‘Renz then each
piaced a small quantity of a solution of
the boy's stomach on their tongues. Their
sensations were those laid down Ly zil
authorities for aconite, There wis a hot
numbness of the tongue, which was pcr-
sistent, lasting for a long time, and the
other symptoms were distinctly of acon-
ite.

To compare the death of the rouse
that was killed by an injection of a solu-

tion of the stomach, a guniea pig was
brought forth and some known i

was injected under his hide. The 24,
pig was soon in the same condition as

the mouse and expired in about the same
time.

This completes all the known tests for
aconite and the doctors are neariy
tive that it was the cause of the
death.
the quantity found was excc
small, but it is estimated that
able to sccure no mere than one-fifticth
of what the boy originally had in his
stomach,

The following is the report made by Dr,
Renz to Coroner Miller:

“l have the honor to report that in a2n
examination of the stomach o Thomas
Hannon, deceased, I have found the
same evidences of aconite.

History of the Case.

Tommy Hannon was the fourth child
of Michael Hanunon, a laborer employed
at the Minnesota Malleable lron works
to die under the same mysterious cir
cumstances since last July. He was
found dead in the family woodshed., and
a post-mortem gave sufficient evidence
to warrant a closcr investigation. At the
time of his death the father and mother
were both absent, and the only member
cof the family of reasonable age at home
was a sister, Mamie Hannon, aged six-
teen,

Thes» circumstances were almost ex-
actly the same as in the three previous
deaths. In July a fifteen months old
child died while both parents were ab-
sent. In August a child three years of

age died under almost identically the
same circumstances. Johnny Hannon,
five, was the next {o die, and the

s of his death coincided in almost
¥ particular with the previous on

¢ 3.
When Tommy Hannon dled the neighbor-
hood becamez suspicious and the officials
were called in to investigate,

Since the advent of the officials on the
sceéne the Hannon family has become reti-

cent. The girl, Mamie, is of hysterical
type, and whenever there are visitors
there she is given a sign to keep still,

and .other times she hides in the celiar.
The family, at the time of Tommy Han-
non's death, lived at 1031 Minnehaha ave-
nue, but have since moved to Margaret
street, near the Sibley school.

BETHEL MUST MOVE

MR. MORGAN'S HISTORIC CRAPT
INTERFERES WITH USE
OF LEVEE

COUNCIL IS LIKELY TO ACT

Pressure Hrouzht to Secure Pas-
sage of Ordinaunce Regulating Use
of Levee and Appointing
Rules for Boats.

Rev. Morgan's Bethel boat Is to be in-
vited to betake itself to some other loca-
tion less liable to interfere with those
who have occasion to use the levee front.
A resolution ordering its removal wili
probably be introduced at the next meet-
ing of the board.

The levee is now in a disorganized con-
dition owing to the improvements being
made by the Union Depot company, and
this fact was made the basts of a visit
to City Engineer Rundlett by a deiegation
of rivermen, who asked that the work ve
hurried up. A protest against the present
location of the Bethel boat was also
lodged.

Between the Diamond Jo warehouse, the
Bethel boat and several rotting shells i
the shape of dismantled barges, the pubij¢
levee is in a manner barred to mecoming
boats, this being shown yesterday when
the steamers Twin City and the Cyclons
attempted to tie up for the night. One
found a landing, but the other was com-
pelled to stand well out in the stream and
throw a plank onto the wall near the Mil-
waukee tracks.

The legal department has had iis at-
tention ‘called to the Diamond Jo com-
pany, whose warehouse now occupies fully
one-third of the levee. "'he ordinance
granting it the right to use a portion or
the levee for its warehouse specitied that
a four-foot space should be left between
the building and the river wall, but this
provision has been ignored.

The ordinance also specitied that other
boats should have the use of it. 1f de-
manded, but the manner of construction
practically prohibits this. The building is
almost flush with the water lime; and ren-
ders fully 100 feet of the levee useless 10
other than boats of the Diamcnd Jo size
and class.

Considerable pressure is belng brought
to bear to have the council pass an ordi-
nance regulating the use of the levee, and
making rules which all boats patronizing
the levee would be compelled to obey and
recognize. Tt is estimatea that fully four
lines of steamers, in addition to many
small craft, will use the levee as landing
headquarters this season. T'he levee, :s|
soon as the union depot improvements are
completed, will be the best In the North-
west. A solid sea wall lines its entire
front, broken at intervals by steps for the
benefit of small craft.

Tecday a meeting of those interested In
the harbor line which the government 1s
about to establish will be held at the
army building. In its relation %0 the
West side especially, the city is greatly
interested, and City Engineer Rundlett
says he will be present. On the \West side
many of the manufacturers, and es ially
the railroads, are desirous that tae line
be set as far out as possible.
