HERBERT GALLEHUGH, CHARGED
WITH MURDER, NOW ON TRIAL

Three Jurors Chosen—Defendant
Claims That He Shot Collins to
Maintain His Wife's Honor—Also

Self-Defense—The Trial

Will Probably Commence Today.

The trial of Herbert N. Gallehugh for
murder is now on before Judge Simpson.
It was called yesterday. Gallehugh is the
man who shot and killed Charles Collins
in the San Angelo hotel on March 7. Col-
lins was the colored cook at the establish-
ment. The crime was committed just
about the dinner hour when Collins was
busy attending to his duties. Gallehugh's
reason for the shooting is, that it was
dore in defense of his wife's honor, who
wes also an employe of the hotel. He
ciaims that Collins made advances to his
wife that were cbjectionable.

Gallchugh also claims that Collins at-
teched him with a large carving knife, or
rather that he was coming towards him
and the shot was fired practically in self-
defense. Some of the witnesses who were
present at the time claim that they did
not see any knife. This evidence was
brought out during the coroner’'s inquest.

Harrison’s attention was again called to
the fact that Mr, Piilsbury was not pres-
ent, and inquiry showed that he bhad
never made an appearance. This made
Judge Harrison angry, and h{ immediate-
ly. calied Deputy Woodcock add issued an
attachment summoning %r. Pillsbury to
appear under pain of punishment for
contempt. Half an hour later he was
brought into court.

Mr. Pillsbury explained that he had
been admitted to the bar, and that he
therefore considered himself exempt from
petit jury duty. It developed. however,
that, although a graduate of the Minne-
sota School of Law. Mr. Pillsbury had
never ergaged in the practice of the le-
gal profession.

lionaire, whos2 .body was interred in a
vault at Asbury Park yesterday.

The Bennett will will not be probated
until April 21, but the first line of the
will indicates that the Minneapolis man
is to be the chief beneficiary. The dis-
posal of the estate Is the cause of much
discussion in New York, where the old
millionaire was well known. Mr. Shat-
tuck’s sister was the wife of Mr. Ben-
nett.

Peter McNulty, of Pittsburg, who for
several years had charge of a portion of
Mr. Bennett's real estate, consisting of
the Bijou theater and the Bijou office
building, and who was a close friend of
Iiennett, has said: “The principal bene-
ficiary in the will, I think, will be Mr.
Shattuck. Laura Bigger, the actress,
will also come in for a neat sum. ‘What

is left will be spread amowg his old em-
ployes and friends.”

SECT ADOPTS BABIES

et

RELIGIOUS ORDER BELIEVES IN
SPIRITUALISM, VEGETARIANISHM
z AND COMMUNISM

PREFERS TO TRAIN YOUNE

Think It Better to Fducate Ten
Children Properly Than Reform
Forty Adults, as the Former
Have More Influence.

NVER. ril 15.—A new religious
sethFfvl‘uif:f w:sptounded in Denver about
two years ago, came into public notice
when incorporation papers were filed with
the secretary of state for the Brotherhood
of Light, an association which was form-
ed not for pecuniary gain, but “for the
advancement of the human race.”” Some
of the beliefs of members of the brother-
hcod are odd. <

They believe to a degree in spiritualism
—that angels have the power and on cer-
tain occasions do communicate with mor-
tals of the proper character,

They are vegetarians, and eat
grains, fruits and nuts.

They believe so much in moderation
that those of the members who perform
the lighter grades of work eat only one
meal a day.

Members Must Give Up Property.

Those who become members of the in-
ner circle of the brotherhood surrender all
their holdings, real and personal, to the
brotherhood and live in @ community.

The chief work of the brotherhood is
the adoption of outeast and castaway
babies, taking care of wa€em, and train-
ing them in the beliefs ot the order. It
is intended to keep them in a home, where
they will be instructed, until they are
fourteen years old. After this they will
be sent out into the worid, in charge
of a competent ‘“guide,” and will be shown
all there is to see. If, after this experi-
they will be instructed, until they are
free to go. If, on the contrary, they de-
sire to devote their lives to the work of
the brotherhood—it is believed that their
early training will accomplish this—they
will be made members of the inner circle
and will take up the work of training
children as they have been trained.

