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the early development of the West much
of loneUnebs, of discouragement, of men-
tal depression, must have entered into
the otherwise busy lives of the women
who helped to establt&h new homes so
far away from all earlier interests.

The sundering: of previous ties must
ever be a serious matter to both men and
women. The planting: of new homes in a
strange land produces many heartaches
for both; but in proportion as the lives
of women are of necessity narrower,
more restricted and subjected to less va-
riety than those of men, so much greater
is the strain upon her endurance. It i3
not that she lacks occupation. There la
sure to bo enough to fill her time. What
she needs rather is something which shallkeep the mind, as well as the body, in a
perfect state of health: something which
shall induce looking out, as well as in;
introspection to a certain degress is nec-
essary to a correct mental poise, but too
much is disastrous.

Nothing has ever so completely met
this need as the woman's club. The wis-
dom of this movement is, fortunately, no
longer a debatable matter; it is an es-
tablished fact, good for women to enjoy
in more ways than one.

Sioux Falls was but two years removed
from Ihe incorporation when the needwas feit for club life among those wom-
en who appreciated the value of sympa-
thy and unity. As usuar, whenever a
movement for good is desired, some one
is found to promote it. Mrs. Dr. Watsonhad brought with her from her home in
Grand Rapids, Mich., an understanding
of the value of club work among women,
and a sufficient knowledge of the routine
work to be of value is a leader; withMrs. Wilkes. a Unitarian minister, as col-league, the effort was made, the work be-gun.

It seems a far cry from the prosperous
club of today, under the same eld name,
back to the little band of six earnest
women who met at the home of one of
them one day in January, 1879, to draft
a line of study for the ensuing year.
During the succeeding years of Mr.^
Watson's stay in Sioux Falls she re-
mained the life and ruling spirit of tho
Ladies' Histon^ club.

Today but one of that little band of
six, Mrs. D. S. Glidden, remains a mem-ber of the club which she was instru-
mental in organizing, and at few of the
meetings during all these twenty-three,
years has she failed to be present; never
losing her interest, always dependable,
noting many landmarks along the way
which prove a never-failing source of on.joyment to those who have come aftr-r.

While there are other clubs in Sioux
Falls of women alone, organized for va-
rious objects of mutual interest, each one
of value as representing unanimity ofpurpose, the largest is now this sameLadies' History club, which has enlarged
its proportions during the years from six
members to more than eighty.

It is now, as it has always been astudy club. During its earlier years' itwas a purely historical club; then a fewyears of more diversified programmes,
touching many subjects; then again tak-ing up, by mutual desire of Its members
continuous history of especial countries'with their literature and art.

For many years the club possessed no
permanent abiding place, meeting at the
homes of its members, or in the evenings
at the offices of various lawyers, whofelt kindly disposed towards the organi-zation Indeed, the public I •';
always looked with kindly favor upon
the Ladies' History club, realizing that
it is a force for good in the community.
In 1892 this club joined the General

Federation of Weir.en's Clubs; but aftereight years' membership, has withdrawn,
feeling convinced that the value receiv-
er! from connection with the General Fed-
eration, under its present form, was not
commensurate with the financial outlay.
It is at present represented in the Gen-
eral Federation only through the State
Federation, of which it is a member.

From the first meeting of *hi> club, its
continued desire was to see established a

public library, and every effort was made
in that direction. Progress was neces-
sarily slow, but in the absence of faint
hearts, success was sure. One leading
club collected and donated $50, to which
wag eventually added $S5. This vast
amount was expended in books, and h< r«
was the nucleus of a public library.
Shortly after this the Histo-y club was
enabled to add more books, and finally.
in connection with the Humboldt club,
another literary organization, was en-
abled to bring about the incorporation In
18SG. of the Sioux Fall Library associa-
tion.

Expert Dyers Must Have Keen Rye*

Most persons think th»y have a' fair
discriminating 1 power in matching \u25a0

but a little test will usually show that
their power in that respect is wa
below the highest standards.

An expert in dyeing fabrics in a mod-era m!ll or factory requires first of all
unusual powers of judging colors, and
the keenness and accuracy of his eyes
in this respect is something remarkable.

While most persons can easily distin-guish between 1 pink, scarlet, cardinal and
magenta, when seen separately, it la
a test to point thrm out accurately when
mixed together in the dyerhouse. Buieven this f'^nt is small compared with the
work of distinguishing the different deli-
cate shades which are used for dy Ing.
In the dyehouse one must be able to
discriminate accurately and quickly, for
example, between a dyed color of 1 per
cent and 1.1 per cent. Place these two
dyes together and not one in a thousand
would see any difference between them,
unless they had been trained to judge
colors. The difference is so delicate thateven experts sonfetimes require the two
shades together to make an accurate de-
cision.

The power of judging colors is a matter
of training the memory. The mo^-.ire-ment of this color memory decides the
man's actual worth to any dyeing estab-
lishment. It is a pretty serious and ex-
pensive matter to have dye experts makeerrors in matching colors, for thousands
of yards of material may be dyed before
the mistake is detected.

"One- might think that this exacting
work of matching and discriminating be-
tween colors would be hard on the •
explained a factory superintendent. "but
just the reverse is the case. The
grows in strength and keenness, and
the powers of color memory b> come ab-
normally strong. If an .-xpert had to deal
entirely with one color or shade his eyes
