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RATE HEARING TODAY

Passenger Officials Before
Commission Regarding
Tariff Reduction

CONSIDER DALY’S BILL

It Is Not Thought Any Action Will
Be Taken at Meeting, as Railroad
Men Are Not Sure as to What

Information Is Wanted.

Today the passenger officials of the
roads operating in Minnesota will appear
before the railroad commission in con-
nection with the Daly resolution passed
@t the last session of the legislature, pro-
viding for a hearing in the matter of
pasenger rates within the limits of the
state.

The question at issue is as to the rea-
sonableness of the present passenger rate

of 3 cents per mile. The resolution
requires the roads to show cause w!ly
they cannot operate at a 2)-cent-a-mile

rate with a profit.

1t is likely that the hearing will re;ult
in a postponement as the railroad oﬁ‘icu_tls
say they do not know exactly what in-
formation the commission desires and the
commission itself does not appear to be

particularly clear upon the point.. 1t
will require numerous tables, divorcing
the freight earnings from the passenger

earnings, the receipts within the state
from those outside tae limits and several
other problems which will take consider-
able time to prepare to get at the facts.

The resolution does not require any ac-
tion on the part of the commission further
than an investigation and a report as to
the advisability of ordering the rate re-
duced and it is not thought that the com-
mission will make any suggestions in the
matter at all, contenting itself with re-
porting the statements of the railroad
officials back to the legislature.

The passenger officials of the different
roads here do not believe that there will

ever be a reduction of 1% cent a
mile, but say if any reduction at all is
made it will be from 3 to 2 cents

& mile but at that they do not anticip;}le
that they will be asked by the commis-
sgion or the legislature to make this re-
duction for some time,

The reduction of the rate in the state

would cause endless confusion in titd
matter of passenger tariffs, as separate
tariffs would have to be prepared for
he operation of the lines in the state
and for those outside of the limits.

The hearing wil be at 10 o'clock this
morning.

KNAPP CONDEMNS REBATES.
Interstate Commission Before House
Committee on Commerce.

WaSHINGTON, D. C., April 21.—Pres-
fident Knapp and his assoelates -of the
interestate commerce commission, were
before the house committee on interstate
and foreign commerce today, in support
of the bill amending the interstate com-
merce commission act as to prevent rate
cutting, paying of rebates, ete.

Mr. Knapp said the defects of the law
in this particular had been long recogniz-
ed, and he favored effective legislaticn
for the prosecution of corporation carri-
ers giving rebates and otherwise offend-
ing against the law.

1f shippers who took the benefits of the
rebates were to be included in the pros-
ecution, Mr. Knapp argued, that they
should be confined to shippers ha'v.mg
guilty knowledge of the irregularities,
that the bulk of small shippers accepted
as correct the rates given by local
agents.

The extent to which rate cutting is
carried on was reviewed, and Mr. Knapp
expressed the belief that the remedies to
be apwnlied should go higher than subor-
dinate traffic managers and should reach
those who profit to large amounts as a
result of the rebate system.

WISCONSIN ROAD WILL EXTEND.

Chicago & Lake Superior to Buiid
From Cambridge to Rockdale.

MADISON, Wis.,, April 21.—The Chica~
€0 & Lake Superior Railway company,
which connects with the North-Western
at London, Dane county, today filed with
the secretary of state notice of an ex-
tension of its line from Cambridge to
Rockdale, 2.41 miles. The Del Norte
company, of Eau Claire, with $1,500,000
capital stock, filed articles of association
with the secretary of state. Its purpose
is to acquire sawmills, paper and pulp
mills and grist mills, and it is said to be
a Western enterprise. The incorpo-
rators are N, C. Norter, John S. Owen
and Eugene Shaw,

RAILWAY SUITS ARE DISMISSED.

Litigation Started by South Dakota
Commission in 1898 Ended.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., April 21.—The
filing with Clerk Pendar, of the United
States court, in this city, of orders of
dismissal in the several suits which weras
instituted in 1898 by the state board of
railroad commissioners to compel somae
of the railroad eompanies to reduce their
freight and passenger rates, has brought
to a close the prolonged litigation Dbe-
tween the commissioners and the railroad
companies. The volintary reduction of
their freight and passenger rates a few
months ago by the railroad companies re-
sulted in this action being taken.

: passenger and ticket agent, ef-
fective May 1, succeeding George I. Bat-
t® whose resignation will take effect
that date.
Another circular will authorize the re-
moval of the general freight department
from this city to Peoria on May 1.

