Gallehugh Says Collins Came
at Him With a Knife on

SHOT IN SELF-DEFENSE

Mrs. Gallehugh Testifies to an As-
sault Made Upon Her by Col-
lins in the Laundry
Room of Hetel.

At 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon in the
trial of Herbert G. Gallehugh for mur-
der in the first degree, after examining

* some half dozen or more witnesses, the

state rested its case.
The case was taken up yesterday morn-
ing at 10 o'clock before a packed court

room. It was an orderly crowd of inen
and women, and there were nearly as
many blacks as whites.

he heard two shots apparently about three
to six seconds apart.

Tells of the Shooting.

Martha Olson, one of the girls employzd
in the hotel at the time, was sworn, She
had been employed in the hotel cnly one
day yprior to the occurrence. She said
ihat she saw Gallehugh there that even-

apart. Collins did not have a knife.

James Howard, the detective, who made
the ar t of Callehugh at his hotel, tes-«

tified to the actions of Gallehugh dur-
ing and after his arrest, and said that
when he was told that Ccllins bhad dxr.:;i
he broke down and cried. He also said
that Gallehugh said the shooting was
done in self-defense, as well as in de-
feuse of his wife's honor.

Dr. James F. Beck testified that either
bullet would have been fatal. The blood-
stained jacket, undershirt and both bul-
lots that were taken out of the body at
the post-mortem examination were of-
“fered and 1eceived in -evidence. '

Herbert C. Gallehugh was the first wit-
ness to testify in his own behalf. %e

was married i August, 1961, in Ottgr
T county, and came to Minneapelis
last December, since which time he had
been empleyed as extra brakeman by the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway
company. He told of his struggle to sup-
port his wife and himself during the win-
1er months, because he could not get
steady employment, and of his wife final-
1y offe ring, in her humble way, to assist
him in making a living.

Complained to Husband.

She started to work on March 1 and
was consequently at the hotel but seven
days when the tragedy occurred. Ac-
cording to his story the day before the
trouble his wife told him that she did
not care to work at the hotel any longer
because of the disagreeable attentions ef
the colored coek, Collins, who persisted
in making indecent proposals to hEl“. and
offering her money to accede to _hxs in-
sulting propositions, and on the night of
the tragedy when she told him of Collins’
assault on her person in the laundry of
the hotel, and his attempts being frus-
trated by her forcible resistance until
approaching footsteps caused him to c}e-
sist, he was so overcome with a desire
10 avenge his wife's honor that he be-
came temporarily insane, and eould not
give any reason for his actions.

He also claimed that Collins came at
him with a knife and fearing that he
himself would be stabbed to death he
pulled his revolver and shot him to
death on the spot. He denied positively |
that he had premeditated the murder be-
fare he went to the hotel that night, and
that he simply went there to bid his
wife goodby prior to leaving for Chica-
X0, -

. Mrs. Gallehugh on Stand.

Mrs. Gallehugh was then placed on the
stand and testified in detail as to the
assault made upon her by Collins, and of |
her telling her husband about it; she al-’
s0 gave the details of the shooting which
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{times one

by her husband. She saw the knife in
the uplifted hand of Collins before her
husband shot him, and told of the knife
dropping mear her foot after Colling had
been shot. The only difference as re-
gards to the whole affair as stated be-
tween the state and the defense is as to
whether Collins had a knife in his hand
when he came out from behind the stesim
table to meet Gallehugh. One side claims
that he had the knife and the other claims
there was no knife in sight., When court

| adjourned at 5 o'clock Mrs. Gallehugh was

still on the stand.

QUINCY, ILL., VISITED

BY DISASTROUS FiRE.

Woman Kilied and Several Firemen
Hurt—Property to the Extent
of%230,600 Is Destroyed.

QUINCY, M., April 21. — Fire which
originated tais afternoon in the Gem City
Saw Mill company destroyed property
valued at $230,000, and caused the death ef
cne woman from shock. After consuming
the saw mill and planing mill the fire
burned over nearly ten acres piled with
luraber.

