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IN HANDS OF JURY

Géllehugh’s Fate Now Rests
With Twelve Good and
True Men

MADE EARNEST APPEAL

Testimony of the Case Reviewed in
Detail—Severe and Caustic Ar-
raignment Is Made by
Both Attorneys.

The testimony is all in; the judge's
charge has been given,-and the jury is
now wrestling with the problem as to
whether or not, according to the law and
the evidence submitted, Herbert G. Gal-
lehugh is legally guilty of the murder of
Charles Collins. The jury was sent out
at 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon, and at
a late hour last night had not reached an
agreement.

Yesterday was given over to the argu-
ments of the attorneys. County Attorney
Boardman took the entire forenoon 1n
presenting his side of the case, and in
his masterful and intelligent manner ap-
parently made a strong impression on ii

iry. At times he was severe in his ar-
raignment of the defendant, but on
whole he did not attempt to bias or prej-
udice the mifds of any of the jurors in
his favcr.

He went over the entire testimony en-
deavoring to point out the facts that were
in favor of a conviction, and many times
illuding to statements that were imma-
terial, and could in no way be for or
against the defendant. He also ridiculed
some of the trumped up charges, as he
called them, that had been introduced by
the defense,

Thomas A. Garrtety, attorney for the
defense, occupied about one hour and a
half in sumfming up his side of the case.
His apperal was an elocquent plea for his
client. He summed up the testimony in
a convincing manner. It was not an ar-
raignment of the negro race. He said,
“While it is true that we waded through
rivers of blecod and spent millions of dol-
lars to free them, and at the present time
receive them in our institutions, and in
many ways consider them and treat them

the

as equals, yet there is one privilegs from
which they are barred, and that is we
shut them out of our homes. Why do

we do this? Because the sanctity of our
homes is our dearest possession, and we
must preserve it pure and undefiled.”

He took the evidence up thread by
thread, and showed wherein Gallehugt
was justified in committing the deed for
which he was now on trial. The very

fact of Collins offering Mrs. Gallshugh
$5 to go with him to his room, as well
as the indecent assault he attempted upon
her in the laundry room in the basement
of the hotel, was cause sufficient to arouse
the ire of any man with red blood in
his veins and prompt him to take the law
in his own hands and wreak out vengence
upon him who would even attempt to de-
stroy the sanctity of the home in such a
manner.

Judge Simpsonm occupled about a half
hour in delivering the charge to the jury.
it was a clear, concise statement o
the law in the case. There were only
three verdicts which the jury could ar-
rive at—murder in the first degree, mur-
der in the second degree or acquittal. Thig
was deemed by many as favoring the de-
fendant, for it is thought that were they
given the privilege of finding for man-
slaughter in the first degree that penalty
might be inflicted as a compromise. Both
attorneys expressed their satisfadtion at
the absolute fairness of the charge.

The jury retired at midnight, having
reached no verdict. It was the general
¢pinion that the jury would be unable to
reach an agreement.

The bulletin of the University Summer
school will be ifsued today and several
new departures from former years will
be noticed. .

The session this year begins on Juiy 14
and will run but foar weeks on account
of the National Educational association
meetirg, which opens here on July 7.
Many applications and requests for in-
formation have been received relative to
the course, and many of the delegates to
the educational association will probably
stay over to attend the session.

Prof. Kiehle, who has so successfully
conducted former sessions, will have
charge this summer and he will be as-
sisted by Prof. Wiilis M. West and Su-
perintendent of Public Instruction John
W. Olsen.

One of the new features of the session
will be a manual training course, intendead
for those who wish to teach this subject
in public schools, and it will be conduct-
ed by Prof. J. J. Flather.

A course in methods of education will
be offered, and the three departments of
primary, intermediate and higher grades
will be conshiered. Miss Isabel Law-
rence, instructor in methods in the St.
Cloud normal school, will have charge
of this course, and she will be assisted
by Miss Margaret M. Jerrard, of the
same institution, and Miss Susanne
Miller, of Columbia university.

Miss Stella I.. Wood, of the kindergar-
ten normal school of ‘this city, will have
charge of the kindergarten department,
as formerly. Prof, 1. E. Cloyd will con-
duct a course in the history of modeérn
education. and Miss Clyde K. Foster, of
the Michigan normal school, will super-
intend the music department.

r. R. O. Beard will conduct a course
in physiology and hygiene and a co-ordi-
nate course in practical dietetics.

The course in library science, which
was instituted last year, will be extended
this year, and will be given in connection
with the state library commission.

Dr. E. E. White. of Columbus, Ohio,
will give a course of lectures on the prob-

lems and principles of school organiza-
tlon. and another on instruction and dis.

St. Paul Congressman Ridi-
cules Threats of Taking
Duty Off Wheat

INSURGENTS ARE FIRM

Senator Nelson Reassures Members
of the House That the Tariff
Issue Will Not Be Opened

Up ln‘ General.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 22.—Repre-
sentative Fred Stevens says there is no
need for alarm over the talk of allowing
wheat to come in free from Canada. This,
he declares, is idle threat which certajin
sugar trust senators are making to scare
the beet sugar contingent into abandon-
ing its sugar differential amendment to
the Cuban reciproeity bill.

The Morris amendment was put on the
Cuban reciprocity bill to kill it, and it
seems in a fair way to accomplish the
purpose. Influential senators are begin-
ning to talk in a hysterical fashion about
what they will do if they cannot have
their way, but Senator Nelson is not dis-
turbed.

He pai® a visit to the house this after-
noon and had a talk with some of the
more prominent insurgents from the
Northwest, and assured thém that the
battle was to be taken up in the senate
and waged as vig.orously as it had been
in the house.

