resentative Richardson today announced
his intention of pushing his resolution
demanding investigation of the alleged
bee! trust before the ways and means
committee of the house, and it is ex-
pected that he will be assisted not only
by mbers of his own party but by
some of the adfng Republicans. During
the last few days mails of congressmen
have been flooded with levers from con-
stituents pleading for action that will
relieve the country.

Representative Richardson says that he
cannot see how the matter can be con-
sidered as political measure. His reso-
lution merely calls for an investigation
by the ways and means comnlittes of
the cause of the recent increase in the
price of meats.

There Is some question as to the au-
thority of congress in premises, and as io
whether the ways and means committee
would be a proper body to conduct the
investigation should such course be de-
<•!<!•. upon.

"I am satisfied," said Mr. Richardson,
"that there is some way of getting at
this beef trust. If it cannot be reached
under present law.-, there is no reason why
we KVUId not enact legislation that will
dissolve; so rapacious and oppressive a
combintion.

THIEVES START FIRE
Safe in Brand & Wubben's

Feed Store Rilled and
Place Burned Down

THE BURGLARS ARE SEEN

Joseph Ferber Sees a Match Lighted

and Gives Alai-iu—Butcher

Shop Across Street

Eutered.

Burglars rifled the safe of Brand &
Wubben's feed store corner West Sev-
enth and Western between 11 and 11:30
last night. They then either intentionally
or accidentally set the place on fire and
while it was burning crossed the street
to Joseph Rybak's grocery and butcher
shop and rifled the cigar case. In neifh-
er place did they secure anything of any
great value, but Brand & Wubben's feed
store was totally destroyed with a large
stock of feed.

The burglars were first seen by Joseph
Ferber, 375 Yankee street, who had
been attending a political meeting in St.
Francis hall. He left the hall and started
home shortly after 11 o'clock. When op-
posite Brand & Wubben's store he cross-
ed the street and as he did so saw a
match lighted in the front office, ne saw
the faces of two men, and the outline of
a third. They saw him and immediately
blew out their light. He went on past
the store intending to secure help. His
home is a short distance away and he
went to tell his wife where he" was. He
had not gone but about 50 feet from
the store when he heard another match
crack and turned in time to see a light.
He hurried on to his wife and returned
immediately.

He then discovered a fire in the rear
end of the store where the baled hay and
feed is kept, and ran to give the alarm.
E. J. Murnane, 452 Michigan street, came
on the scene at this time, and kicked in
the front window which is near the safe.
The place was burning fiercely by this
time, and he was driven out once. tie
went back and reached l*,r the safe, find-
ing the door open. Grabbing all tne
books he could find ne got out in safety.

By this time the fire apparatus was
on the scene and the work cf putting out
the fire well under way. The alarm of
fire attracted F. C. Picha, 751 West Sev-
enth street, who was then on Western
avenue. As be came running down West-
ern towards Seventh he saw two men
dash out of a gate in the rear of Rybak'a
store. He did not pay any particular at-
tention to them at first until it became
known that the feed store had been rob-
bed. He then made known what he hail
seen.

Snyv llci'Klnrx Running.

The burglars entered the feed store by'
the front door, and it is probable that
the safe door had been left open, as it
was found in that condition by Murnane.
The cash box, which contained the in-
surance papers, was taken. Besides thesepapers there were two rings cf consider-
able value. There was no money In the
drawer, so that the burglars did not
make anything:.

Mr. Wubben had been to lodg? and was
home when the affair took place. An

officer went to his residence and brought
him to the scene. He wasn't able to
state what his loss by fire was. The
building is a small frame affair that could
be easily duplicated for $500. The stock of
feed consisted principally of baled hay,
and the entire loss will probably not ex-
ceed I&00. All the firm's books were sav-
ed.

In Mr. Rybak's store several boxes of
cigars were taken. The cash drawer was
forced open. There were only a tew pen-
nies in it and some postage stamps. The
burglars took the pennies and left the
stamps.

