JOHENSON NOT WORRYING.

American President Does Not Be-

lieve Lajole Injunction Will Be
Made Permanent.

PHILADELPHIA, April 24—Ban John_-
son, president of the American Baseba.l
league, arrived here today. During the
afternoon he held a conference yvlt.h
President Shibe, of the local American
league club, and counsel for the organi.
zation. In an interview President Jolsn-
scn said:

“I do not expect to see a permanent in-
junction issued against Lajoie. The Amer-
ican league will not interfere as a body
in the fight for players. Each club will
defend its own rights. As to the outcome
of this legal squabble, I do not see any
cause for worry: I anticipate a complete
and sweeping vietory for the American
league. It does not follow that becauss
the Philadelphia court had seen fit to
issue a temporary injunction that the
ruling will be made permanent. On the
contrary, after the situation has been
thoroughly reviewed, I am satisfied that
Lajoie, Frazer and Bernhardt and the
other former National league players will
be seen with the American league teams
to which they are now attached by legal
contract.”

President Shibe said:

“We shall fight this case to a finish and
shall oppose to the last ditch any attempt
to restrain Lajole from playing for us
this season.”

President Johnson left this evening for
Washington. He expressed himself as
fully satisfied with the legal situation
from an American league viewpoint. Mr,
Johnson will return here on Sunday even-
ing and will be present in eourt on Mon-
day to hear the argument on the motion
of the American league lawyers to dis-
solve the injunction against Lajoie.

Lajoie’s Attorneys Busy.

NOTHING BUT MYSTERY

Executive Body Created at Recent
Gathering of Ciub Owners
D!nmis Recent

Decision.

NEW YORK, April 24.—A meeting of
the executive commiftee of the Na-
ticnal league, the new executive bhody
created at the recent harmony session of
the big magnates, was held at the Fifth
Avenue hotel tonight.

The presence of Col. Rogers made
it apparent that the subject of the war
Letween the National and Amerlcan
leagues would be gone over at length and
a definite plan of action adopted.

It was only a few days ago that the
Philadelphia supreme court handed down
a decision favorable to Col. Rogers in the
Lajole case. Then came a restraining
order prohibitin® Lajoie from playing

league team. It was practically decidea
before the last meeting adjourned that a
fund of $100,000 should be raised for car-
rying on a war against the American
lezague. What effect the Pennsylvania de-
cision will have on any contemplated
action was one of the subjects scheduled
for tonight's session.

Just before the committee went into
session Chairman Brush announced that
no information would be given out until
a late hour. He admitted that several
matters of vital importance to the league
would be acted upon.

Soon after the committee was in ses-
sion Andrew Freedman, of New York,
and Edward Hanlon and Charles Eb.
betts, of Brooklyn, entered the meeting
room, making six of the eight clubs that
were represented at the meeting.

Late tonight a communication ad-
dressed to league umpires was given
out. It called

attention to the necessity
of these officials maintaining discipline.

Chairman Brush said that the question
of the players who left the National for
the American league had been gone over
carefully. He added:

“It will take time, however, to thor-
oughly sift the matter and decide on a
definite line of policy. No decided action
was or will be taken tonight. The com-
mittee will adjourn tonight to meet to-
morrow morning. Col. Rogers is here
and we are discussing the effect of the
g‘lzltilad%lpfl‘nq. d?lcislon.

“If you want to make money, and a lot
of it, why don't you try your hand in
making fishing flies?” asked a gallant
sportsman the other day, in response to
an inquiry as to how a woman might best
gather in the elusive dollar.

“But I don’t know how,” I objected.
“And where would a body sell them after
they were made?"”

“lI don’t know much about the business,”
said the sportsman, “but I ean tell you
what one woman did—a Mrs. Holden, who
used to live in a village up the state,
where a lot of us fellows go bass fishing.
She had been left a widow, with nothing
but her home, and of course she Lad to
do something for a living. Finally ghe
hit upon the idea of supplying us, the

transient fishermen who came up from
the city, with flies. She didn’t know
anything about flies herself, but she

knew that her husband had been in the
habit of making his own, So she over.
hauled some of his old fishing tackle,
found the various flies used, noted from
kind of materials they were made, dis.
covered the secret of their construction
and then proceeded to copy them. She
didn’t have very good luck at first: but
she persevered until she could make a
fly that equaled, if not surpassed, her
models. There was a ready sale for her
products among us fishermen, as she
gave us better flies than we were in the
babit of getting and at a lower price,
She was not long satisfied with the sales
made at home, but obtained a contract
with a cily sporting goods firm, which
took all of the flies she could manufac-
ture. She put in about one-fourth of her
time at this work, and the last I heard
of her she was selling between $300 and
$400 worth a year.”
