It is probable that the Chicago-St. Paul

roads will soon return to the old rate
shcet on through Eastern business. A
meeting of representatives of the differ-
ent roads was held at the Milwaukee of-
fice yesterday and the proposition was
discussed.

Some years ago the Soo inaugurated a
scries of low rates on KEastern business
and to protect themselves against the
competition, the Chicage-St. Paul lines
cut the rate between Chicago and the
Twin Cities to $7.50 on through Eastern

I Soo has given notice that on May
* rates will be restored to their orig-
re and the meeting of vesterday
will result in the local roads increasing

the ¢ from $7.50 to the regular fare
of $11.50,

The Western Passenger association, it
is understood, made the proposition to
the local lines to restore the rates and
it has been practically agreed upon by
all the roads.

The former or old basis to which the
rates will be restored is $31.56 for stand-
ard and $20.50 for differential lines
from St. Paul to New York. The present
Boo rate is $25 first class and $23 second

lines,

FORESTS IN A BLAZE

For Forty-Eight Hours the
Flames Sweep Through
West Virginia

PROPERTY LOSS IS LARGE

Lumber Wrecked by
Spreading of Rails, Owing to

Train 1Is

the Blaze, and Two Men

Are Burned.

WILLIAMSPORT, Pa., April 24—Dur-
ing the last forty-eight hours the furious
sweep of forest fires in the Central sec-
tion of the state has caused- devasta-
tion to a vast amount of property and
in two cases the loss of life is attributed
to the fire. From Sinnemahong comes
meager deails of the fate that befell
two men and the thrilling escape of four
others,

Mountain fires destroyed a large num-
ber of sleepers and caused the rails to
spread on Barclay’'s lumber railroad. An
engine and a dozen cars loaded with
logs were derailed. The locomotive over-
turned, pinning two of the six men rid-
ing on it under the tender. The other
four men saved themselves .with grea®
difficulty but were unable to prevent their
comrades, pinned under the tender, from
burning to death. The names of the
unfortunate men have not been learned.

As a result of the fire which destroyed
ten houses, a church, a schoolhouse and
nine stables in the village of Clintondale,
Clinton county, last night, six-year-old
Agnes Felding lost her life. The child
became frightened when the flames at-
tacked the home of her parents, and in

DISCUSS TER DIEM CAR CHARGE.

American Railway Association in

Session at New York.

NEW YORIK, April 24 —The American
Railway association continued today its
discussion of the report of the committee
on car service.

The association is composed of 250 mem-
bers, representing practicaliy all the rail-
ways in Mexico, Canada and the United
States. Its semi-annual meeting was be-
gun yesterday and will last throughout
tomorrow.

Yesterday a code of rules for the op-
eration of double track railways was
adopted. There are seventeen new rules
suggested by the commitiee whose re-
port was submitted today bearing on
car service.

Under the present system freight cars,
when they are loaned by one road to
arnother, are paid for on a basis of the
riumber of miles they run while loaned.
It is contended by the cpponents of this
system that there is no accurate way of
telling how far the cars run, and a'so
that cars are freouently sidetracked and
Jost sight of for. days at a time, awing
which they are not used. 1ax
