BTOGKSARE NERVOUS

Several Causes Unite to Im-
part a Feverish Tone

to Trading

INTERNATIONAL POWER

Its Extraordinary Movement Is the

Principal Unsettling Element in

the Market — Profits in

Light Holdings.

NEW YORK. April 30.—A nervous anl
feverish tone developed in today's stock
milrivet, principally as the result of the
extraordinary movement in International
Power, with several contributory causes,
including a stiffening in the money rate,
uncertainty incident to preparation 5 for
May disbursements, the outcome of the
anthracite labor conference and renewed,
report* of the need of rain in the South-
west. International Power opened at 137,
a decline of a point from yesterday's
close. It recovered and then slumped by
successive stages of from 1 to 3 points
to itiß. "It then rallied 20 points, jumping
as much as .'> paints between sales, and
then fell back again to K2. Apparently
no bids could then be secured for the
stock, and it was neglected for an hour,
until just before the close, when a sal<3
waa effected at 120.

The day's net decline was 73 points.
Yesterday the stock sold at 139, which
was the record price. For many days
previous successive records had been es-
tablished. In February the stock sold
at 86, and in March the present move-
ment started below SO. It ha 3been ac-
companied of late by many cut-jrivings
of large acquirements of new properties
by the company and by the payment of'jt S< ocr cent dividend, -which was called
quarterly, after crovlding for the pre-
ferred stock requirements.

Skepticism Aroused.
The character of the movement has

been viewed with skepticism for some
time, and has attracted very little out-
side following1. Within a day or twoprofits of mar vv points have been, taken
on a few light holdings. The officers of
the company could give no intelligibleex-
planation of today's happening's beyond
the obvious fact that supporting orders
had been withdrawn. The closing quo-
tation for the stock was 75 bid and 140
asked. Close to 18.000 shares were trad-
ed in. This movement necessarily hadsome sentimental inauence on the rest of
the-market, which naturally was most
