RICH FINDS OF GOLD

Recent Discoveries of Great
Value Along the Ber-
ing Coast

DEPOSITS OF MILLIONS

A New York Syndicate Has Pros-
pected Secretly for Eighteen
Months, and Will Begin

Operations Soon.

Special to The Globe.

CHICAGO, May 1.—New and vast dis-
coveries of gold along the Bering coast
and in the sands of tha sea nearby are
reported from Nome, Alaska. A few Chi-
cagoans who received tocday a newspaper
called the New Nugget, were made aware
of the wonderful find. The paper was
eent from Nome, Feb. 24, and evidentiy
trought the first authentic information of
thie new fields.

The statement was made that the Tun-
dra region, which resembles the Russian
sleppes, between the Nome and the Pen-
ny rivers, has been prospected carefully
and secretly during the last eighteen

| months by a New York syndicate headed

by George D. Roberts, called a well known
mining man of the Pacific coast, showing
that “Hundreds of mililons in gold dust
are deposited there.”

Gold Under Beds of Peat.

Jy U. Pickard, said to be a competent
mining engineer and a practical miner,
conducted the investigations in person
and among other things has said the fol-
lowing of the results of his work:

“If T were to tell you the value that ex-
ists in the Tundra you would hardly be-
lleve what ¥ say. If is almost be-
vond computation. The depth to bedrock
averages from forty to eighty feet wifh
about eight feet of peat. The rest I found
to be a gravel deposit averaging $4.87 te
the cubic yard at a depth of forty-two

| feet, and in other holes the averages |
| were respectively $3.64, $6.10, $5 and $i2.41. |
The lowest average to the cubic yard
was $3.64.

“Take a half mile square, at, for in-
stance, $ a cubic yagd, the first yard of
the entire surface would produce $3,752,000,
and when one comes to gultiply the latter
figures by 25, 30, 40 cubic yards the figures
are almost beyond comprehension,”

Ground Is Easy te Work.

Mr. Pickard sald further, he had con-
fined his investigations between Holyoke
creek and “beyond the Wild Goose railroad
track’ on a number of holes to bedrock,
vsing a Keystone boring drill, and had
found the gravel first became evident
about eight feet below the surface and
“is not frozen-as I had supposed."

He also found that the surface deposit
consists mostly of peat, which, he savs,
can be usad as fuel when the machinery
for mining is set in place. Prospecting
the bottom of the tundra, near Nome,
Mr. Pickard is reported to have discov-
ered gold present at a depth of
ten feet to the extent of $7 the eubic
vard; at twenty-two feet. $43 5¢4; this de-
posit containing a small nugget; at thirty
feet, $11.55.

The New York company is reported by
the Nome paper to he preparing to weork
the tundra on a large seale, beginning
this summer. A tunnel is to be extended
from the shore out as far as ft is
desired to go.

““This tunnel will be run en the bedrock,
then an outlet will be made to the bot-
tom of the sea. Then piping and centri-
fugal pumps wil 1do tne rest, the dirt be-
Ing pumped into buildings on shere where
the gold will be separated from it.”
