announced In a circular Issued yesterday
by the passenger depai-mi road.
The Twilight w!il leave Duluth at 4
o'clock p. m.. and will arrive in St. Paul

in ample time to make connection with
th<> westbound train th.it leaves here*at
1:06 p. m. for Sioux City and Omaha.

In order to reduce the running time of
this train and stiil retain connections with

No secret rate cutting has been prac-
ticed since the United States courts, have
issued temporary injunctions restraining
the roads from cutting rates or paying
rebates, but so many instances have oc-
curred where roads have made low rates
by filing- notice with the interstate com-
merce commission, that business in some
lines of freight has become unprofitable.

The most important
contract will bs between the Burlington,
and St. Paul roads, whereby each will ba
given the right for a loi,g term of years

to use the tracks of the other between
St. Croiz Junction and St. Paul and Min-
neapolis, a (ii.stance of about thirty and
forty miles. This will practically give
each company a double track into and
out of the cities named, ana will permit
of greatly increased traffic capacity for
both roads.
