This is the man for whom the Demo-
cratic organization asks the support of
Ml good citizens independently of poli-

tics. They ask it for him, not on the
strength of his high personal character,
but because in public station he has prov-
en faithful to the public trust and left
no question of his entire worthiness of the
public confidence. They ask it for him

because his administration as mayor dur-
ing his present term has been one dis-
tinguished by all the qualities which
work to the welfare of the people. It
has been honest, economical and public-
spirited. It has not hesitated to order

the expenditure of the public funds when

the public need demanded. It has operat-

ed to extend to the children of the people

the full advantages of the American
school system, which had been withheld

from them during two successive Re-
publican administrations, and, so far as

it was found absolutely necessary, it has

aided the movement for the establish-
ment among us of an adequate public li-
brary.

There are no scandals attaching to
Mayor Smith's control of city affairs.
The people are secure in their persons

and property, in their social and political
rights. Any citizen who is willing to

discard mere partisan considerations in

determining how to cast his vote on

Tuesday will not need to do more than

to place side by side the experience of
the people of St. Paul with their public

representatives during the past two years

and their experience during the two years

while F. B. Doran was mayor.

in undisguised collusion with those crim-
inals and when person and property alike
were d< prived of the protection and se-

curity to obtain which municipal gov-

ernment is maintained.

THE COMPTKOLLKHSHIP.
It is incumbent on the Democratic op-

position to establish affirmatively that the
present city comptroller should not be re-
elected. That the Democratic opposition

has undertaken to do. It is incumbent on

the Republican opposition to establish af-

firmatively that former Mayor Doran

shculd be put back in office. That the

Republican opposition has not dared to
attempt doing. It tries, instead, the ef-

ficacy of public deception, falsehood and

slander.
Joseph J. McCardy should be turned out

of the office of city comptroller because,

in many important instances, he has

proven unfaithful to the trust imposed in

him; because he has become personally

offensive to the body of the citizens in

the discharge of his duties, and because

his Democratic competitor for the office,

Mr. Louis Betz, has all the qualities that

he claims to possess that fit him for the

office, and suffers from none of those

which are recognized us disqualifying him

for the place.
Joseph J. McCardy should be turned out

of office for the following reasons, any

one of which is sufficient in itself to es-

tablish his unworthiness of the public con-
fidence:

I. Because he allowed the then, but
now defunct, Republican city treasurer
to deposit in a bank owned and run by
Republican politicians—the defunct Alle-
mannia bank of- this city—over $98,000 of
the people's moneys, without taking the
security which the common council pre-
scribed, and which the charter required,
should be taken.

11. Because in plain violation of the
existing law and of the rules of sound
finance, he allowed that same city
treasurer to deposit in the same bank va-
rious sums of the city's money in excess
of its capital stock, the Jjums so depos-
ited in excess of the bank's assets rang.
ing, at different times, from $30,000 to
$10J,OOU.

111. Because he committed this last-
mentioned official crime with the full
knowledge that there were at that time
certain other city banks which were not
run by Republican politicians, and which
had given the city the amplest security,
that had far smaller deposits than their
capital stock or the extent of the secur-
ity they filed with the city warranted.

IV. Because when that same bank
went down, carrying with it $120,000 of
the people's money, and after McCardy
had stated specifically in two of his an-
nual reports that the city was amply se-
cured through the bonds of the now de-
funct city treasurer, and should insiston payment in full, he afterwards gave
his approval to the acceptance of $50,000
in full satisfaction of the $120,000 that that
Republican politicians' bank carried down
with it.

V. Because, ifhe were either a careful
or capable financial officer, he would have
known that the Allemannia bank, at no
time during its existence, was worthy ofhaving so much of the city's moneys de-
posited in it, without the amplest se-curity.

VI. Because he deliberaetly misapplied
the moneys intended to pay "for the cost
of certain school buildings already con-
tracted for. in violation of the provisions
of the charter and of the expressed willof the city council, so that the children
of certain sections of the city, notablyof the First ward, will remain for an ex-tended period without the educational fa-cilities which they would otherwise have
at the opening of the schools in Septem-

There are reasons other than these,
which the intelligent members of Mc-
Cardy's constituency are aware of, why
he should be driven from offlce-among
which is pre-eminent his impudent as-
sumption on every occasion of the dis-
henesty of the citizen doing business with
his office and of his own superiority to the
wishes of the mass of those from whose
substance he draws his official pay.

