CITIZENS TAKE A IVAND,
he situation which exists in the build-
ing trades in this city is one which great-
ly concerns the welfare of the entire com-
munity. We have I the past been ex-
ceptionally free from industrial disturb-
ances. That fact is due in great measure
to the agreeable nature of the relations
always subsisting between employers and
employes, Every such disturbance which
has taken place has been of brief dura-
tion, and each side has shown a com-
mendable desire to put a speedy end to it.

In the present instance unfortunately
that does not seem to have been the spirit
displayed by either party to. the trouble,
Whatever may be said as to the reason-
ableness or otherwise of the demand of
the carpenters for an increase from 321
cents to 37% cents an hour, it is undisput-
ed that the demand was made regularly
by the men and in observance of the very
desirable practice of establishing a mu-
tual agreement before the opening of
the building season. When that demand
was followed by a conference and the
maximum offer of 35 cents an hour there
certainly was ample room for reaching
an agreement. When, not having their
demands granted, the carpenters went
out they were acting in accordance with
their recognized rights. It was only when
certain of the union bricklayers felt called
on to quit as the result of the action of
the carpenters, and that the bricklayers
still at work were, as a consequence, di-
rected by their employers to do likewise
unless their brethren consented to return
to work, that the difficulty may have been
said to have reached an acute stage.

It ought never to have been allowed to
reach that stage. It would never have
done so if the spirit of concession prevalil-
ed, or if either of the parues to the con-
troversy had shown its wvsual regard
for the interests of the rest of the com-
munity. Happily the difficulty is yet easy
of adjustment, and the first and, perhaps,
the most essential step toward its adjust-
ment has been taken. The appointment
by the St. Paul Trades and Labor assem-
bly of a committee of conference and

T

conciliation deserves the approval of the
community. It ought to be followed, and
it probably will be, followed by the most
hopeful results.

The action of the St. Paul Trades and
Labor assembly has happily been followed
by action in another direction which
ought to leave no doubt of the success of
the movemeant. The conciliation com-
mittee, representing the various commer-
cial bodies of the city, has gone about
the work of conciliation in a way which
shows the good judgment of the members
of that body. And the prompt ac-
quiescence of both the disputing organiza-
tions in the action taken, and the readi-
ness of all concerned to unite in the work
of reaching an agreement, place an early
settlement within the range of extreme
probability, if not of absoiute certainty.

A DFEMOCRATIC RESPONSIBILIIY.

When Robert A. Smith was elected
mayor in May, 1900, his success was rec-
ognized as due mostly to the misera-
ble record of inefficiency left by the
two preceding Republican mayors.
The Democrats of St. Paul then promis-
to to correct the :Lbuse\s which prrevail-
ed, and to give an administration whi’ch
would commend itself to the voters.

That pledge was fulfilled, with the re-
sult that Mayor Smith has been re-elect-
ed by a greatly increased majority.

As an additional assurance of their
faith in Democratic professions, the
voters. have chosen a Democratic city
comptroller and a Democratic majority
in bolh branches of the common c¢ouncil.

Thus, not only has a great victory
been achieved by the Democrats of St.
Paul, butr a great responsibility has been
placed upon them.

The men who take office under the new
administration are the custodians of a
great trust. It is at once a public and
a party trust. On the manner of its ful-
fillment will depend for many years to
come the success of failure of the local
Democracy. 1In, perhaps, a lesser de-
gree, but no less surely, will the future
welfare of the city be affected, either
favorably or unfavorably.

What the people want from the incom-
ing oflicials above all other things is in.
dividual and collective honesty. There
can be no true honesty in public admin-
isL-auion“un!ess there is also an aggressive
economy.

Economy
It was parsimony,

is not parsimony.
not economy, which
the Republican adminstrations of Mayors
Kiefer and Doran practiced. 'The qual-
ity of the article was recognized by the
people. But so also will the true qual-
ity of the administration to be given
during the next two years be understood
should the pendulum of official action
swing from the one extreme of parsimeny
to "the other of extravagance.

