TAX DOES NOT APPLY
Judge Bunn Decides Tele-

phone Co. Exempt From
5 Per Cent Clause

CITY TAKES AN APPEAL

Ruling Regarded M Mont Important,

as It Protects Northwestern Com-

pany From Vital Provision*

of Xew City Charter.

According to a ruling made by Judge
Bunn yesterday, the Northwestern Tele-
phone company is free from the opera-
tion of the 5 per cent gross earnings
provision of the new charter. The ruling,
which is a written opinion, does not say
so in as many words, but the inference
is sufficient.

The case in question was a request on
the part of the Northwestern Telephone
company for an enjoining order to pre-
vent the interference of the city in the
placing of a line of poles on Burns ave-
nue. The company had authority from
the council, but on the advice of the
legal department a permit was denied by
former City Engineer Claussen, unless
the company would acknowledge the
authority of the charter and give written
acceptance o^ its provisions as far as it
concerned public service corporations.

Technically the suit only referred to
the police interference on Burns avenue,
but the company informed the court that
it had good reason to believe that this
interference would be attempted on other
streets and the opinion given practically
covers all phases of the questions and the
company's future operations in St. Paul.

By the opinion the company is furnish-
ed with a permanent injunction enjoining
the police department, the city engineer,
or any ot..er official from interfering with
its operations upon the streets or high-
ways of the city. Of course, the council
still retains its authority to deny vie
use of any street or alley, but in the
event that authority is given, no other
city official can interfere to the extent of
denying the required permit. In brief it
practically absolves the company from
any imposition of the gross earnings act,

: ling to an attorney who perused the
order carefully.

The case has been in the hands of As-
sistant Corporation Attorney Griggs and
that official announced yesterday that an
appeal wouiu be made immediately to the
supreme court. In its present shape the
ruling practically involves every public
service corporation now holding a grant
from the city.

WILL GO AFTER LARGE
COLISEUM DONATIONS

Business and Professional Men Will
Be Asked to Contribute to

Fund at Once.

When the board of directors of the Col-
iseum association got together yesterday
it wag agreed that the time had come to
begin work among the merchants and pro-
fessional men In taking contributions to
the building fund.

The attendance was large, and as this
is the first meeting the board has been
able to hold in some days, owing to tlie
absence of some of the members from
the city, the various phases of the work
in hand were discussed at some length.
It had been the idea of some of the mem-
bers that soliciting among the wage-earn-
ers should be as far as possible complet-
ed before the business men were ap-
proached at all, but at this meeting there
were suggested several important reasons
why the latter class should be given an
opportunity at once to subscribe. Several
members of the beard said that they had
boon questioned by merchants as to why
they had not been seen. It was also men-
tioned that the erroneous impression had
gone forth that the wage-earners alone
were expected to build the Coliseum, and
that the other classes of citizens would
not be called upon at all or would be let
off with contributions smaller in propor-
tion to their means. It was decided that
the response thus far from the working
people had been sufficiently general to in-
dicate beyond question that the project
was a popular one, and that the proper
time had arrived to begin work among
the business men. This, it was argued,
would by force of example give fresh im-
petus to the movement among the em-
ployes.

Provision was made for the appoint-
ment of a committee to plan the cam-
paign among the business men, and the
report of this committee will be presented
within a day or two. It is intended to
conduct this portion of the work system-
atically, and every effort will be made to
induce «ach firm and business concern of
the city to give liberally and in propor-
tion to its ability. From statements made
by some of the directors who are con-
nected with business enterprises it is as-
sured that ths list will include some gen-
erous donations.

A letter was received from E. N. Clen-
denning, secretary of the Kansas City
Commercial club, who was invited to visit
St. Paul for a week or ten days, includ-
ing May 29, as the guest of the Coliseum
association. Mr. Clendenning said that it
would be impossible for him to come ow-
ing to the number of business engage-
ments which he could not break, but he
assured the board of his sympathy with
the project.

