IS BETWEEN TWO FIRES

Drainage Bill Opposition and Ad-
ministration Break May Beat
House Leader Out of Nomi-

nation for State Auditor,

So far as surface indications go, J. F.
Jacobson, of Lac qui Parle, is out of the
race for the Republican nomination for
state auditor. ]

To date Jacobson has a first claim on
the deiegation from ris own congressional
district only, and that claim would be
exaggerated if it contemplated. a cus-
tained solid delegation. Outside of the
Seventh district the Van Sant mon are
against him and the anti-Van Sant men
never nave been anything less than bit-
terly opposad to the gentleman from Lac
Qui Parle.

Represantative Albert Berg, of Rosecan
county, who has just returned from a

of the Ninth district, says the feeling in
the Ninth is very strongly opposed to
Jacobson’s candldacy on account of his
opposition to the drainage bills.

At the session of 1899 a drzinage bill
praoviding for an appropriation of $100.000
was def2ated thrcugh the good offices of
Jacobson, as the head of the appropria-
tions committes, At the last regular
session the bill turned up again Senator
‘Myran, of Ada, had charge of the meas-
ure in the senate, and Representative
Bberg fatasped it in the house. They
made the fight ¢f their lives, but Jacob-
son managad to bave the appropriation
cut in two, and the fight was so drawn
out that the drainage board created by
the bill was unable to secure the accom-
plishment of any wcrk on the Red river
cotitry ditches before the winter of
1501-02 cet in.

Farmers Reap Results.

The resuits of the fight are now being
felt by the farmers of the districts af-
fected. The heavy rains covered up their
undrained lands, and they are only now
getting in their seed. The delay will re-
sult in substantial firancial losses for the
small grain growers. With th> Ninth
district azaiast him, as the politiclans
claim it fs, Jacybson has appare ntly lit-
tle to hone for.

The Sev:nth district has 158 delegates
out of a total of 1171, With the Van
Sant pewple against him, as they seem to
be, Jacchsen has no reason to look to tha
Sixth Jdistrict for support. The eighth
district has its own candidate, Odin Hal-
den. The Fourth and Fifth districts are
taking kindly to Halden's candldacy,
and the bulk of the vote which the Du-
luth man fails to get from the 180 dele-
gates from Hemepin and Hamsev
find its way int> San Iverson's camp.

With the nomination of Van Sant out
of the way, the First district will nat-
urally be behind Iverson. The long end
of the Second district will also be with

Secciid, end the lower end of the Sev-
enth, when (he play gets hct, Jacobson
and Tverison will be in a fight for the
delegates, and Jacobson stands to get the
worst of it.

Jacobson Miscalculated.

The pecullar element of weakness In
the Jacobson candidacy lies in the fact
that all of the candidates are Scahdina-
vians. They have hosts of mutual friends
in the southwestern part of the state,
and in a hot fight between Jacobson and
Iverson for control the natural tendency
of the “vote will be toward the Halden
camp. Another strange element in the
Jacobson fight is the attitude of the Van
Sant men. In the late legislative un-
pleasantness Jacobson took up the ad-
ministrative cudgels and in his effort
to break heads at any cost began belab-
oring Auditor Dunn, with the result that
both the admirnistration and himself
were laid out.

The fight made by Jacobson had no ef-
feet on Dunn, who refused flatly to at-
tempt to secure satisfaction by taking
the nomination away from Van Sant,
and Jacobson was the victim of the neat
little coup he planned to make himself
the administration candidate for auditaor,
and succeeded in placing himself between
two fires. It is pretty generally claimed
that he got on the administration band-
wagon without Invitation and he proved
such a heavy load that the administration
men were constrained to unload without
ceremony.

ISSUES CONVENTION CALL,
Committee Bids Republicans Get
Ready to Name Van Sant.
Secretary C. C. Whitney, of the Re-
publican state central committee, has
isrued the formal call for the state con-

tion in St. Paul July 1. Tie convention
will be called to order at noon in the
Auditolum and opened by Senator Knute
Nelson.
