One party Went to
the site of the American consulate and
the other, headed by Lieut. McCormick,
went to the north end of the town, to th»
spot where the British consulate stood,
from where the lieutenant could see Mont
Pelee, an<s noticed that a huge column of
smoke and gas was pouring out of the

crater in a manner similar to the erup-
tion of May 8 last. He thereupon rush > l

to the site of the American consulate a';J

ordered all hands to the boats. The
American sailors picked up a heavy, me-
tallic coffin, in a wood case, containing
the remains of United States Consul
Thomas T. Prentis. and carried it to a
boat. The American party was in im-
minent danger.
