But Little Is Done in Wall

NOT VERY MUCH THEN

Copper Trade Improvement Exert*

. Influence Far Beyond Stocks Af-

fected — Favorable Bank

Statement Looked For.-

NEW YORK, May 23.—Today's stock
market was dull to the point of stagna-
tion. The higher prices in London in-
duced an improvement at tne opening
here, but it was lost through mere in-
anition. Until the last hour there was
hardly enough motive power to show any
direction in the movement, with the ex-
ception of some special stocks. There
was quite an active demand for the Na-
tional Lead stocks.- due to the expect""""
tion that th*company would benefit from
a proposed comDlnation in an allied
branch of the trade.

American Linseed stocks rose on ru-
mors of a combination of the v__rs._a.ble
oil interests. " The firmness of Amalga-
mated, Anaconda and Smelting was due
to the continued reports of the widening
demand for raw copper, both here and
abroad. The improvement in the copper
trade" is an influence extending far be-
yond the stocks immediately affected.
The allegation Is made that the recentheavy exports of copper are going
in part at least, as stocks are. to get
the, benefit of the cheaper-money rates
over there for holding purposes.

Halt in Canadian Pacific.

There was a renewal of the recent
strength in Canadian Pacific, but when
the advance reached 1% it halted. Pa-
cific Mail's 2*_-point rise was unexplained.,
The George A. Fuller" stocks made wide
advances and the New York public utili-
ties and Colorado Fuel developed late
strength, the latter rising 2'i.
