I>R. OHAGE'S ACCEPTANCE.
The decision reached by Dr. Ohage to

retain his position as health commis-
sioner is one which will be welcomed by
every class of St. Paul society. There
was really not other position for the
doctor to occupy unless he desired to be
understood as treating the wishes and
preferences of the people, whom he had
so faithfully served, with contempt

The withdrawal of the resignation of
Dr. Ohage assures to the people the full-
est developments of the great public
project which he inaugurated. The
Globe sincerely hopes that he will win
in his proposed contest for the control of
the property in dispute; but, in any event,
it is assured that the best interests of
the people will be guarded, and that the
great enterprise which Dr. Ohage founded
will be carried to completion.

We have not been disposed to treat the
establishment of our public baths and
play-grounds with that consideration
which should be bestowed on them. The
gentlemen of the Chamber of Commerce
who recently displayed an unfriendly dis-
position toward the undertaking as well
as toward its founder, do not express the
sentiment of the intelligent people of St.
Paul. There is nothing whatever in the
undertaking of Dr.-Ohage or in his con-
tentions on behalf of that undertaking
which could be regarded as at war with
the material interests of the community.
On the contrary, the existence of the •
baths will be far more promotive of the
business welfare of the community than
the existence of a half dozen of the en-
terprises of the character and proportions
of some of those which have threatened
to leave the community unless they were
to be further coddled by the public favor.

There is surely a way out of the present
difficulty which will secure the rights of
the railroads, the factories and the baths, i
Dr. Ohage has no personal interest in-
volved. To that extent he is a far better
judge of what the public interest demands
than those whose voices resound the loud- ''
est according to the pecuniary interest
Which they have, or think they have, in
the result. ••/.;. ?____ - .'-'_

The fact .that the West side is just at
this moment in the enjoyment of a boom j

should not be taken _as Implying that

there are not other considerations affect-

ing the public welfare quite as intimately

as the money gain which may ensue from

the prevailing progress. Dr. Ohage

speaks for a class of the community who
are not able to speak for themselves, and

who it is not' always profitable for an
upright man io assume to speak for,

either in private or public. When has
completed his struggle in their behalf,

many of those who now think his under-
taking of minor significance will be
among the first to recognize the splendid

fruit which has been" borne by his benefi-
cent labors.

The certainty with which each side to
the coal strike declares that it is not

anxious -for settlement shows either or

both of two things—the reverse of what

each says, or that neither represents the
welfare of society.

The recent treasury statement on the
subject of flour exports is one which

should give the utmost concern to the

people of the Northwest. That statement
shows a falling off of 50 per cent in the
exports of flour for the four first months
of this year from those of the correspond-

ing period of 1901.

THE INEVITABLE RESULT.

The total shipments for export from

Minneapolis .during the first eighteen

weeks of this year are stated in the

government bulletin as less__ than 50 per

cent of the shipments for the correspond-

ing period of 190 L. The receipts of flour and of grain at

the Atlantic seaboard tend to emphasize

these conditions. According to the treas-
ury report New York received during the
month of April 8,615,525 bushels of grain,

including flour reduc3d to bushels, com-
pared with 9,665,919 bushels in April, 1901.

Many forces "" have been operating to
produce these undesirable results. The

attitude taken by the British government

on the taxation of flour, and the con-
tinuance of the unfavorable dock: regu-
lations aimed at American flour imports

are producing their inevitable effect. The
prospect seems clearly to be the lessen-
ing, rather than the increase of this

branch of American export trade.
The government in England has, for

instance, recently decided to raise .some
$12,0G0,C00 by its new plan of flour and
grain duties. That it will include this in
the government budget unless the South
African war should be brought to an im-

mediate close is almost certain. In ad-
dition to this Mr. Chamberlain has,
through his Customs Union scheme, fair-
ly indicated 'the determination of the
government to establish a system of
colonial protection, win. "1, no doubt, will
be directed with special force at the im-
portations of 'foreign grain into Eng-

land, with- a view to the promotion of

colonial imports.

Thus we have already within view the
first expression of the inevitable effect
of our policy of trade exclusion, on which;
the administration cf Theodore Roosevelt
has entered, despite the plain demands
of American national sentiment and of
the declaration of his predecessor, that
the nat.nal policy of the future would
be in the direction of reciprocal trade
arrangements with ".reign peoples. -

Not until the American people have
the truth brought home to them in some
such way as this will it be made plain to
them that the policy of promoting Ameri-
can foreign trade through subsidies, while
refusing to lower the custom house bars
one inch, is not only absurd in itself, but
is certain to be followed by decisive re-
sults injurious to our own internal trade.

