A daring attempt at burglary by a
ycuth about fifteén years old was made
at the Grand opera house late Saturday
evening, when a window in the dress-
ing room of Frank Gillmore, the leading
man of the summer stock company, was
forced open while the actor was on the
stage. Several silver-mounted toilet ar-
ticles of small value were taken, but
the thief missed Mr. Gillmore's salary,
amounting to a goodly sum, which had
been paid to him but a short time be-
fere, and which reposed quietly in the
pocket of a pair of trousers within easy
reach. The thief escaped after an ex-
citing encounter with one of the young
women of the company. .

Mr. Gillmore occupies a dressing room
on the first floor, and his window_opens
into an alley in the rear of the theater.
The window was closed, but not fasten-
ed. While Mr. Gillmore was on the
stage during the last act of the play,
Miss Laura McGilvray, one of the mem-
bers of the Haswe¢ll company, went to
his room to borrow a postage stamp.
Only a few moments remained before
the cues required her presence on the
stage also. As she entered the dressing
recom, the door of which was almost clos-

ed, she saw a young white boy, about
fifteen years of age, rather shabbily
dressed, leaning over Mr, , Gilimore's

dressing table. The window was open.
Miss McGilvray screamed, but owing to
the noise on the stage, no one heard
her except the marauder. He gave a
hasty glance behind him, stuck the toi-
let articles in his pocket, and hurriedly
climbed through the wigdow. Miss Mc-
Gilvray, though greatly frightened, made
a rush for the boy and caught him by
the leg as he made his exit through the
window. The boy fell, and Miss McGil-
vray loest her hold, but the youth hur-
riedly picked himseif up outside the win-
dow and disappeared down the alley.

SPEAK IN PRAISE OF
THE LATE PRESIDENT

McKinley Memorial Service at the
Clinton Avenue M. E. Chureh
Last Night.

At the Clinlon Avenue M. E. church
last night the services took the form of
a McKinley memorial. The life and
public career of the late president were
reviewed by several speakers, and at the
close a benefit collection was taken to
aid the contribution of Acker post, G. A
R. to the McKinley monument fund.

“With the going out of the life of the
boy soldier, president and benefactor of
his ccuntry, a golden vision of a pure and
noble life was forever closed to the
world,” said Dr. Mahan, who spoke on
the inner life of the late president.

“But his was a case where the climax
had been nearly reached, and just as a liv-
ing example of heroism, devotion and
true and ronest living, was being mod-
eled in human form, the purest and best
ever formulated before the eyes of any
pecple in the land, the life of the noble
patriot and big-hearted man was snuffed
out Ly the hand of an anarchist,

“The many littla acts of kindness done
by this truly great man, would fil a
ponderous volume, and yet none of these
could have been committed had not the
heart of the man been in its right place.
He could rot have lived, unaided, the
great and glorious life that has rendered
his name famous to all the world, had
his inner life been at variance with the
will and spirit of the Lord and Master.

“Willlam McKinley lived not only for
his fellow men, but he lived for Chris-
tianity as well. He exemplified what a
Christian life is, and how a man may be-
come great simply by following out the
simple precepts of Christianity—carried
out in the humblest manner.

“But the memory and personality will
live forever, arg the good it will accom-
plish after we are all dead and gone, is
scarcaly to be comprehended. The father
can point to the picture, and say to his
son as he cnters the way of life, ‘Be
thon like that truly great man.

Col. Charles F. Trowbridge spoke on
the memoirs of President McKinley, and
related many intecresting anecdotes of his
carlier days. Capt. Patrick Henry dwalt
on the religious phase of his life, and tolg
of his regular habits of prayer and Serip-
ture reading. - F. B. Doran also spoke.

FAT CATTLE GOMING

Increase of Premiums Offered
~ at State Fair Insures

PRIZES ARE LIBERAL

Especially Attrncﬂve‘ Are Induce-
ments for Owners of Good Short-
horns or Herefords—M. B.

In this year's. state fair the cattle di-
vision will easily be the most important
of all sections of the live stock display.
The presence at the fair of the national
exhibiti)ns made by the American Here-
ford Breeders' association and the Amer-
ican Shorthorn Breeders’' association,
beside the enlarged premiums for several
other classes of animals, insures an enor-
mous display of cattle in every classifi-
cation. The department is in charge ot
Cel. W. M. Liggett, who $has been for the
last fifteen years at the head of the cat-
tle display of the Minnesota state fair.
Col. Liggett is one of the best known cat-
t1le men in the country, and is an expert
in every detail of cattle breeding and
raising. Col. Liggett is assisted by
Georg2 A. Ccbb and Robert B. Liggett
The judge of the dairy cattle will be M.
B. Wood.

In the new premium list which has
just been issued six pages are devoted to
the premium offers for Shorthorns and
Herefords In both czses these premiums
are the combinations of point offers of
the associations and the state fair, and
the result is a series of oers wholly un-
equaled in the history of state fair cat-
tle exhibitions. TFke first section in the
Shorthorn or Hereford classes is an
offer for a bull three yearsor over, and
first, second, tkird, fcurth, fifth, sixth,
seventh and eighih premiums are offered,
ranging from $40 down to $5, and aggre-
gating $150 for the eight premiunw.

