OUT AT STILLWATER

They Return With Intention of Go-
ing to Work, but Could Not
Agree as to Hours.

Work was resumed at the mills on the
St. Croix yesterday morning, znd nearly
all of the lake crews returred ts work.
A dciegation of strikers beloagirg 0 the
crew ot the St. Croix boom retuariad (9
the boom for the purpose of going to
work, but were informed that they would
be expected to work eleven hours a day,
and this they refused to do.

The mill and lake crews are satisfied,
but the boom men are dissatisfied, and
rumors were current all day yesterday
that the strikers would be called cut
again, to remain out until the boom com-
pany agrees to work its men only ten
hours. Leading business men were at
work all day endeavoring to so adjust
matters that the strikers would not be
called out again, but leaders of the
strikers amd the organizatin formed here
by them say that thi scan only be done
by the boom company agreeing to a ten-
hour day.

All of the mill men stated yesterday
that their crews went to work withk a
vim, and they believe it will be almost
impossible to get their crews to go out
again. They hope, at least, that the dif-
ficulty of another strike can be obviated,
inasmuch as some of them have already
aceepted additional contracts since the
strike was declared off, early Sunday
morning. If another strike is declared,
it will probably be of much longer dura-
tion than the first one, and some of the
mills will be shut down for the remainder
of the season.

HARRIMAN ON HOW
TO RUN RAILROADS

Thinks Commissions Are g Thing
of the Past, and Disapproves

Consolidationss.

NEW YORK, June 2.—E. H. Harriman,
president of the Southern Pacific railway,
said today that he believed railroad com-
missions were a thing of the past and
that pooling was obsolete. The railroads,
he said, *“ought not to be governed by
men who know nothing about the busi-
ness.’”

Mr. Harriman expressed disapproval of
railrcad consolidations, but said he re-
garded combinations as inevitable. He
said he did not fear a return to the re-
ceivership period if the railroads were
permitted to conduct their own affirs,

Mr. Harriman said:

“The railroad situation and the atti-
tude of the public toward the railroads
never were better. The public under-
stands that what affects the capa®y
of the transportaion companies by im-
proving heir properties and conducting
the transportation more economically
equally affects the public and the econ-
omies which ought to be practiced in the
future by the transportation companies
must be on lines of closer alliance with
each other by combinations which will
enable them to conduct the transporta-
tion on lines upon which it can be most
economically done.

“Unless some such arrangemeént can
be brought about, either the transpor-
tation companies must restrict their ex-
penditures, employ less labor, or at a
lower cost. or obtain a higher price for
the commodity which they have to sell,
which is transportation.

“MORE OR LESS” TOO
ELASTIC IN THIS CASE

National Supreme Court Decides
Against a Minnesota Logging
Company.

WASHINGTON, D. C. June 2.—Justice
Brown, of the United States supremse
court, today delivered the opinion of that
court in the case of the Pine River Lag- |
ging and Impeovement company, et al.,
vs. the United States, coming to the
ceurt from the United States circuit court
of appeals for the Eighth circuit.

Worthy Indians on the Chippewa In-
dian reservation in Minnesota, under the
aet of congress of 1539, were authorized
to cut dead-and-down timber on their
reservation under the supervision of the
interior department.

The logging company made a contract
with five Indians for the delivery of 2,750,-
000 feet of logs *“more or less.’” They
received 17,000,000 feet.

The supreme court heid that this was
“a too liberal comstruction of the words
‘ore or less' "’ and sustained the finding
of the court of appeals, holding the com-
pany responsible to the government for
§78,000 on the ground that the trespass
was willful and not accidental.