Order Owns House and Farm.

L. W. Van Dyke, chief bookkeeper of
the Columbia Savings and Loan associa-
tion, is one of the founders of tue order,
which originated in Denver. Mr. Van
Dyke has been a student of theosophy
and a follower of most of the new reli-
gious movements, but he believes that
his own is superior to any which has yvet
been originated. It embodies in some
cases certain features of theosophy and
spiritualism. The Brotherhood of Light
has commenced its work by securing a
large house and thirty acres of land,
located about one mile southeast of Uni-
versity park. Members of the brother-
hood farm the land and care for five
children, who have been in training for
the work since they were infants.

“We desire to have the personal ele-
ment subdued as much as possible,” said
Mr. Van Dyke. “We are just getting a
start but within a few months we in-
tend to file on a large tract of govern-
ment land and establish our colony. We
will build our own irrigation system and
make the colony self-supporting trom ihe
start. One of our principles is that we
never run in debt.

All Earnings Go to Society.

There are severa] of us at present who
are engaged in other business, but we put
all our earnings into the brotherhood ang
soon we expect to go into the colecny and
devote the rest of our lives to the work.

“We have several children promised to
us which wz will get as soon as they are
born. Our hope is that the children we
bring up will take up the work as they
grow older and that in thig way a new
race will spring up.

The brotherhood asks for no charity,
but will carry on its work with funds
secured by the labor of its members. It
intends to secure its babies largely from
hospitals and asylums. It will teach them
as they grow up that they must marry
only for love and that they are to be
allowed to marry but once. If they are
vnhappy in the wedded state they will be
permitted to geparate, but not to remarry.
They believe that a new revelation has
ccme to the world which will supersede
all the old teachings, and they preach
the brotherhood of man as well as the
Gosped of the Creator.

Believe Sin Punished on Earth.

They do not believe that a great lead-
er will appear, as in the case of the old
prophets, but expect that the light will
be shed upon all. They do not believe
in eternai punishment, but heold that
wrongdoings are punished on earth, and
that after death the spirit lives and ai;l;
mortals to perform their work. Th«%a
truths are taught by the angels, who
also inspire them with knowledge as to
the best way in which to accom;»llsh their
ends.

The brotherhood is composed of two
branches, an outer council which gives
two degrees—Star and Dawn—and an in-
ner circle—the Holy Ceovenant. Those
who join the inner circle devote their life
and their wealth to the work. They have
formed lodges in the cities between New
York and San Francisco. They do not
seek recruits to the order, believing that
the persons who are best fitied to take
up the work will be sent to them by di-
vine guidance.

Members Leaving Lose All.

Another of their beliefs is that it is
better to properly educate ten children
than to reform forty adults, holding that
the children, as they grow up, will dis-
seminate a wider influence. Members of
the inner eircle are provided with food,
clothing, education and a home, but all
the money derived from their labor goes
for the furtheranece of the work. Any
member who veoluntarily leaves the in-
ner circle loses everything which he has
donated save his elothing and jewelry,
Members of this circle are named as min.
isters, having the power to perform mar-
riage ceremonies and officiate at funer-
als.

The officers named in the articles of
incorporation are L. W. Van Dyke, chief;
Mary A. Elliott, recording secretary; G.
C. Rose, financial secretary; directors, F.
J. Elliott, F. A. Sutor, Minnie E. Wheel-
er, Albert A. Bass and Grace A. Bass.
There are now about thirty members of
the order,

FLOUR FORCED UP
BY ENGLISH DEALERS

New Duty Imposed by Government
Added to Prices by Agree-
m:ent of the Millers.

LONDON, April 15.—The Association of
Millers, at a meeting held in Liverpool
today, decided to advance the price of
fiour by a shilling a sack and ts add
the new duty of 5 pence per hundred-
weight on all flour delivered before May.