OMAHA MILEAGE GROWS.

Extension of the M. & W. Branch
Will Be Opened May 1.

The extension of the Minnesota & Wis-
consin division of the Omaha, from Elm-
wood to Weston, will be opened May 1.
This will give the Omaha system a mile-
age of 1,606 miles. The Minnesota & Wis-
consin division of the Omaha was ac-
qQuired some time ago by the Omabha,
and the work of extending it will be push~
ed rapidly.

PLAN NEW ASPHALT COMPANY.

Two Insolvent Concerns to Be Re-
vived Under One Corporation.

April 21.—The bond-
holders’ investigating committees of the
Avsphult Company of America, and the
Naticnal Asphalt company, which re-
cently went into the hands of receivers,
helq a _joint meeting this afternoon, at
which Henry C. Tatnall, one of the re-
celvers, was present, and discussed the
plan of reorganization of the National
Asphalt company.

Nothing oflicial was given out after tha
meeting, but it is understood that the
new company will have a capital of
about §30.900,0%, of which possibly $15,-
000,000 will be in preferred stock.

COIN CAUSES SUICIDE

FOREMAN DRINKS ACID BECAUSE
HE SWALLOWED GOLD PIECE

Fears It May Choke Him, So He
Commits Suicide and Autopsy Re-
veals Money Safe in Stomach.

LEADVILLE, Col, April 21.—One of
the strangest suicides in the history or
Leadville occurred this week. John Sulli-
van brooded for two weeks over the faet
that he had swallowed a $20 gold piece,
and this morning his wife found him ly-
ing dead on the floor and an empty bot-
tle of carbolic acid told the story of his
fate. Sullivan was a section boss on
the South Park road, and about two
weeks ago, in some unaccountable man-
ner, swallowed a $20 gold piece. He was
greatly worried about this, and applied
to several doctors for relief. They toid
him that therz was ne particular danger,
supposing him to be the victim of an
hallucination, never dreaming that such
an incident had actually occurred.

A few days ago Sullivan acted so
strangely that the railroad discharged
him. i#e¢ kept insisting to his friends

that he had swallowed tne money, but 1
was thought this was one of the signs of
his unbalanced mind. He kept brooding
over the matier, and evidently determin-
c¢d to end his life. This afternoon a posts
mortem examination was made on the
body, when, to the astonishment of the
rhysicians, they found a $20 gold piece in
the stomach. Sullivan was forty-four
years of age, and leaves a wife and four
children. How or in what manner ha
swallowed the coin is a mystery that is
new puzzling the local medical fraternity.

RUSSIA’S WITHDRAWAL
DOUBTED BY JAPANESE

General Belief Is That the Bear Will
Not Vacate Manchuria in
Spite of Treaty.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 21.—The As-
sociated Press correspondent at Tokio,
writing under the date of April 5, says:

‘““The impending signature of the new
Manchurian treaty was looked upon with
some doubt by Japanese officials who,
however, regard the terms as the best
“procurable under the circumstances and
the consummation of the vexed question
if obtained, is due to the effects of the
Anglo-Japanese alliance.

“The common belief, however, is that
Russia will find some pretext for re-
maining on the termination of the
eighteen months agreed on and that she
will never really withdraw from the
province, whence she menaces the peace
of the far East.

KLONDIKE OUTPUT
WILL BE $30,000,000

Season’s Clean-Up to Be the Greatest
in the History of the North-
west Territory.
TACOMA, Wash.,, April 21.—Dawson
telegrams state melting snows have form-
ed streams sufficient to permit clean-up
operations. The washing out of gold com-
menced last week and will keep up tor
two months. During the winter the great-
est dumps in the camps’ history have
been thrown upon the banks of crecks,
insuring an aggregate clean-up estimated
at $20,000,00. The flow of gold toward
Puget sound will commence in May.
The Ottawa government last week or-
dered the Klondike authorities to throw
open for entry 4,000 lapsed and abandonad
claims which are withdrawn from the
Treadgold concession. The gold commis-
sioner’s office is rushed with men record-
ing abandoned claims which they have
staked.

CHINA IS BLAMED FOR
LOW PRICE OF SILVER

Celestial Governﬁent Is Selling in
~. Order to Pay War Indem-
nity in Gold.

LONDON, April 2l.—Financial experts
in London explain that the fall in the
prices of silver to the lowest point on
record today was caused by the fact that
China, instead of buying silver, as usual,
at this time of the year, is selling in or-
der to pay the war indemnity in gold.