Two of the city fire steamers were
abandoned in the flames by the firemen
and converted into molten metal. ‘The
fire also burned parts of iwo bridges on
the Carthage branch of the Burlingtou
road, together with several freight cars, |
and destroyed Western Union and 1llinois
district poles and wires for half a mile
along the Burlington road.

The stables of the saw mill company,
with several horses, were burned, also a
iarge ice house and its contents, belong. |
ing to A. Cavanaugh, of St. Louis, and a
number of residences.

Several firemen were overcome by the
heat ard flames, but all were saved. The
saw mill was running with some 300
hands. It is probable the mill will not be
rebuilt. It is owned by a stoek company, |
the stock being held here, at Hannibal,
Mo., and at La Crosse, Wis. ‘

The loss on the saw mill is $69,900; on
the planing mill, $10,600; on lumber, $140,-
000. Other losses will amount to $2u,000,
The property was insured for more than
80 per cent of its full value.

LONDON, April 21.—What is called the
“Morganizing” of the greater section of
ihe Atlantic ferry is causing considerable
rerturbaticn in Great Britain. The West-
minster Gazette suggests it may be en.
titled to the grave attention of the gov-
crnment, as in some quarters it is insist-
ed that the “vital interssts of the empire
in time of war may be jeopardized by the
new arrangement,” and almost in the
same breath the paper reiterates the ar-
gument used when the combination was
first mooted that it would be a powerful
peace facter beiween America and Ureat
Britain, for.the great American finan-
ciers would find it to their own interests
to use their influence against war be-
tween the two countries.

The Pall Mall Gazette thinks the ar-
rangement gives the United States an
enormous “pull” on the Atlantic, and
that it is creditable to Great Britain that
English steamship lines shculd be domi-
nated by Americans.

The future working of the combination
appears to be provided for by a system
which is largely autcmatic, thus avoiding
the possibility of conflict in management.

SMUGGLES IN WIFE

Rich Merchant From Orient
Commissions Friend to
Import Bride.

———

CAN STAY IF WEDDED

Marriage Will Take Place Soon and
Will Add te the Very Few
Legal Unions in This
Coleny.

NEW YORK, April 21.—Chinatown is
Breatly excited over the surreptitious ar-
rival of a Chinese slave girl destined to
become the wife of one of the big fea
merchants. She has been in the colony
two or three days, and the Chinamen
have buzzed and jabbered about her and
repeated every bit of gossip with an in-
terest that could cnly be equaled should
some pretty Easisrner suddenly descend
into a Western mining camp peopled only
by bachelors.

There zre but four Chinese wives in
Chingtown. Scores of the well-to-do CF-
natown merchants have white wives, but
oniy four have wives of their own race.
As there are several thousand Chinamen
in Chinatawn, or interested in laundries
¢r other business centered there, and all
but a few necessarily in a state of single
blessedness, the arrival of a silken-
clothed, cramp-footed, almord-eyed and
altogether pretty bit of Chinese femininjty
was beund to make a stir.

Then, too, the cxistence of the Chinese
exclusion law made it necessary that the
slave girl be smuggled into the country.
As long ago as Jan. 14 the tea drinkers
and the cpium smokers gossipped as they
lolled about Moy Sing Lee's journey to
China to bring Ling Foy a wife, for which
Moy was to receive $500, besides his pas-
sage money. Now Moy is back, and
everybody except the immigration ofii-
cials knows that he brought Miss Fong
Lung with him.

Moy Sing Lee, the man who took the
1,700 mile trip and smuggled the girl into
the country, used to be a successful gam-
bler in Pe¢ll street. He lost his money
during the winter, and, being a man ot
vesolution, wit and action, was selgcted
for the girl smuggling trip by the tea
merchant.