Nelson believes that the people of the
Northwest are in sympathy with the dele-
gation in standing against the sugar trust
and in favor of protecting the beet sugar
industry. He says ‘‘the people may be cer-
tain that there is no danger of free Can-
adian wheat any more than there is of
free lumber, free iron ore, free salt or
free fruit from the West Indies.”

The senators who are threatening to re-
move the duties from these articles are
the ones who are least desirous of having
the tariff revised; and this would lead to
a general revision, including duties on
stecd, tin, leather and all the other trust
products.

For the present the Cuban reciprocity
bill will have to slumber in committee.
The absence of Spooner from yesterday's
conferénce was an embarrassment to
Cuban reciprocity senators, as they want-
ed to find just how and where the Wis-
consin man stood.

WISCONSIN SUFFERS
FROM HIGH WINDS

Many Towns Sustain Damage, and
Heavy Rains Add to the Trou-
ble in One Section.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., April 23.—Reports
from various parts of Wisconsin tell of
conslderable damage being done by the
nigh winds. Oshkosh, Waukesha, Wcod
land, Horicon, Green Bay and other
points. report small buildings blown
down, trees uprooted and similar freaks
of the wind. At Cumberland, Wis., the
heavy rains put out a foreign fire which
threatened to do great damage. At New
Richmond Arthur Roetger, aged fourteen
years, was struck by lightning while eat-
ing lunch in a school house and instantly
kiiled. '

OCONTO, Wis., April Z2Z3.—During a
heavy wind storm last night. twelve
barns near this city were wrecked, as
well as numerous smaller buildings.

LAWRENCE, Kan., April 23.—There
was no frost here last night as predicted,
but the thermometer this morning reg-
istered 35. The high wind and dust storm
of yesterday has s®bsided.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., April 23.—The
temperature today was 10 degrees higher
than yesterday, the thermometer in the
United States weather bureau registering
69 degrees. This is the hottest April day
this city has experienced in over thirty
years,

ANCIENT SEEDS GROW.

After Lying Dormant for Years They
Germinate Freely.

. Juzt how long seeds will live is a ques-
tion that it attracting much attention
among the scientists, gardeners and hor-
ticulturists of Europe at this time. The
discussion was started by the publication
of a story that a handful of peas found
in a sacrophagus of the Pharaoahso, who
died 3,000 years ago, had been planted and
had grown. The vine of these peas grew
to a height of six feet; the blossoms, in-
stead of being white, were red, with a
narrow yellow border. The pods were
a little longer than the pea at present
raised and the peas were a little larger
and sweeter to the taste,

Hundreds of well authenticated stories
have been published of seeds that had
lain dormant for years, and when, by
accident, the proper conditions for their
growth had been brought about, had
sprung into life, 2

In 1846 a preacher of Fiarlight, Eng.,
bad his old church, which had stood for
500 years, torn down, and a new church
was to be built on its site. For some
reason the building of the new edifice
was delayed. Soon a thick bed of hen-
bane sprang up where the church had
stood. Henbane was a rare plant in the
neighborhood, and an old man who
lived in the town for nearly 100 years said
that it had been very rare, even when
he was a boy,

At another place in England some
pheasant covers were cut dowd for hoop
poles. The space thus freed of shade
and thick undergrowth was almost at
once carpeted with primrose seedlings,
althcugh there had been no plants of this
variety in the neighborhood for many
vears, In another instance an oak that
as known to be over 10p years old was
grubbed up, and in a short time wild
strawberry vines sprang up where the
oak had stood.

One of the most remarkable cases was
the finding of some small seed in an old
chest in an English castle, The chest
contained papers that ncw rest in the
3ritish museum.

As a matter of senti-
ment he kept them until about three
years ago, when they had become go
moth-eaten that he decided to throw them
away.

In searching through the pockets of
the coat he felt 2 small lump, and drew
forth from the lining two grains of coran
that had been there since the “Battle
of the Clouds.” Curious to see if there
was still life in them, he planted them,
and they grew. The next year, as the
corn they produced was . urusually fine,
ke saved every grain and planted it the
foliowing year, when he again saved the
grains. Last year he planted twelve acreg
of corn” with what one might call the
grandchildren of those two veterans of
the Civil war.

Just ®ut of Indianapolis, near Broad
Ripple, is a peach tree growing that has
a remarkable history. It was planted,
or rather the seed from which it grew
was planted, about six years ago. For two
vears it has borne fruit that is not very
large, but which is unusually sweet.

The seed from which the tree was pro-
duced was carried in the pockets of thrce
men for 103 years.

*“At the beginning we have the pupil

“I seek his opinion concerning sepecific
points in the book, and he begins in these
vtalks to gain readiness of expression. As
we go on we give him other books or
other subjects, and in the course of these
earlier practice lessons we begin to teach
him voice modulation and other refine-
ments in the manner of speech.

“In due time the candidate Is introduced
to our conversation class, which is com-
posed of men, and of women, too, for we
instruct here women as well as men in
this art. The women are taught by an
instructor of their own sex.

“The subjects for conversation in the
classes, where the students meet as in a
social gathering, are selected sometimes
by myself, more often by the students.
By observation of the several students
at these gatherings I am enabled to cor-
rect defects in Dearing and manner and
gpeech and to make to them suggestions
for their further improvement.

“The subjects considered in the clagses
have, of course, 2 much wider range than
those considered in the earlier instruc-
tion. In the classes we talk of the new
books and of the magazines of the day
and of current topics of importance and
of popular interest; of the things that
would most likely be the subjects of con-
versation In any gathering.

““These, to be sure, would not cover the