Took a. Few Ciirar*.

A door that leads into the meat de-
partment of the store on Western avenue
had the large pane of glass broken show-
ing the burglars entered there, as all the
broken glass was on the inside. The
burglars then, while everybody was en-
gaged at the fire, calmly walked into
the grocery department to the cigar case
which is in the front end of the store,
whtre they could easily see the blazing
building some hundred feet away. Mr.
Rybak did not know how many boxes of
cigars he had but ihe burgiars did not
get more than one-half dozen. They then
evidently attempted to get out through
the broken glass in the door but were
frightened back, as a box of cigars had
been dropped there and trampled under
fffbt.,

For some reason they feared to leave
from that door and went back through
the rear room, where the meat cutting
machinery is. A door leads from this
room to a fenced quadrangle outside. The
door is locked with a bar from the in-
side. The quadrangle is formed by a
solid fenoe about five feet high, opening
on to Western avenue with a gate. Theburglars came out of this gate when
Picha was about 50 feet distant. It is
dark here and he was not able to see
them distinctly even if he gave them thenecessary thought.

Sergeant Murnane arrested Edward
O'Connor, aged twenty-four, at Seven,
corners at 3 o'clock this morning. The
sergeant took his prisoner to Ramsey
and Pleasant and recovered fifteen boxes
of the stolen cigars hidden in a cellar.

char, who is at the county hospital, re-
covers from an operation performed Wed-
nesday he need /iot fear going to war,
for he will have a coat of mail," said
one of the young physicians who saw the
operation completed.

April 21.-The forcible de-
tention in South Africa of Albert Cart-
wright, who, while editor of the South
African News charged Lord Kitchener,
prior to the engagement with Gen. De-
wet with ordering his officers to shoot all
prisoners, formed the subject of a heated
debate in the house of commons this
•evening-.

Mr. Morley pointed out that Mr. Cart-
wright, who had served a year's im-

legal, unconstitutional and tyrannical. He
added that the explanation of Lord Stan,
ley, the financial secretary of the war
effice. who served in the South African
war as chief press censor, that the gov-
ernment did not think it desirable to in-
crease the number of anti-British propa-
gandists in this country was the most
outri geous heard in the house since Si.
mon dc Montfort invented parliament.

The secretary of state for war, Mr.
Broiirick. in the course of a reply, raised
a storm by &ayit>g lhat. although Mr.
Cartwright had served hi3legal sentence,
the Question of his liberation -was stili
sub-judiee. This brought forth a
vehement protfst from Sir William V< r-
non-Harcourt, Liberal, who declared that
such a proposition was scandalous and
contrary to the elementary principles of
freedom.

Winston Spencer Churchill, Conserva-
tive, also delivered a few caustic sen-
tences, saying he hoped the house would
force the government to withdraw within
the limits of the law and observe the
constitution. Mr. Balfour, the govern-
ment leader, came to the support of the
sorely narrassed war secretary and con-
tended that the government was justifi-
fd in detaining even a British subject
if it tloughi his wanderings were cal-
culated to injure the interests of South
Africa. Those voting for the adjourn-
ment would be <\u25a0< ndemn'ng Lord Kitch-
ner and Lord Milrer, in whose keeping,
at this moment, rested their hopes of
peace.

James Bryce, Liberal, and Sir Robert
Reid, Liberal, twitted the ministers for
again interposing Lord Kitchener as a
buffer between the government and the
house. They both scathingly denounced
the present action of the- government a3

a gross abuse of power.
The spirit of revolt spread to the gov-

ernment benches lan Malcolm, Con-
servative, who is paid to have been here-
tofore an unswerving suppcrter of the
government, warmly repudiated Mr. BaL
four's argument tfcat those voting for
the adjournment would be showing them-
selves careless of British honor.

After such an incident, he no longer