With the services of a capable and up-
right man to discharge the duties of the
office at their disposal in the person of
Mr. Louis Beta, the people of St. Paul
have the required opportunity, and the
amplest warrant, on Tuesday next, for
turning out of place this one of their
servants who conceives himself to be
greater than they.

THE CITT TRKASVRERBUIP.
No better test can be applied to the

worth of a given administration at muni-
cipal concerns than is furnished by the
answer to the question: What sort of
man is in charge of the city's money? If
those who in their political association
were charged with making the choics
have been careful to select the best type
of man to discharge that function, it Is
safe to assume that the administration
for which they arc responsible is worthy

of the people's confidence and sustain-
ment.

Otto Bremer Is city treasurer by virtue
of a nomination given to him in a Demo-

cratic convention, and by virtue of the
votes of his Democratic fellow citizens,

combined with those of the most in-
telligent among Republican voters.

How has Mr. Bremer discharged the

trust imposed in him by the people?
There is no thought that he has failed
in any particular to realize the highest

expectations formed of him by those who

first extended their support to him. He

is a business man. He is an upright

man. He is a trained banker—the sort

c-f man, in a word, that must always be

entrusted with the public moneys if they

are to be properly safeguarded and care-
fully administered.

The administration which has as its

financial officer such a man as Mr. liremer

cannot be dishonest; it must be careful
and economical. That is the record which
is presented as the result of two ytar»

to the voters of St. Paul; and it is on

that record, if at all, that they willrefuse
to put back in control F. B. Doran and

the class of men that surrounded him

while mayor from 1896 to 189S.
The only substantial question which is

involved in Mr. Bremer's candidacy ior

re-election is the one of majority. Ifthe

whole people appreciate their present

treasurer at the standard accepted by all
intelligent citizens, whether Democratic

or Republican, his re-election is assured

by a majority greatly in excess of thar.
by which he was elected. That majority

was exceptionally large; hi3majority on

re-election must be much larger if h<s

worth as a public servant is fullyrecog-

nized. His political opponents have mere-
ly gone through the form of selecting a

nominal opponent to him.

Mr. Bremer is accessible to the hum-

blest of his fallow citizens. He is a quiet

unpretentious gentleman, who does not
require to assume airs of superiority over
his fellow man, or to go around among

them bearing the pretense in h's appear-

ance of being overweighted by his sense
of official worth and responsibili-y. He is

a sterling man, who says lit.le. That

little always means much; it m^ans ex-
actly what it conveys on its face.

Mr. Bremer knows what his duties and
responsibilities are, and he lives up to

them. His Republican predecessor does

not live in town any more. To the crim-
inal negligence of that predecessor and to
the negligence, ifnot deliberate co-opera-
tion, of J. J. McCardy, the present Re-
publican city comptroller, the people cf

St. Paul owe it that their moneys were
put into the Allemannia bank, owned and

controlled by Republican partisans—and

were put there because it was owned and

controlled by Republican partisans—with-
out a single precaution which the law
prescribed being taken to protect the
deposit.

This is a chapter in the history of Re-
publican administration of city finances

which is told elsewhere in this paper,

and which all too few of our people are
familiar with; but it is a chapter which

has had its influence in placing Mr. Brem-

er in his present position, and ought to

have its influence in putting into the city

comptroller's office an official who will
co-operate with him rather than on© that

will oppose him in his efforts to have the

law enforced—as the present city comp-

troller has done, and is still doing.

The Globe does not advocate the re-
election of Mr. Otto Bremer. It is not

necessary. It does bespeak for him the

increased majority which his recognized

official merit entitles him to receive.

The foregoing list of names represents

the Democratic ticket for the assembly.

The Globe submits it here to the ex-

amination of the people of St. Paul,
conscious that it offers strong intrinsic
proof of the purpose of the Democratic
organization in this city to promote the

nomination and election of the very best
men of its political persuasion that it is

possible to induce to enter the city service.
No matter what his politics may be,

there is no fair-minded citizen who has
resided in St. Paul for the past five years
who will deny that it would be hard, in-
deed, to secure a list of nine names which
is more thoroughly typical of the best
citizenship of the community than the
iis*. here given.

In business and professional life, each
of the men named has won more or less
distinction. In point of personal and busi-
ness character each man of them is in
himself unassailable. In his walk of life
his personal popularity is universally
recognized. In point of individual worth

not one of them but will bear comparison
with any citizen in any walk of life what-
ever.