It is usually in the making of contracts
for public works of one kind or another
that extravagance and corruption are
practiced. We have an instance of it in
aimost every contract let in connection
with the construction of the Ramsey
county jail. Individuals can make money
on such transactions as these, and they
may contribute a part of their profits to
the expenses of the campaigns of the
party which enables them to make
their meney; but that sort of afd‘always
briags its penalties. No false cry about
extravagance will be available, if public
expenditures are made for needed public
works, and made honestly and economi-
cally, as they were made by the pres-
ent administraticn for the construction
of additional public schools.

From out the bitterness of F. B. Do-
ran’s heart came, on the heels of his
defeat, the cry on which the Republican
politicians will rely two years hence
to drive Democratic officials from power.
It involves the charge, proven against
his own administration, that crime is
winked at by the police; the charge that
the increased taxation is due to fraud
and extravagance, and that the recent
Democratic victory will surely offer a
warrant to Democratic officials to in-
crease the extravagance and corruption
he charges against them.

This cry involves a warning as well
as a falseheod. The coming administra-
tion must be, like Caesar’s wife, abcve
suspicion. Expenses must be kept down.
They  must be kept down even at the
hazard of letting necessary public im-
provements remain undone. Rvery dol-
lar must be honestly accounted for, ana
when the administration is brought to
a close its champions ﬁ\ the press and
on the stump must be In a position to
show that if error was made in the mat-
ter of spending the people’s money, it
was on the side of spending too little,
rather than too much, for public im-
provements, however necessary and de-
sirable,

The meat trust has done a good thing
quite unconsciously, in putting even a
temporary end to the meat-gorging proc-
ess so universal among this people.

HETTY GREEN, ARSENAL.

Tt looks as if "the police of New York
were establishing a dangerous precedent
by granting to Hetty Green a permit to
carry a revolver. 'What, for instance,
will the constabulary of the metropolis
do if Carrie Nation drifts into that
town next week and requests that she
be permitted to carry a revolver, or,
mayhap, that more dangerous weapon,
the gleaming hatchet? Hetty Green asks
the privilege because she believes she i
in danger of being robbed or slain in the
street by persons who know her to be a
woman of great wealth and Supposedly
with considerable sums of cash or other
valuables in her reticule. She believes
a show of firearms at the proper Jjune-
ture would aid her materially in a fight
to retain possession of what money and
jewels she might have at the moment of
Jeopardy.

Pretty nearly the same plea might be
made by the impulsive and emphatic
Mrs. Nation. She could truthfully say to
the officers that she is a woman with an
idea—an idea aistasteful to a large ele-’
ment of the community—and ‘that from
that' fact she would have enemies so bit-
ter that her life would never be wholly

safe. A request for the privilege of car-

rying some weapon ft')'r protection could
not well be refused Mrs. Nation if
granted Mrs. Green.

Then, to broaden the Question, why, if
Hetty Green and Carrie Nation are al-
lowed to have deadly weapons concealed
about their persons, may not Mrs. Astor,
Nellie Bly and Emma Goldman ask and
be granted the same privilege? Then, to
g0 to logical limits, if certain women are
given special permits, why should not all
women have them? And why, if women
have them, should not men, especially
those weighing less than 200 pounds,
have them, t02? This would put every-
body into the Httle game of self-preser-
vation, or taking care of No. 1, on ex-
actly the same basis. The only thing
New York would have to do in that
event would be to declare martial law.

Hetty Green is entitled to no special
favors in New Ycrk, the less so because
she gets rid of paying large sums in
taxaticn by asserting that her residence
is Bellows Falls, Vt. There could
be no objection to her hiring a special
guard—uniformed if she so desires—to see
that no harm comes to her in dark al-
leys or unfrequented streets, but she
should come squarely under the head of
the political axiom “special privileges to
none.’’

4ID FOR MARTINIQUE.

How the universal brotherhood of man
doas stand forth in the sunlight at such
an hour as the great disaster at St.
Pierre, Martinique. Forty-eight hours
aftcr Mont Pelee hurled upon the town
its death-dealing lava and red-hot stohe,
the nations of the earth began arranging
to send relief to the living of the strick-
en island in the far-away Caribbean
sea.” JFranez wes, of éourse, first to act,
as Martinique is one of the colonies of
that republic, and $100,000 is already on
the way {rom the mecther country.
Hardly less swift in action is the United
States. © In the senate yesterday morn-
ing a resclution appropriating $100,000 was
intrcduced by Senator Fairbanks, ana
was put through the body without a
murmur of dissent. The measure will
be passed by the houge on Monday, and
befere another week ends the money will
be at St. Pierre ready for distribution.
Other governmcents will take similar ac-
tion.