DENY THAT MOLDERS
ARE OUT ON STRIKE

Grey Iron Cast inn* Company's
Works Have Closed Down for

the Season.

An officer of the Grass Twine company
stated yesterday to The Globe that
there Was no truth in the report that
there was a strike among the molders
employed at the shops of the Grey Iron
Castings company.

He said that the shops of the Grey
company had been closed for the season,
but that the action of the company In
closing the foundry was not the result
of any difficulty with the molders.

The men who are thrown out of work
by the closing down of the shops have
been offered positions in the malleable
foundry of the harvester works, and
will, for the most part, accept positions
there.

The molders' troubles in other parts
of the country, he said, had absolutely
nothing to do with the action here in
closing the shop, work in which is sim-
ply suspended for the dull season of tne
year

MORE CHARGES OF
OFFICIAL CRUELTY

Boy From State Training: School
Soys He "Ran Away Ueean.se of

Unbearable Treatment.

Those persons who have long been
wondering what had become of the
board of control's investigation of the
state training school ax Red Wing, will
probably have the satisfaction of learri-
ing something' definite very soon. Whei
the board of control finished its investi-
gation several months ago, it promised
to make public the results of that in-
vestigation in a short time. This, has
never been done. All efforts to get a
report, from the board have been una-'
vailing.

An occurrence at the school on Mon-
day night will probably bring the mattei
to a focus and force an expression from
the ooard.

On Monday night five boys made their
escape from the school. Yesterday morn-
ing one of the boys, Clarence Fogel-
strom, was arrested in Minneapolis, and
wts taken back to Red Wing, but be-
fore going he told a story to the police
which has been given wide publicity,
and which has interested several influ-
ential pt-rsDns in the boy's case, and
they will urge the board of control to
give young Fogelstrom a hearing.

When arrested ho declared with spirit
that he had escaped because his treat-
ment was such that he could no longer
endure it. The police authorities say
that his personal appearance corrobo-
rated bis remarks. Fogelstrom is about
seventeen years of age, but he is a weak,
nervous boy, who does not appear to be
more than twelve or thirteen.

Young Fogelstrom was sent to the
school in Nov#miher, 1892, shortly after
his mother's Oeath. He remained there
until June, 1901, when he was released on
parole. Tie returned to his home in
Brainerd, but soon went to Bemidji,
where he found work and won a good
reputation. He was in Bemidji but a
few weeks, however, when he fell sick
and was tak»n to the hotpital. As he
had no money, the matter v;as reported
to the officers of the school at Red
AVing-, and he wa^ taken back under the
promise that ie would be again released
as soon as he was well.

Young FogelsUom, in support of his
charges against the conduct of the school
refers to his private diary, in which he
has made entries from time to time.
Tl'ese entries show that at different
times he has been punished severely. One
case was when he was placed on what
is known as the "exercise line" for a
day, because he spok? at the table. On
several different occasions, he says, ho
has been severely beaten, and has been
put back in his classes for slight excuse.

The boj says that the members of
two of the cottages started a riot a few
days ago because the food was insuf-
ficient and the treatment received was
unbearable. The riot was q.uelled and
th'i boys severely disciplined. On one
occasion he stood in the window of one
of the dormitories and saw the disci-
plinarian beat all the boys of one of th=
cottages because hey wouid not di-
vulge the means used by one of their
number to escape.

The boy was seen at the police station
an.l begged to have his case brought
before the board of control. He claims
that he has been unable to get before
the board, although it is the privilege
of the inmates to come before the board
when it make.j its reg ilir visits to the
institution.

BISHOP JOYCE ON
GENIUS OF METHODISM

He Addresses a Large Audience at
the First M. E.

Church.

The presence of Bishop and Mrs. "I. W.
Joyce in St. Paul was made the occasion
of a big reception at the First M. K.
church last evening. Strictly speaking
iiie date was the regular meeting of the
men's league of the parish, but in honor
of the presence pf the distinguished cou-
ple the occasion was made one of gen-
eral rejoicing, in which every
Methodist congregation in St. Paul took
part. The church was more than com-
fortably filled.