The indications offered by the flour and
grain export trade of the country is
merely the forerunner of what is bound
to come ultimately to the foreign trade
of the country through our present policy
.of commercial exclusion.

Cuba still continues to celebrate the
establishment cf her liberty. It will be
a long time after the government gets
in working order and the opportunities
for festivity may not be as good as they

are row. The Cubans are wise in their
generation.

SENATOR MORGAN RIGHT.
Whatever else may be said regarding

the attitude occupied in its more recent
developments by Senator Morgan, of Al-
abama, on the subject of a transisth-
mian canal, the position taken by him
on the measure investing the president
with power to select the route of the
canal is absolutely right and sound. The
Alabama statesman declares that to give
the president the power to determine the
route which the canal shall take is not
wise nor safe as a rule of government.

It is not only not wise or
safe, but Is plainly unconstitutional.
It is a delegation of legislative
powers to the executive. It is the
duty of congress on the best advic
at its disposal to determine upon the
route of the proposed canal if the canal
is determined upon. To refer the whole
matter to the president at this time is of
itself an absurdity. Millions of money
have been expended to determine the
question most advantageously to the
country. Expert opinion has been in.
yoked in that regard. The Walker com-
mission is still in existence. * Its work
has been a source of great expense to the
government . That work remains still

undone.
The Walker commission possesses the

confidence of the country, its most re-
cent declaration, conditionally favorable
to the Panama route, is still before con-
gress and the country. To shift the bur-
den of approvol or disapproval upon the
shoulders of the president is unjust both
to the president and the country. -

The owners of the Panama route have
offered to place the property at the dis-
posal of this government for the sum of
?_o,ooo,ooflf. The Walker commission has in-
dicated its conviction that the selection
of the Panama route would be more ad-
visable than that of the Nicaragua, -j:oute

in case the transfer of the former is made
at the figures named. The cost, it is de-
clared, would ultimately be less after the
payment of $40,000,000 for the completion
of the Panama canal than would the cost
of the construction of the -Nicaragua
canal. ,

The recent terrible, disasters in Guate-

mala and in the West Indian islands, as
the result of earthquakes and volcanoes,,
convey a warning -•to our government

-which cannot be ignored. The insecurity -
of the Nicaragua route is practically rec-
ognized. The -existence of. volcanoes in
its immediate vicinity imperil its exist-
ence. We cannot ignore the situation in
this regard. Ifthe judgment of the coun-
try could be taken it would be found at
this time that few intelligent . persons

would assent to the expenditure of the
people's money in the construction of the
Nicaragua canal. Dismissing for a time

the question of the substantial value of
a trans-isthmian canal, it is nothing short
of folly to seek to dispose of this grave
question in -the manner proposed by Sen-
ator Hoar's bill.. Whether Senator Mor-
gan has in mind the pursuance of the

obstructive course, which has distinguish-

ed him in -ill recent consideration of this
"question, is of no moment. He is abso-
lutely right in his "present -contention,

and the report of his committee ought to

receive the sanction of the aerate.
Itwill probably be found to he the fact

that the knowledge which exists on the
part of the representatives of -this gov-

ernment of the advantages or disad-
vantages of the Panama route does not

warrant any immediate action in the di-
rection of adopting either one or the

other of the two routes. The purchase
of the Panama system by the government

might be followed at any future time by
intelligent and exhaustive examination -of

the merits of the two routes, and by such

a determination of the question as would

secure the approval and confidence of the
country. ..

Whatever action may be taken, the

transfer of the subject for settlement to

the president ought not to be tolerated.
It is in line with the very worst expres-

sions of the imperialistic tendencies
against which senator Hoar has struggled
so valiantly.

No doubt President Roosevelt will learn
with much relief that Senator Hanna is
net against him for the presidential nom-
ination, but expects to be a close second -
in the race. It is not at all impossible,

however, that Mr, Roosevelt will have the
pleasure of occupying the attitude tow-
ards Marcus Aurelius in 1904 which that
distinguished. statesmen occupied towards
him in 1902, when he forced him into the

vice president's chair.