GENTRY ANIMAL SHOW
ARRIVES IN ST. PAUL

The Trained PDogs, Ponies, Monkeys
and Elephants Wiil Be
Secen Today.

Last night the Gentry Dog and Pony
show arrived in St. Paul for a week's en-
gagement at Wabasha street and College
avenue. The parade will start at 10 o’clock
today and at 2:30 this afternoon the ini-
tial performance will be given,with shows
twice daily, afternoon and evening, dur-
ing the week. -

Manager W. O, Tarkington, of the Gen-

tryishuw, during the course of a conver-
sation last night, said:
_ “There has been a remarkable change
in ghe training and handling or animals
during the time I have been in the dog
and pony show business. It used to be
that " trainers thought the whip  worth
more than the command, and accompa-
nied every order with a lash.’ The ponies
and dogs did their work, but they cringed
through it, frightened and trembling, ex-
pecting every minute to feel the whip.

“Now,” continued Mr. Tarkington, “‘tha
conditions under which animals are train-
ed are radically different. The whip has
been discarded. except as a badge of au-
thority, and the trainer's one aim is to
establish a closer bond of sympathy wva-
tween himself and the animals. This is
particularly true in regard to the hand-*
lu}glmg of the elephants, ponies and dogs.

“The treatment of monkeys is slightly
different, as they- are likely to take ad-
;’gintage of too great a showing of friend-

“The show I represent,” said Mr. Tark-
ington,: “furnishes an excailent example
of the methods now used by intelligent
trainers. When a dog, pony or any other
animal joins, the first thing that is done
is to study its disposition. The trainer
will spend an hour or two each day with
the new arrival, or until a feeling of con-
fidence is ‘established. The other em-
ployes of the show who are brought in
contact with the newcomer study him and
{xeg‘urt any peculiarities which they no-

“The rur}damental principle which makes
a successful trainer is patience. This must
be supplemented by an ability to work
Wweeks on the same candidates without
seemingly any results, and what is more
irr‘lpr)rtant. without displaying anger.

I have always' found that with the
dogs particularly,: a scelding is better
th:;x'lr‘ahthe iuse of a whip.

‘“There is another thing,” continued Mr.
Tarkington, “‘in the arena the animgls
conform with the bhysical and mental
conditions of ‘the trainer. If he is sick or
colorless, if ‘the attendance is light, or
there is a d}scouraging.chininess aniong
the spectators, the animals know it at
once, and go through the performance in
an indifferent sort of way.

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MAY SUFFER FOR STRIKE

SHORTAGE OF RESIDENCES A‘e.
FECTS RENTALS ALL OVER CITY

Delays in Building, Due to Strike,
Likely to Prevent Contractors
From Being Able to Meet Demana
for Moderate-Sized Houses—
on Working Classes,

In all probabil'ty, says a man promi-
nent in labor circles, the consequence of
the recent strike in the building me-
chanices’ line, will assume visible propor-
tions, on the form of f: reing into
fect a shortage of residences, and con-
sequent raising of rental rates through-
out the city. So In one way the labor
strike that was in effoct in St. Paul
throughout the greater part of April may
affect the working man consideribly.

3y labor authorities, it is universally
admitted that there will be at least one-
third less building accomplished this
season than was originally anticipated,
and which would have been successfully
carried on but for the interference of
the labor troubles. Work that would
otherwise have been completed early i
the summer must now go till fall,
structures that were to have been com-
menced at* mid-summer, may not now be
attempted, in the face of hazarding the
risk of being unable to get the work
finished before winter sets in.

Importing Men Derving Rush.
The Builders’ Exchange announges that
it will not allow its work to be incon-
venienced, and that it will make up the

loss of time by importing men from
other parts of the country, and w wrking
more men on each job, but very few

outside men have reached St. Paul yvet.
In fact it is very doubtful if enough are
imported this summer to materially affect
the labor situation, or relieve the ten-
sion caused by the present shortage of
residences, and anticipated to be even
more strenuous this fall, or at the close
of the summer season at the lakes.

A need, for a home for the working
mans’ family, is universally apparent,
and the situation is half pathetic. It is
difficult to surmise to what extent the
house-famine may develop by this fall,
but the wise ones are ready to admit
that it will be the “eause of keeping

many families out of St. Paul. The need
is not apparent to many, but the person
wio is looking for a house, knows the
truth of the assertion that there are no
houses to be had in St. Paul.

Five Hundred Are Needed.

‘“If, by any means, there were 500
five, six and seven-room houses placed
on the rental market tomorrow,’ re-

marked a prominent builder yesterday, “I
do not believe that there would be
twenty-five of them vacant at the cnd
of a month., That number may seem to
be pretty large, but I know what I am
talking about. It is very noticeable that
theére are any number of familles in this
city living in little, dark and dingy
rooms, that would be in comfortable and
commodious houses Inside of twenty-four
hours if they only had the opportunity.
It f8 not bescause they cannot afford to
have the house, but the house is not to
be had.

“People ean crowd up Into few and
small quarters if they have to, but they
don’'t like to do it. As a matter of fact
every avaijlable flat and room is cccupied,
and in many cases rooms and flats that
are unsanitary are forced into use.”

The apprehension on this score felt by
some of the laboring men Is not shared
by the real estate dealers. who are of the
opinion that before the summer is over,
the builders will have caugkt up with
their contracts,