The court today adjourned for the pres-
ent term. The court will convene again
on Oct. 13,

PRESERVE OR KILL
THE SEAL HERDS

Mr. Tawney Presents a Report in
Favor of Reopening the Bering

Sea Negotiations.
WASHINGTON, D. C., June 2.—Repre-
sentative Tawney, of Minnesota, today
presented the report of the ways z«_md
means committee, favoring a reopening
of the Bering sea seal negotiations with
to securing
the permanent preservation of the seal
herd, or else the destruction of the herd
with the exception of a few for the
prescrvation of the species. The report
says:

“The killing of the surplus female seals
will be an act of mercy, since it puts an
eud at once to the extreme brutality of
the pelagic hunters’ work. It will pre-
vent the slow torture to death by starva-
tion of tens of thousands of heipless
voung, which are officially observed and
counted every season by our agents under
existing law and regulations, for if we
do it it is but one killing and then the
work is ended.

“If not done by us then thie infamous
and cruel butchery of thé female seal and
the starvation of the yvoung by the
pelagic hunter will continue year after
vear in the future, as it has prevailgd
from year to year since 1893 and wx_ll
end only with the extermination of this
seal life in the very near future.”

The report says that the young male
seals will be destroyed by 1506, and the
birth rate will cease on the breeding
grounds almost immediately thereafetr.
The accompanying papers represent that
the seal herd has been reduced from
4,760,000 in 1874 to 224,000 at present and
that the United States has spent $1,441,331
since 18%0 In protecting the herd, over
and above all receipts for rent, etc.

CONSTRUCTION GANGS
CLASH IN HAWKEYEDOM

Iowa Central and Burlington Have
Decided Differences Over
Crossing.

CSKALODSA, Iowa, June 2.—A serious

tion gangs of the Iowa Central and the
Chicago, Burlington & Quinecy roads re-
gavrding a new crossmg over the Central
tracks, in the south part of the lowa
Central yards, by the Burlington & West-
ern, which is operted by the “Q" system.

BANKRUPTCY LAW
IS CONSTITUTIONAL

Chief Justice Fuller Sheds Addi-
tional Light Upon the
Statute,

WASHINGTON, D. C., Juge 2—In
passing on the case of the Hanover Na-
tional Bank of New York vs. 5Tax Moy-
ses, the United States supreme court, in
an opinion delivered by Chlef Justice
Fuller, today decided the national bank-
Tuptey law to be constitutional,

The court held that to be valid a bank.
ruptey law must be uniform throughout
the United States, and, furfhner, that it
is uniform “when the trustee takes in
each state whatever would have been
available to the creditors if the bankrupt-
cy law had not been passed.” He added:

“The general operation of the law is
uniform, although it may result in certain
particulars differently in different states.””
He also said: ‘“Congress may prescribe
any regulations concerning discharge in
bankruptcy that are not so grossly un-
reasonable as to be incompatible with
fundamental law, and we cannot find
anything in this act on that subject
which would justify us ian overthrowing
its acticn.”

Eighteen Reealcitrant Senators Af-
terward Confer on Cuban Reci-
procity and Appoint a Feel-
ing Committee.

WASHINGTON, D. C., June 2—Sena-
_tors Proctor, Nelscn, Gamble and Kiit-
redge, on an invitation, had a confereace.
with the president today in regard to
pending legislation. The subject dis-
cussel were the Cuban reciprocity bill
and the prospect for canal legislation at
this session. The object of the confer-
ence was to urge upon the senators the
necessity for unanimity of action and the
rea! necessity for legislation on these sub-
jects at this session,

Another conference was held this even-
ing at the White nhouse with other sen-
ators, in the hope that the members of
the scnate can be gotten together on
these matters, and legislation speedily
enacted. As to the canal bill it is known
that the presideat would reluctantly ae-
cept the responsibility imposed by the
Spooner amendment of selecting the
route, but he would much prefer that con-
gress select the route itself.

Urges United Action.