Thnere was a heavy slump in sugar at
Liverpool today. Prices fell 9 pence to
a shilling early in the day, with the
prospect of a further decline in conse-
quence of there being no alternative in
the sugar duty. Speculators had heavily
stocked themselves with sugar in antici-
pation of a possible increase in the
price. %

Following the example of tae Liverpool
millers other millier associations through-
out the country raised the price of flour
by a shilling a sack. The grain dealers
of Devonshire advanced the price of grain
by a shilling per quarter.

SPECIAL LAWS NEEDED

In an Address to the National Man-
ufacturers’ Association, T, C.
Seareh VUrges the Members to
Loock Carefully to Their Foreign
Trade, Which Is Decreasing.

INDIANAPOLIS, April 15—The sev
enth annual convention of the National
association of Manufacturers convened

here today and was called to order by D,
M. Parry, of Indianapolis,

A Michigan delegation of twenty or
more is advocating George H. Barbour,
of Detroit, for the presidency. The presi-
dent today appointed him chairman of
the ‘committee on rules and order of
business.

Charles A. Schieren, of New York, an-
other candidate for president, was chair-
man of the committee on resolutions.

D. M. Parry, of Indianapolls, another
man discussed for the presidency, it is
urderstood, will receive backing in the
Central and Western states. -

In his annual report President Theo-
dore C. Search, of Philadelphia, called
attention to the declining exports of
American manufactured products, and
urged manufacturers not to neglect their
foreign customers in this era of extraor-
dinary home demand, lest in times of de-
pression they should find their foreign
trade destroyed, and no export outlets for
ih(: surplus of an overstocked home mar-

et.

Reciprocity formed one of the chief top-
ics of the report, and the work of the
national raciprocity econvention, which
i"was held in Washington last Nevember,
vnder the auspices of the association, was
reviewed at length. Mr. Search main-
tained that the Washington convention
was _thoroughly representative of the
manufacturing interests of the country,
and its action indicative of the true senti-
ments of the manufacturers concerning
reciprocity. Assuming the doubtful
chances of any action on the pending
treaties of reciprocity with France and
Argentina, he declared that further de-
velopment of the reciprocal trade idea
depended upon the possib lities of sp:cial
legislation like that for which the pro-
goﬂtm concession to Cuba affords a prece-
ent.

PREFERS DEATH T0 LOVE

YOUNG GIRL SO HATES SUITOR AND
SHE CONTEMPLATES SUICIDE

Pugilist’s Unwelcome Attentions
and Threats to Kill if His Affec-
tion s Not Requited Drive
Her to Despair.

CHICAGO, April 15. — Distracted by a
score of letters which contained threats
against her life, Delia Hoff, seventeen
vears old, was on the point of leaping
into the lake, when Detectives Duback
and Ptacek, of the Stanton avenue sta-
tion, grasped her.

The writer of the threatening letiers,
the girl said, was ‘Jack” Angels, who
bad been forcing his attentions on he:.
The continued threats preyed on the
gi'irl‘s mind until she decided to end her
life.

Detectives Duback and Ptacek wero
seeking a thief who, they learned, had
gone toward the lake shore.

They were walking along the beach be-
tween Thirty-sixth and Thirty-seventh
streets when they saw Miss Hoff stand-
ing at the end of the 100-foot pier be-
tween the two streets.

She held her red cap in her hand and
gazed down into the water. Her dark
hair, short and curly, was blown about
her face by the wind.

Rather Drown Than Marry.

The young woman at the very end of
the pier seemed irresolute. One foot hung
over the water and moved impatiently.
The detectives ran out to where she
stood. She turned and looked at them,
and then as they seized her she burst
into tears.

“¥'d rather jiunp into the lake than
marry him,” she exelaimed.

The detectives then took the girl to
the Stanton avenue police station. She
refused at first to make any statement,
and while sitting in a chair in Lieut.
Sullivan’s office began to cry.

Finally Desk Scrgeant James Allen, aft-
€r a number of questions, succeeded in
getting the girl to speak.

Worried by Unwelecome Suitor.