It is generally believed that the fall in
the price of silver would not have oc-
curred had Londor Supported the market.
The fact that the United Stafes is sgelling
caused the decline, which is now believed
to have reached the minimum price,

GULTURE CLUB ROW

A Woman’s Organization Ac-
cuses Member of Ballot
Box Stuffing

MOREVOTES THANVOTERS

Fraud in Selecting President Excites
Anger, ‘but the Officer Herself
Is Exonerated From
All Blame.

CHICAGO, April 21.—“Stuffing the bal-
lot box’>~is the charge which members of
the Chicago Culture club have brought
against a sister member. The Culture
ciub women-know that someone manipu-
lated the vote at their recent election.
Who did the manipulating is a question
they are determined to decide.

The question has caused a panic in the
ranks of this formerly peaceable woman’'s
club, and a factional fight has been organ-
ized which promises to imperil the organi-
zation.

It was a week ago that the Culture club
elected officers for the year. Mrs. C. T.
Hood and Mrs. H. A. Phillips were the
candidates for the presidency. The elec-
tion lasted the entire day, the voting
booth occupying the hall while the club
was in executive session in the club
room. Illinois hall.

Things went smoothly enough during
the morning and at noon friends of Mrs.
Hood were fearful of defeat. Several
hours before the announcement of returns
Mrs. Hood congratulated Mrs. Phillips
upon her victory.

It was late in the afternoon when the
report was whispered about that the bal-
lot box had been stuffed. There is one
woman who says she saw the fraud ac-
complished and that she is willing to give
names.

Mrs. H. T. Currier, chief teller, scoffed
at the charge, but the club women were
ncne the less certain that it was true.

Says She Saw the Act.

When Mrs. Phillips was anounced 2as
the fortunate candidate the club cheered
her, for she was a popular choice, and
there is no charge against her in the
troublesome affair.

Upon .another woman and a friend of
Mrs. Phillips is placed the stigma and
tnere is a plan on foot to expel her from
the club. A meeting of-the club executive
committee is to be held tomorrow morning
and .the first work of the session will be
the consideration of the case.

The matter will be brought to the atten-
tion of the board by those members who
are certain of the truth of their charge,
and the woman who says she saw the
manipulation of ballots will be called upon
to give testimony.

~.uS one woeman was the only eye-wit-
ness of the affair. She says she stood at
one side of the teller's table and was un-
noticed. The false ballots, she says, were
put into the box in a handful and the
woman who put them in was nervous and
hurried.

Witness Tells Friends at Dinner.

Hurrying into the meeting hall she told
her friends what had happened, but al-
though they talked with many club mem-
bers no action was then taken. It was
after the meeting that the offense as-
sumed so serious an aspect and that the
women determined to ask discipline for
such conduct.

Those who are pushing the investiga-
tion are bound to have what they consider
an honorable termination of the affair.
They ask that the old board take the mat-
ter up and push it through.

‘Whether this will be done is doubtful,
since tomorrow’s meeting is the last
scheduled for the body. If the investiga-
tion is undertaken, however, the women
hope to arrange for extra sessions of the
board at once, which will be continued
until the truth is arrived at.

If it is 1ound that the accused is guilty
she will be asked to retire from the club
before its fall opening. If she refuses to
do this the club must consider the case
and her expulsion may result.

Accused Prominent in Society.

The plan of her friends, who have re-
pudiated the charge, is to delay proceed-
ings until the new board shall have taken
office. It is believed that this will save
the member and the club from public dis-
grace, since the majority of the members
of the new board cre friends of the un-
fortunate woman. 7The new board will not
be organized until fall and the invéstiga-
tion would be seriously delayed oy this
proceeding. :

The women who are prosecuting the case
say they will allow no delays. They are
comparatively certain of the action of i.e
old board, and if it refuses to take up .--e
casé at special session their point r---
be lost.

Under such a circumstance they have
determined to contest the election, which
would inevitably force the issue. Should
such a contest be brought about there
would be a second annoyance before the
club.

Mrs. Phillips is a popular club member
and no one would wish to force her retire-
ment. The contention on this point must
overshadow and perhaps defeat the point
of honesty, since many members would
stand loyally by Mrs. Phillips, despita
their feeling that dishonesty in the club
should be summarily dealt with.

The woman whose honesty is questioned
is a well known club woman. She is =«
member of some of the largest clubs in
the city and a prominent worker among
them. She has been named as a biennial
delegate.