A little over two weeks ago Moy land
ed in Victoria, B. C., with Miss Fong

Lung. He declares that at no time did
she cry for homesickness. The pair
kad no trouble to speak of until they

arrived at the Canadian border in North-
ern New York. Therz the officials look-
ed at Fong laung, tried to question her,
did question Mov Sing Lee, were told
that the girl was Moy’'s daughter, and
were proffered a dubicus passport.

After much urging Moy consented that
ijust one peep he had of little Miss IFong.
At this private view twne slave girl dis-
playved 2as much animation as a painted
canvas. 'The stolid fatalism of her race
was personified in her attitude, her un-
Guestioning elance, her perfect air of
indifference. She was bundled in silks in
a dark little room hung with blue-figur-
ed China silks, high up in a mean, squal-
id tenement. She did not know what
fate was in store for ber, and there was
ne indication that she cared. She is sev-
en};-en vears old,and five feet four inches
tall.

No one whkn would not promise never to
reveal the girl’s hiding place was permit-
ted to see her. Ling Foy, the prospective
husband and preseat gwner of the girl,
intends to furnish a fine house in West
Ninth sirzet, where there is quite a colo-
ny of wealthy Chinese merchants, and
there little Miss Fong Lung will be taken
19 live. She will have servants and
borses. Ling says. After she is married
she cann<t b2 deported, but Moy Sing
L.ee can be sent to prison for two vears
if convicted of aiding in breaking the
exclusion law.

DR. TALMAGE’S WILL
BEQUEATHS $300,000

Widow Given the Usual Third and
the Remainder Goes Share and
Share Alike to Children.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 21.—Th»
will of the late Rev. Dr. T. De Witt Tal-
mage was filed here today. It leaves an
estate valued at more than $300,000, of
whielr abput $250,000 is in personal prop-
erLy consisting of secured notes, United
States 4 per cent bonds, stock and cash
in bank, furniture, pictures and house-
hold effects.

The real estate is worth about $50,000,
comprising his house at 1400 Massachusetts
avenue, in this city, ard property in East
Hampton, L. 1., and in his former home,
Brooklyn,

The Washington T.oan & Trust company
is named as executor and today petitioned
the district supreme court to admit the
Wwill to probate. All the heirs at law arc
said to be entirely satisfied and have con-
sented to the probate. The will gives
“the widow's third” to Mrs. Talmage and
the remainder share and share alike
equally to all of his children and their
lineal descendants. The will is dated Feb.
3, 1828. The heirs at law are as follows:

The widow, Mrs. Eleanor M. Talmage,
of this city, and his children, Mrs. Joessio
T. Smith and Mrs. May Mangam, both
of Brooklyn; Mrs. Edith T, Donnan, Rich-

mond, Vz Frank De Witt Talmage, Cht-
cago; Miss Jennie G. Talmage, of this
city, and Mrs, Maud T. Wyckoff, Cape

Vincent, N. Y.

Dr. Talmage's widow, his son, Frank
De Witt Talmage, of Chicago, and Dr.
Louis Klepsch, of Brooklyn, are appoint-
ed literary trustees under a codicil dated

March 15, 1901. " A prior ecodicil dated
simeltancously with the will provides
that the share of the cstate to which

Miss Jennie Talmage, the only single
daughter, is entitled shall be held in trust

to the Greenwood Cemetery company, of
Brookiyn, for caring for his lots, and di-
rects that in the settlement-of the c¢state
each of the children of the testator,
“shall be charged with the amount of
advances made by me to them in my
lifetime, as per a memorandum of said
advances made by me,” and filed.

The will gives to the son Frank all the
books, manuscripts and copyrights there-
on now or hereafter secured, in trust to
superintend, manage and control their
printing, publishing and sale and gives
his son exclusive control of ail contracts
existing at the time of the testator's
death relating to all literary work, with
full and unrestricted authority to fulfill
and enforce them for the benefit of the
estate.