Now, of this list there are just two who
are already identified with the official life
of the city—Mr. Henry Haas and Dr.
Whitcomb. It is really unnecessary to re-
fer to either of them. Each is a man of
the highest measure of personal popu-
larity. Mr. Haas is universally recog-
nized as representing the very best type
of our German-American business man.
Quiet, composed and always in earnest,
he has left a record for himself in the
council which renders him certain of
election and politically one of the strong-
est and most promising men in the com-
munity. Dr. Whitcomb, on the other Land,
is a veteran, and his political record is
such that his election is assured.

Michael Doran Jr. has developed the
keenest interest among all classes in hi3
political success. His strong and engag-
ing personality renders his support by
independent voters assured, and his can-
didacy appeals with especial force to
educated and upright young men wha
maintain an interest in politics.

Dr. Schiffman, like W. A. Van Slyke,

has devoted a lifetime to the service af
the city in one or other direction. The
high reputation of both gentlemen for in-
telligent comprehension of and loyal de-
votion to the welfare of the community
assures them the support of all men
whose lives have been identified in auy
way with the city's growth.

With reference to all the men her©

named, as well as in the, cases of the
Messrs. Healey and Winn Pow-
ers, it is true that the taxpayers have
the assurance in their character and rep-
utation that in the event of iheir elec-
tion th«/city jjWm be w,en served. All of
these latter gentlemen are comparatively

new to the field of political Jife. Gen.
Lambert has served creditably as adju-

tant general of the state, Mr. Powers has
endeared himself to all men by his easy,
genial and active personality. His devo-
tion to fys associates on the tkiket has

bound him closely to all Democrats, and
promises to result in his election ty a
good majority, in Mr. Healey's case Ill-
ness has intervened to arrest an active
campaign on his part; but the disadvan-
tage will probably be overcome by the
natural sympathy which men must en-
tertain for one who lies helpless on a bed
of sickness while his claims on their con-
sideration remain unchampioned.

Whatever may be the result as to the
controlling party maiorlty In the council,
the excellence of the Democratic nomin-

ations for the assembly suggests the
prospect that through the assured pre-

dominance of Democrats in the next as-
sembly the people of St. Paul will have
the advantage of a joint majority in the
two bodies which will materially promote

the cause of good local government.

111K ALDEBMEir.
It is true of the contest for control

of the board of aldermen that local con-
siderations will determine the issue. The
people of the several wards will be in-

fluenced in their choice, as they always

have been, in a great measure by the

influences of personal devotion and by

considerations of locality. The. people

of the City as an entirety will have little
or no influence in the aggregate on the

result.
In all the wards in which a contest

is being- made the fight is being

waged with all the forces avail-

able to both sides which are peculiar to
such contests. In the Third, Fourth,

Sixth and Eighth wards the Democratic
nominees are at present members of the
board. They are being opposed by men
who have had no experience in that or
any other public capacity, excepting in
the case of the Republican candidate in

the Fourth ward. In the Second, Fifth

and Nintn the opposing candidates are
all practically new men.

The Globe believes that the voters

of these several wards will make no
mista"ke in selecting the Democratic nom-
inees. While the official action of certain
of them is under consideration, and has

been subjected to criticism, no claim can

be honestly advanced that their respect-

ive opponents have anything on which to
commend themselves to the public which
cannot be advancedvwith equal force on
behalf of the Democratic nominees. Man
for man, the Democratic candidates for

aldermen will bear the most lavorable
comparison with their opponent.

There is not a single positive u'Jm be-
ing advanced on behalf of any one of

the Republican nominees for alderman.
There is no pretense that they are any
better equipped, or that the public can
oxpect any better service from them
than has been given by their Democratic
competitors. The record of those now
acting as aldermen, while it has been

made the subject of denunciation and
misrepresentation by the Republican

press, has never evoked other than praise

from among their immediate constitu-
ents.

Mr. Hinkens in the Ninth, Mr. Rohland

in the Fifth and Mr. Busehman in the

Second are all men of the highest stand-
ing among their neighbors and business

and social frit-nds. In their several lo-
calities they are accepted as represent-
ing the intelligent and public-spirited sen-
timent of the wards which they seek
respectively to represent.

Y\"hile it is not possible to offer an intel-
ligent prediction with reference to most of
the contests tor alderman now in prog-

ress, the advantage in point of experi-

ence, Character and popularity remains in
those contests, as in all others, with the

Democratic nominees.