Nothing that can bhe done will bring
back the dead or the beautiful homes of
on2 of the most beautifui cifies of the
Antilles, but to those who live these sub-
stantial evidences of sympathy will bring
some surcease from the sorrow into
which they have been cast, and make
th2m feel that, in spite of catastrophes,
however appalling, life is, ‘indeed, worth
living.

UNFIT FOR HABITATION,

‘“Across the throat of the Caribbean ex-
tends a chain of islands which are really
sitoldering furnaces, with fires banked,
ever ready to break forth at some unex-
rected and inopportune moment. This
group, commencing with Saba, on the
north, near Porto Rico, and extending
with Grenada, on the south, near Trinidad,
consists of ancient ash heaps, piled up in
times past by volcanic action. These old
ash heaps have withered into a fertile
soil which, bathed by an undue share of
moisture, has became covered with rich
growths of damp and moldering vegeta-
tion. This same soil also produces all

the richest vegetable products of the
tropics.”

This is the description given by Prof.
Hill, of the United States geological sur-
vey and Geologist Agassiz of the West
Indian expedition. Almost in the middle
of this chain of islands is Martinique, the
socne of the disaster about which the
civilized world is now talking. It includes
the greater part of the Leeward islands
and all of the Windward islands, extend-
ing north and south from the Danish
West' Indies to the coast of Central
VAmerica.

The catastrophe which has wiped out
of existence practically all the life and
property of the principal French posses-
sion in the West Indies appears to have
had an almost exact parallel in 1812 on
the Island of St. Vincent, which is about
ninety miles south of Martinique.

How insecure life and property is
throughout this entire region, extending
practically from Hayfi to Trinidad, is
made additionally plain by the fatalities
which have been reported within a few
days from earthquakes in Guatemala and
from the hurricanes which have recently
swept the coast of the Caribbean sea.
It seems quite plain that such tremendous
fatalities as are represented by the vol-
canic eruptions of the past few days
and of ninety years ago are liable to hap-
pen at any point in the West Indian
islands. Nor can it be said that precau-
tions securing the safety of the people are
at all practicable on account of the ex-
treme suddenness with which such mani-
festations occur.

It is plain that the several European
governments which own- those islands
have long been anxious to rid themselves
of such ownership. In one case at least,
that of the Danish West Indies, the of-
fort will be probably successful by the
transfer of these islands to the United
States. Practically they possess no com-
mercial value. Extgndlng to the bed of
the ocean to an extent corresponding with
the height of their summits, they are at
once a menace to human life and an ob-
struction to the commerce of the Carib-
bean sea. In our possession of Porto
Rico this people has proprietorship of as
larg: an extent of West Indian territory
as it can have by any possibility any
actual use for. The awful event at Mar-
tinique may have the effect of putting an
end to that expression of the prevailing
land hunger among our rulers which leads
to the acquisition of West Indian terri-
tory.

The fact that St. Vincent is sald to
be again in a state of eruption is a slg-'
nificant circumstance in itself, and may
heregardeduanmdicaﬂonotupto-
found change in the entire face of the
West Indian islands, -

Except to express the deep sympathy
which all civilized beings must entw iain

toward the unhappy victims of the erup-
tion there is littlethatican be said of any
moment on the sixp;l’ecg It has long been
plain to geologists that almost the en-
tire West Indian’ archipelago is of vol-
canic origin. The recent disasters will
make that circumstadce known to hu-
manity generally’ aﬁ@i will leave those
islands, as they ouzht; to be, a warning
against the 'mtrng‘ion by the human race
on territory which is not intended by na-
ture for human habitation,

The teachers of St. Paul must feel as
keenly as no doubt does Mr. McCardy the
charming things which that exemplar of
nice political methods, the Dispatch, says
about both. Under all the circumstances
the larger share of congratulation ought
to fall to the teachers on the delightful
references of our contemporary.