While the main feature of the pro-
gramme was an address on "The Genius
of Methodism," by Bishop Joyce, a de-
lightful treat was accorded in the shape
Of a number of^. musical numbers and
brief talks. Notable among the. musical
numbers was a vocal duet by Miss Beta
and Mrs. Kreiger and also a solo by Mrs.
Charles O. Kreiger. Brief talks were
made by Rev Dr. Rader, the pastor, and
Dr. Bridgman, who also presided over
the meeting.

In his address on "The Genius of Meth-
odism" Bishop Joyce confined his remarks
principally to the theological truths on
which the Methodist curch is founded
and their continuance down to the piesent
time despite the tendency to stray into
unknown fields.

"No man can say," said Bishop Joyce,
"that his church is the only church of
God. We are all churches of God. I am
somewhat of the opinion that there are
lots of people who know little of the
things that have made the Methodist
church one of the greatest and grandest
religious denominations in the world. Lots
of people don't know what we do and
what we teach. Lots of people don't like
us because they don't know us."

At the close of t..e address the congre-
gation adjourned to the basement of the
church, where a reception was tendered
the bishop and Mrs. Joyce.

VACCINATION DEBATE
ARRANGEMENTS MADE

Dr. Ohage and Antis Exchange Final
Communications on the

Subject.

All arrangements for the long-promiseddebate between Dr. Ohage and the anti-
vaccinationists have been made. Dr
Ohage yesterday sent his ultimatum tothe anti-vaccinationists. He names Dr.
P. M. Hall, of Minneapolis, as champion
of the Jennerian operation, and says that
Dr. Hall will talk about forty-five min-utes, after which Dr. \V. B. ClarUe ofIndianapolis, the champion of the a'nti-
vaocinationists, can have the next hour
Dr. Ohage will close the debate in a
twenty-minute address. Dr. Oha^e sug-
gests that either Mayor Smith or one of
the district judges preside, and declares
that he will have officers present to pre-
serve order. In reply to the letter of Dr
Ohage, the anti-vaccinatlonists wr3te the
following letter:

Justus Ohage, M. D., Commissioner of
Health, St. Paul, Minn.—Dear Sir: Re-
plying to yours of this date, relating to
the debate on the merits of vaccination,
to take place on the ISth, permit us to
say that we very much regret that you
think you cannot take the full defense
ot the subject. However, we are willing
to grant you the privilege of catling on
Dr. Hall, of Minneapolis, for assistance.
We are also willingto follow your sug-
gestion as to the chairman for ihe de-
bate, and will secure. If possible, one -of
the gentlemen you propose. At •o your
securing police officers to preserve order,
we cannot conceive of any necessity for
this precaution at such a meeting of
our citizens.

His; Resignation

GREAT LOSS TO THE CITY

City Executive * Hag Always Stood

With Health Commissioner, and

Desires Him to Continue

Work So Well Began.

As announced in The Globe yester-
day morning, Dr. Ohage's resignation as
health commissioner of St. Paul is now
in the hands of Mayor Smith. It takes
effect on the 25th, but unless the doctor
insists, it will not be accepted.

How Mayor Smith views Dr. Ohage's
action is shown by his announcement
yesterday that if the, doctor left the
city's service he would have to do it
withovt his assistance. "Dr. Ohage,"
said Mayor Smith, "is an official that 1
had hoped to have the pleasure of reapr
pointing when the proper time came, and
I really cannot see my way clear now
to have him retire. I appreciate theposition he has been placed in, and know
that his self-respect warrants doing what
he has all along threatened, but I hope
to be able to induce him to reconsider.
He has always had my help in the mat-
ter of these tracks, but my veto in every
instance has been overruled by the coun-
cil. I can't say what will be done until
I have a conference with the doctor,
which will be shortly.