If the oleomargarine people do not see
any other way to fight the shameful meas-
ure of unjust discrimination to which con-
gress has given its approval against them
than to commit fraud on the law and on
the people, they are about as bad as the
lobby that called the measure into exist-1
ence. An honest fight before the courts
will do all they ought to have done for
them.

The poor devil who threw a stone into
the carriage of the Italian king took the
only way which his limited intelligence
taught him to express the sentiment of
the thousands like him who have had
their faces ground into the earth for the
realization of the bad dream of a
"United Italy.

The amiable policy of the German gov-

Even stronger forces than the German
government have pursued that policy
toward the Poles for over a century

without any appreciable effect.

HOW TO DISINFECT
BOOKS IN LIBRARIES

Report of State Library -Commission
Comments on This :

. ;Toole.

The Minnesota State Library commis-
sion has sent to the governor a library
handbook prepared by the commission loruse in Minnesota, Wisconsin and lowa,
which states are co-operating in thework. Among other things, the report
has the following comment on the dis-infection of books:

The health .officer should send imme-diate notice to the library of every case ofcontagious disease. Directions in regard
to the disposal of books in danger of
infection may then be given and library
privileges temporarily . withdrawn frommembers of affected families. Many li-braries require borrowers to burn booksthat have been exposed to scarlet fever,diphtheria, and .smallpox, the librarybearing the loss. Every librarian shouldprovide an air tight box in which books
from questionable districts may be dis-infected according to direction given by
local health officers, or books may bedisinfected by the health officer beforethey are returned to the library, and a-certificate sent with them. It is wellto close the library during an epidemic ofa contagious disease "and not to re-open
until all danger is past and the libraryhas been thoroughly fumigated. Experi-
ments made in the laboratories of thePennsylvania university in 1896 provedthat books might be absolutely disin-fected in a closed space by the vapor ofcommercial formalin; using one cubecentimeter of formalin to 300 cubic cent!meters or less of air. The effect in 1.rmnutes is equivalent to that in 24 hoursIncrease m the amount of air to each
cubic centimeter of formalin is notcounterbalanced by increase in time ofexposure. . - ~

At Scranton. Pennsylvania last v.-..
when diphtheria and scarlet fever raged'
the whole library was disinfected by for-maldehyde gas used in a steam moisten-ed room for 36 hours. The Detroit libranan also found formalin effective in damnair. There is not great danger of diseasebeing .carried, through books from publiclibraries. If it were so, the library at-tendants who handle all books would beapt to suffer, but a case has never tenknown in which a library attendant hascontracted a contagious disease through
the handling of library books. Invest!gallons made in cities during smallpoxepidemics have not; resulted in tracin-

CARLETON COLLEGE
HAS NEW PRESIDENT

Rev. William H. S.illuion Elected to
Succeed Dr. Strong, "Whose

Health I* very Lai..

- Rev. William H. Sallmon, pastor of The
South Congregational church, of Bridge-
port, Conn., has been elected president of
Carleton college, Northfield, and will as-
sume the. duties of the office as-soon after
the first of next January as can be ar-
ranged. -

\u25a0 It has been known for several years
that the health of.President Strong, of
Carleton college, had become impaired
under the strain of administrative bur-
dens which he has" borne continuously
since 3870, and that he has felt early relief
imperative. He has twice tendered his
resignation to the trustees, withdrawing
it, in. the first instance, at their unan-
imous and argent request, but insisting in
the second that it be accepted, to take
effect as soon as his successor could be
secured. —The board, therefore, last June, reluct-
antly appointed a presidential committee
with this end in view. As the result of
their investigation, involving a year of
extended correspondence, travel and in-
terview, the committee unanimously rec-
ommends Mr. Salimon as, in their judg-
ment, -an ideal man for Carlton, and thathe be invited to visit the college with
view to its presidency. That he did last
month, spending several days at North-
field in thorough investigation of the col-lege and its affairs. He also met the
Carleton board; President Northrop, of

As soon as this was brought to the no-
tice of Bishop Coleman he wrote to
Father Paul and requested him to omit
such views from his teachings.

The Society of the Atonement was
founded about three years ago by Father
Paul James Francis, who formerly was
a member of the order of the Holy Cross
in Westminster, Md. It is modeled largely
on the life and teachings of St Francis,
and, like the famous Franciscan order]
its work in conrequence lies mainly
among the poor. Itconsists of ten mem-
bers, and though its home is in a se-
cluded part of the country, the members
conduct what is practically mission work
in connection with the Episcopal churchesin different cities in the state.