The president sent for senators who have
been opposed to granting concessions on
the ground that it will seriously interfere
with the beet sugar interests ot the coun-
try. He urged upon these senators the
importance of united action, if possible,
and expresesed the hope that the Repub-
lJicans would act together, The president
agiin assured these Republicans that in
urging aation on reciprocity he was car-
rying out the announcement of President
M:Kinley, uttered n his last speech,
which had et such popular approval
throughout the country, also the prom-
ises that had been made concerning con-
cessions to Cuba. The president indicated
tkit the adoption of the Platt amendment
made it obligatory upcn the United States
to treat Cuba differently from other na-
ticns.

In one casuzl remark ke said that
events may show that it wonld have been
better to have allowed Cuba to be abso-
lutely independent, as was Mexico. He
told these Republican senators that the
party ought not to be divided on tariff
issues, as it was entering the compaign,
and he expressed the hop2 that a Cuban
bill would be passed without the aid ot
Demccratic votes.

Eighteen Senators Meet.

One result of the conferences that have
becn held at the White house was a
meeting today in the committee room of
Senator Elkins, where those genators op-
posed to granting concessions to Cuba or
Wwho rejected the straight reclprocity plan
of the majority, assembled to consider
the propositions.

Eigliteen scnators attended the confer-
ence. Messrs. Elkins, Scott, Perkins,
Bard, Gamble, Kittredge, Dietrich, Mil-
lard. Burrows, Foster, Mitchell, Nelson,
Clapp, Burton, Kearns, Jones (Nev.), Ma-
son and Pritchard. Senator Pritchard
did not go further than to say that he
was opposed to Cuban cencessions, but
would abide by a Republican caucus,

Whole Tariff or None,

It was stated that the senators in the
conference were opposed to any tariff
changes, especially of the Plecemal char-
acter, but that if any changes were to
be made they thought that the whole
tariff should be revised.

It was determined that the utmost con-
cession to be granted should be in the
Wway of a rebate turned over to the Cuban
treasury to be disposed of by the Cuban
government thought desirable. This re-
bate, to be either 20, 25 or 30 per cent
of the duties collected on Cuba’s prod-
ucts, 1t was stated, was offered simply as
a compromise by those who were opposed
to Cuban concessions.

The conference selected Senator Bur-
rows, Jones of Nevada, and Dietrich, to
confer with members of the committee on
relations with Cuba and inform them of
the attitude of the senators who partici-
pated in the conference,

Down on AN Tariff Revision.

A conference was held at the White
house tonight ang was attended nhy jead-
ing Republicans of both houses. Thers
were present Senators Allison, Platt, of
Connecticut; Hanna, Spconer, Represen-
atives Payne, Dalzell, Babeock, Hull,
Sherman and Ovyerstreet and Postmaster
General Payne, Those present inciuded
members of the finance committee of the
senate, the ways and means cominittee of
the house and of the Republican cons
gressional campaign committee,

The subjects under discussion were
pending legislation and its relation to the
coming campaign. The chief reason for
the assemblage, however, was the taciit,
the discussion turning on the advisability
of attempting any revision now or or
taking up the matter in committee durmg
the recess of congress with a view to
presenting a measure in the short ses-
sion,

Revision Unnecessary.

All of those present were decidedly op-
Posed to tariff revision, either now or at
the short session, the view being ex-
pressed that revision was unnecessary
and that, futhermore, there was no time
for it. The opinion prevailed that any
movement in the direction of changes in
the tariff schedules would disturb busi-
ness conditions and complicate the com-
ing campaign.

Suggestions as to tariff revision have
been made to the president by opponents
of reciprocity, but congressmen present
represented that to change the tariff on
one product, like sugar, affecting the
beet sugar interests only, without mak-
ing changes in other schedules, would
have a disastrous effect in the beet sugar
states. Members representing those states
who have seen-the presiaent recently told
him that they were willing to have a
general tariff revision, but were opposed
to a change on one article only, as
would be the practical effect of the pro-
posed Cuban reciprocity legislation.