“T was so worried about that fellow
that I was going to jump into the lake,”
she said.

The sergeant sent a detoctive. after tha
girl's mother, Mrs. A. Cherry, a modiste
at 90 Trirty-third street. Within a few
moments the mother arrived. She ran
across the lieutenant’s office and threw
her arms abcut her daughter’'s neck and
began sobbing. After a few minutes it
was explained to her how her daughter
came to the station.

“No, mother,” said Miss Hoff, “T wasn’t
going to jump in. I only went to look
at the water. 1 had nothing to do at
the store.”

Mrs. Cherry said that the girl was em-
ployed on Calumet avenue, and that
she had been working there for some
tim® She said for the past year and a
half “Jack” Angels had been forcing his
attenticns on the girl.

Believes Threatening Letters.

She said that she discovered one day
that Angels was a prize fighter and had
been arrested a number of times on va-
rious charges. Then she refused him ad.
mittance to her home or to meet her
daughter. .

As a result, she sald, a letter came
threatening the girl's life if she did not
marry him. Following this came other
letters, she asserted, making the same
threats if she had him arrested.

About a month ago, she sald, he met
the girl when she left her home one
evening and struck her with his fists,
Then came another letter threatening
death, she said, if Deila did not marry
him. All of these letters were destroyed
by the girl against the advice of the
mother. Several other letters followed,
but were returned unopened.

Miss Hoff became despondent and
brooded much over her trouble. She told
her nicther she was afraid of the young
man. Once she left ker home and went
to the West side in zn endeavor to hide
herself. Mrs. Cherry said ‘she feared for
the yocung woman’s sanity because of the
trouble.

It Is a Suicide’s Pier.

This story was repeated ¢o Lieut. Sul-
livan He advised the mother to take
the girl away for a time and said he
would look after ‘“Jack” Angels.

R. Sheflcr told the pclice that he saw
the young woman on the same pler
Wednesday afternoon. rle said he spoke
to her but could get no reply.

He said he feared she contemplated
suicide and waited there with her. At

last, he said, the young woman went
away.
The pier upon which the girl was

found by the detectives is the same one
uvnder which Jennie Hickey's bedy was
found over two years ago.

PHILADELPHTA, April 15.—The twenti-
eth century is about to produce a novelty
in theaters.

Mrs. Gertrude Andrews, for some years
the press agent of a Brooklyn place of
amusement, is to manage the new theater,
which will be opened in the autumn, un-
der the name of “Fulton Street Theater.”
It has been known as the Criterion, but
in its new departure must have a new
name. Miss Etta Reed is the owner.

Says Theater Has Mission.

Mrs. Andrews has decided ideas on the
subject of theaters, some of which she
expressed thus yesterday: ‘I believe fully
in the mission of theaters, and would like
to shake hands with Miss Jane Addams,
of Hull house, over her speech, recently
reported. She was entirely right when she
said that church, school and _theater
should go hand in hand in the work of
helping humanity. The right kind of
plays will convey lessons in the most
foreible way, without a word of preach-
ment, I do not mean the goody-goody
plays, but plays of real life, without
saints—as life is—and with no more than
the average allowance of villainy.”

Mrs. Andrews thinks that there is a dis-
tinct gain in the fact that women are
beginning to enter the “business door of
the stage.”

Matinee Bables Who Attend.

“Women are particularly fitted for the
business- of the ‘theater,”” she asserted.
They know what women like and how to
make things pleasant for them. The
time will come when they will take an
active part in the housekeeping details of
the theater, for the essentially hospitable
side of this form of amusement is* begin-
ning to be felt more and more, In the
theater for which I am press agent we
have a well-equipped nursery, with eriba,
and maid, so that mothers can bring their
babies to.the matinee and be frce to en-
joy it. Sometimes it is the only diversion
the poor women have in their lves. It
enables them, too, to come with their hus-
bands when otherwise they would be
compelled to stay at home. Why, we have
‘matinee babies’ who come once a week
regularly. This nursery is a feature wm.-E
we shall include in the new theater, too0.