His Tesignatijn, which was mailed to
the mayor Monday night, Health- Com-
missioner Ohage accompanied with the
following letter of explanation:

Ohage's Letter of Explanation.
Hon. Robert A. Smith, Mayor—Dear Sir:inclosed please find my resignation as

commissioner of health. This step, which
is exceedingly painful to me, has aeen
taken after earnest and careful consid-
eration with mv friends. The public
baths and playgrounds were hardly com-pleted when, by the placing of railroadtracks over the only approach to the isl-and, access was made dangerous.especial-
iy to children not accompanied by theirparents. No concessions were made by theumana Railroad company except to putup a warning sign and a promise to Benda. flagman ahead of each train. Anyone
knows what these promises amount to.
bt. Paul has given away all her streetsand levees. The only safe approach now
left to the island would be that securedby the condemnation of the pickle fac-tory and three other small concerns,which pay rent to the city at the rate of51 a year, or $4 a year for the fuur.

I did not know
the time would come so soon, nor did Iexpect when I turned the baths over to
the city last summer, that within ayear I would be turned down for apickle factory and a spur track. I havefought to the end of my strength for thegood of the people, and seeing no pros-
pects of any success I from now on re-
turn to private life. My resignation may
be of more gcod to the island than my
remaining in office. May God grant 't-lours respectfully,

OPPOSITION TO BEDE
WANTS OSCAR MITCHELL

Morris. Machine Makes Final Effort
to Land on a Candidate to

Tackle J. Adcm.

Republican opposition to J. Adam
Bede in the Eighth congressional district
dies very hard. It has determined on
one more effort before succumbing. Sen-
ator McCarthy, Senator Daugherty,
Joseph B. Cotton, O. D. Kinney and
Mayor Hugo having absolutely declined
to contest for Judge Morris' seat, the
Morris machine men have turned to City
Attorney Oscar Mitchell, of Duluth, and
tney are bringing every effort to bear on
him to force him into line. The Morrismen do not relish the idea of Bede walk-
ing off with .the nomination. TJiey recog-
nize his ability and his popularity, but
fear that ha is not a "safe" man

City Attorney Oscar Mitchell, of lsu-
luth, -is well known throughout the dis-
trict. He managed the Morris campaign
of 1898 and has a wide acquaintance. He
has repeatedly said that he did not want
to enter the fight this year, but as he
now appears to be the only available
candidate, he is being pressed hard to
sacrifice himself. Eighth district politi-
cians who are posted on the situation
generally admit that all hope of defeat-
ing Bede for the nomination is past;
that the opposition has frittered away
its opportunities, and that any candidate
now appearing will be greatly handi-
capped. There is practically no opposi-
tion to Bede, even in St. Louis county,
at the present time. So long as he is
in the lead there will be little defection
from him. The Morris people, however,
believe that if they could work up a

WARM FAMILY FRACAS
SENSATIONAL, TESTIMONY IN ST-

I'REME COURT IN ROBINSON CASE

Contest for Possession of an Aseil
Woman Worth $GO,OOO Become*
Exciting— ltayiiiond Declares
That Mrs. Percy Was Overly Anx-
ious to Purchase Coffins.

Referee Leach, of Owatonna, recently
appointed by the state supreme court to
take testimony in the habeas corpus
proceedings for the possession of Mrs.
Catherine Robinson, of Mantorville.
made his report to the court yesterday.
paid the case was set for hearing on
Friday. Thcs story of the quarrel <>t
relatives for the possession of an aged
lady worth $60,00«t, was fully told in The
Globe at the time the case first came"
before the. supreme court. The testimony
presented by the referee to the court
yesterday is, however, vastly more sen-
sational than the story was at first.