The members of the campaign commit-
tee concurred in the view that no tariff
legisliation was necessary, and, moreover,
would be harmful. The senators express.
ed the opinion that the plan which Sen-
ator Elkins offers as a compromise will
nlot meet the requirements of the situa-
tion. - -

Depending Upon the Party Lash.

“It was stoted atthe ‘White house to-
night that all of the men who attended
the conference at the capitol today will
not stand out against the plan, and es-
pecially if o Repullican eaucus indorses
it. Previous to - gathering at the
White house Senator Burrows, one of tha
most earnest supperters!of Cuban reci-
procity, had an interview with Mr. Roose-
Vvelt, and presented the; case from his
standpoin:,  He told the president thai
to grant Cuban reeiprocity would be
harmful to the beet sugar Interests, and
would be likely to materially affect the
vote in the beet sugar states in the comy
ing campaign. ' Senator Burrews urged
that nothing be dome, or if it were felt
imperative that something be done for
Cuba, that the rebate plan be adopted.

The president was doubtful  whether
the rebate plan would meet the si
believing 1t would not keep alive and
stimulate the industries of Cuba as would
a concession In the tariff rate. Senator
Burrows urged that the rebate plan be
trizsd for a year, saying that it would
surply the Cuban treasury, and mean-
while & commission could be appointed to
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‘determine a basis of trade relations if it
was found that the rebate was proving
unsatisfactory. The president said he

would give earnest consideration to the
suggestion.

Orange River colony to defray the ex-
penses of the war,

“Tenth—As soon as the conditions per-
mit it, 2 committee, on which the local
inhabitants will be represented, will be
appointed in each district of the Trans-
vaal and Orange River colony under the
presidency of a magistrate or other of-
filcal for the. purpose of assisting in the
restoration of the people to their homes
and supplying those who, owing to war
losses are unable to provide for them-
selves, with food and shelter and the
necessary amount cf seed, stock, imple-
ments, etc., indispensable to the resump-
tion of their normal occupations. His
majesty’s government will place at the
disposal of these commissions the sum
of £3,000,000 sterling and wiil allow all the
notes issued under the law of-1%0 of the
South African republic and all recelpts
given up to officers In the field of the
late republics, or under their orders to be
presented to a judicial commission, wiich
will be appointed by the government, and
if such notes and receipts are found by
this commission to have been duly issued
in return for valuable considcrations they
will be received by the first named com-
missions as evidence of war losses suf-
fered by the persons to whom they were
originally given.

*“In addition to the above named free
grant of £3.000,000 sterling his majesty’s
government will be prepared to make ad-
vances ¢n loans for the same purposes,
free of interest for two years afterwards,

repayable over a period of vears, with 3 |

per cent interest. No foreigner rebel will
be entitied to benefit under this clause.

After he had concluded reading the
peace agreement, Mr. Balfour proceeded:

“There are certain important points not
dealt with in the document I have just
read, and which was signed on Saturday
right. Therefore it may be co_r;\'e:xlcm
if I read a dispatch from Lord Kitchener
to the secretary of state for war, dated
May 30, as follows:

“*After handing the Boer delegates a
copy of the draft of the agreement, 1

c‘“‘??}lis majesty’s governmeant must placs
on record that the treatment of the Cape
and Natal colonists who have been in
rebéllion, and now who surrender, will, if
trey return to their colonies, be deter-
minred by the colonial courts, and in ac-
ccrdance with the laws of the colonies,
and any British subjects who have joined
the ememy will be liable to trial under
the iaw of that part of the British em-
pire 1o which they belong.

‘ *His majcsty’'s government is in-
formed by the (Cape government that
their views regarding the terms to be
granted to Britisn subjects in Cape Col-
ony now in the fleld. or who have sur-
rendered or been captured since April 12
1901, are as follows: With regard to rank
and file, they should all, after surren-
cer and giving up their arms, sign a
dccument. before the resident magistrate
of the district In which they surrender,
acknowledging themselves guilty of high
treason, and the punishment to be ac-
corded them, provided they are not_guilty
of murder or acts contrary ‘o the usages
of civilized warfare, shall be that they
are not entitled, for life. to be registered
as volers, or vote in any parliamentary
or provincial, council or municipal elec-

tion.