Subject of Contention.
Mrs. Raymond is the daughter of the

late Prosper Robinson, a wealthy citizen
of Mantorville, Dodge county. Mr. Rob-
inson die! in Augf >t, 1901, leaving \u25a0 a
window, Catherine Robinson, and thiv \u25a0

children by a former marriage; Mrs.
Raymond, the respondent, and Mrs.
Smith, of Salem, S. D., and a son. The ;
widow is in feeble health, having suffer-
ed ore or two strokes of paralysis. When
Mi. Robinson died he left a will in which
he provided that his property should bo
used to provide his widow with a home
and proper care during- her lifetime, and
after death the bulk of it was to go
to Mrs. Josephine Percy, a daughter of
Mrs. Smith, who had berjn adopted by
the old people as their daughter. Mrs.
Percy is, therefore, a niece of Mrs. Ray-
mond. He also left $2,300 to Mrs. Ray-
monl, and $500 to her son.

Mrs, Percy, and Mrs. Raymond were
both at the Robinson home during th 3
last illness of Mr. Robinson, and the
testimony shows that there were fre-
quent quarrel 3between them. Mrs. Ray-
mond claimed that Mrs. Fercy was
jealous of any possible influence she
might acquire - over Mrs. Robinson, and.
tried to keep her away from the old lady
as much as possible. Finally, she Bays,
Mrs. Percy urged her to return to her
home in Milwaukee and she did, return-
ing' for the funeral of her father, an
bringing Mr. Raymond with her.

Sj Mrs. Percy was eventually appointed
executrix of the wall. She arranged
that the Raymonds should live with and
take care of the aged Mrs. Robinson.
In. a short time, however, Mrs. Percy,
it is claimed, became possessed of the
idea that the Raymonds wore attempting
to Influence Mrs. Robinson to alter her
will in some way. After a number o(
very fiery interviews, and considerable
fighting back and forth, the Percys got
possession of the house, and finally at-
tempted to remove Mrs. Robinson to their
Uulesburg homo.

Stopped at the Train.
The Raymonds, however, wore not

caught napping, and they met the party
on ths trai'i at Kasson and served ha-
beas corpus papers on Mrs. Percy pr -
venting her frcm removing Mrs. Rob-
inson out of the state. Th" case was
then brought before the supreme court
for adjudication.

The testimony of Mrs. Raymond, which
Is very voluminous, is sensational. She
alleges at great length that after various
other difficulties, the climax of things
was reached when Mrs. Percy instigat-
ed her husb-md, Dr. Percy, to throw
both Mr. ar.d Mrs. Raymond bodily out
of the Robins house, which she de-
clares Dr. Percy did with great vigor
and energy. She asserts that Dr. Percy,
being a young and stalwart man, throw
th<3 aged Mr. Raymond violently against
the wall, and then shoved and pushed

"him across the Ihrcsold of the door and
kicked him down the steps Into tho
yard, after which he took Mrs. Raymond

by the throat and threw her out in the
same manner on top of her prostrate hus-
band.

"Pray for Her lo Dip."

Mrs. Raymond also alleges that Mrs.
Percy, in speaking cf Mrs. Robinson,
one day remarks.! with tender gratitude,
"You ought to pray lor her to die; It
is nothing but her old carcass that It
left." She also claims that Mrs. Percy,
with delicate foresight, was looking
about for a nice casket for Mrs. Robi£>
son.

Mrs. Raymond further asserts that
Mis. Percy's main gruJgo seemed to be
against the inoffensive Mr. Raymond,
who she .slapped In the face on one oc
casion, and on another referred to sis a
"nasty, dirty old fool." and that sly:

tried to influence Mrs. Raymond to leave
her husband, m which event she prom-
ised to leave Mrs. Raymond in posses-
sion unmolested.

This testimony is not subscribed to by
Mrs. Percy. The testimony of the fam-
ily physician and others attache!, is to
the effect that Mr3. Percy always seem-
ed attentive to the old lady, and that
she was a careful and loving? nurse to all
appearance, and that a great deal of
affection exist-?! between the two.

The principal legal question Involved
is whether th» gua.-dians can allow thi-ir
ward to l>e taken out of the jurisdiction
of the state courts. With the principal
litigants, however, it seems to be a
question of who will have the most in-
fluence with the mother and secure the
V/iilk of the property, amounting to
about JCO.OOO all told; ?25,00G in personal
property and the tjalince in real estate.