** *‘With reference to the justices of tha
peace, field cornets and all others who
held official pesitlons under the govern-
ment of Cape Colony. or who have held
commands in the rebel or burgher forces,
tley shall be tried for high treason before
the ordinary courts of the country, or
such special courts as may hereafter be
ecustituted, their punishment to be lert
to the discretion of suweh courts, with the
previso that in no case shall the penalty
of geath be inflicted.

*“ “The Natal government is of the opin-
fon thLat rebels should be dealt with ac-
cording to the law of that colory.’

‘““These arrangements,” concluded Mr.
Balfour. “The government has approved.”

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, tho
Liberal leader. in behalf of the opposition,
said unbounded satisfaction would bo
felt throughout the empire at the econclu-
slon of peace. They were unanimous in
admiration of their late enemies, now
their friends and fellow citizens, whoso
military qualities, tenacity of purpose,
and self-sacrificing devotion to liberty
and country, had won them the respect
of the whole world, and. foremost of all,
the respect of their opponents. Every
memher would offer congratulations to
the king and to the country, on the thries
blessed restoration of peace.

Mr. Balfour, having announced that the
gevernment would take an early opnor-
tunity of moving a vete of thanks to
Lerd Kitchener and tho forces in South
Africa, the menthers of the house of

commons return to their ordinary voea-
ticns.

CORRESPONDENCE COMING FIRST,

How the Britons and Barghers Hap-
pened to Get Together.
LONDON, June 2—A parliamentary
paper, issued this evening, gives the cor-
respondence preceding the peace agree-
ment. From this i1t appears that Gen.
Schalk-Burger, acting president of the
Transvaal, informed Lord Kitchener
March 12 that he was prepared to make
Peace proposals. A month later the Boer
delegates submitted propositions, On
April 13, the war secretary, Mr. Brod-
€rick, refused to entertain any proposi-
tion based on the independence of the
republics. Subsequently Fresident Steyn,
of the Orange Free State, and Gens.
Schalk-Burger and Botha declared sur-
render of independence must be sub-

mitted to the burghers in the fieid.

The British government expressed sur-
prise at this attitude but announced its
willingness to accept the Boers’ sur-
Tender on the samd terms that Lord
Kitchener had previously oifered Gen.
Eotha, and to give facilities for a con-
sultation of the Boer commands. On
Monday, 17, Gen. Schalk-Burger and, Mr.,
Steyn informed Lord Kitchener that the
burghers assembled at Vereeniging had
empowered a commission to negotiate
F€ace terms, subject to ratification at
Vereeniging.

Lord Milner, Lord Kitchener and the
Boer commission met May 19. 'The latter
offered to surrender the independence of
the republics as regards foreign relations;
to surrender part of their territory, and
retain  self-government under Briw..a
supervision. These proposals were forth-
with rejected. The same day Lord Mil-
ner, Gen. Smuts and Gen. Hertzog drew
up a form of agreement to besubmitted to
the conference at Vereeniging, for a yea
or no vote. This was very similar to the
final agreement, and with few altera-
tlons, was approved by Mr. Chamberlain,
who, in giving notice of his approval, told
Lord Milner he must inform the Boers
that unless it was accepted within a
fixed limit of time the conference would
be considered ended and his majesty’s
government would not be bound in any
way by the present declaratidns. The
Pcers asked to be allowed until Saturday
night to give an answer and the resumit
was seen in the termination of the war.

The last mepsage of Lord Milner to Mr
Chamberlain, June 1, after the signature
of the peace agreement, mentions that
Mr. Steyn’s name was omitted from the
signatures because he was too ill to come
up to Pretoria, adding that he had al.
ready taken his -parole. Gen. Dewet
signed first, of the Orange Free State
delegates, because Mr. Steyn nominated
him “acting president”” on retiring from
the conference.”

LONDON, June 2—The Prince of
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Wales and the Duke of Cambridge went
te the house of lords to hear the peaca
statement of the premier, Lord Salisbury.

PARIS, June 2.—The question of the re-
establishment of the constitution in Cape
Colony, according to the Temps, *“‘offers
a menacing dilemma. If self-government
is suppressed, South Africa wili be
thrown into a struggle infinitely more
dangerous for British supremacy than’
was the war just ended. The rt--est.4b~‘

The Journal des Debats, alluding to
Lord Kitchener's expression, “surrender,”
says:

“In reality, if the Boers accepted Eng-
land's conditions, it is because the latter
only advanced such conditions that the
Boers declared they were ready to ac-
cept. The interesting question now is,
whether the Imperialist spirit engender:d
by the war will survive or disappear with
the conclusion of peace.”

THE HAGUE, Jure 2.—The news of the
conclusion of peace in South Africa was
received here with very mixed feelings.
While there is general satisfaction that
the war is ended, unvarying regret is ex-
pressed ut the loss of Boer freedom. The
Boer delegates here are in a particularly
trying position. It has been learned here
on geod authority that the British gov-
ernment at the moment, refused to allow
the Boers in South Africa to communi-
cate with their leaders in Europe, thus
the delegates on the continent were en-
tirely shut out of the negotiations and
were ignorant even of the terms of sur-
render, except as they learned of them
through the newspgpers.

A Dutch officlal referring to the news
from South Africa said:

‘““The delegates made a great mistake in
not complying with the ardent wish of
the Dutch governmeént at the time of the
overtures made by Dr. Kuypar, the
premier, which was that they apply for
safe conducts to South Africa.”

AMSTERDAM, June 2-—The Dutch
newspapers declare that Great Britain

wiil gain nothing “from this unjust war”’
and that her difficuities in South Africa
are now beginning. The papers generally
express admiration for the courage of the
Boers and remark that the sacrifices have
proved tc be in vain.

BERLIN, June 2—The business classes
of Germany are glad that the war in
South Africa is over, and expect to share
in the new Impulse to the business of the
world resulting from the revival of finan-
cial confidence in London. Some South
African orders which were placed with
Berlin houses during the month of May,
conditional upon peace in South Africa,
will now be filled.

The Vossische Zeltuug today publishes
an article in which it cautions its read-
ers against indulging in over expectationg |
of the new condition In South Africa, be-
cause, the paper says, Mr. Chamberiain,
the colonial secretary, seems intent on re-
serving the colonial markets for the
mother country.”

Opinions expressed by other newspapers
emphasize the idea that although the
war is ended, political uncertainties in
South Africa will hinder development
there.

Almost all the newspapers today print
eulogies of Boer valor and steadfastness,
and lament pathetically that the Bo:rs
suecumbed to a power a hundred fold
greater than their own.

BRUSSELS, June 2.—The press here is
unanimous in deciaring that the an-
ncuncement of peace in South Africa will
be hailed with rellef and satisfaction
throughout the world. Le Siecle re- |
marks: “Great Britain will now have an |
opportunity of displaying her magnanim- ;
ity and of converting her late brave foes
into faithful and efficient allies.’” ‘

VIENNA, June 2—The news of the
signing of terms of peace in South Afri-
ca was received here with general satis-
faction. The Austrian minister of com-
merce. Baron Carl zu Rosenburg und
Kulabach, in an interview, said:

“There is no question that the news
will create the greatest satisfaction, not
only in Austria-Hungary, but through-
out FEurope, which is bound to share In
the benefits of trade development In the
Transvaal under British rule. The Aus.
trian Lloyds will undoubtedly soon re-
sume its steamship service to South Afri-
can ports, which was interrupted by the
war.”
