WOMAN'S RICHT T0 VOTE

MINNESOTA SUFFRAGISTS HEAR
FRANK N. STACY DISCUSS IT

Annual Convention of State Sufirage
Association Begins in St. Paul—
Miss Goldstein, of Australia, Gives
Interesting Talk on Woman's Life
in That Country, Where Equal
Rights Are Said te Prevail

The Minnesota Woman Suffrage asso-
ciation held the first day’'s meeting of
their annual convention yesterday in thc
senate chamber of the capitol. Ther2
were about thirty delegates from out of
the city besides a number of local women.
The morning session opened at 11 o’clock,
the president, Mrs. Maud C. Stockwell, ot
Minneapolis. presiding. Mrs Margaret
K. Rogers gave the address of welcome
in behalf of the St. Paul members of the
association, and Mrs. Stockwell respcnd-
ed in a few well chosen words. The
morning was spent in hearing the reports
of the officers given by the vice president,
Mrs. E. A. Brown; the recording secre-
tery, Dr. Ethel Hurd; the corresponding
secretary, Mrs. A. W, Kissam; and the
auditor, Mrs. Ella Carlton.

A resolution was adopted favoring arbi-
tration as a means of settling interna-
tional disputes and repudiating war.

The afternoon session was opened by
“A School of Methods,”” conducted by Dr,
Ethel Hurd, of Minneapolis. The discus-
sions coming under this head were lead
by Mrs. A. W. Kissam, Mrs. Lora C. Lit-
tle, Dr. Koch, Mrs. Ella Carlton and Mrs.
M. J. Kelly. Fraternal greetings were
presented by Mrs Addie Bixby Upham in
behalf of the Minnesota W. C. T. U., by
Mrs. Alice Bradwell, from the Woman's
Relief corps; Mrs. H, W. Phillips, from
the Order of Eastern Star, and by Mrs,
Helen Bissell in behalf of the Civic
league.

Mrs. Stockwell gave a detailed report
of the national convention. Mrs. A T.
Anderson, of Minneapolis. gave an ad-
dress on “Helps and Hindrances’ iIn
which she expressed a belief that the ad-
vincement of women's clubs and the aid
of the W. C. T. U. were doing a great
deal to advance suffrage for women.

Address by K. N. Stacy.

Frank N. Stacy, of Minneapolis, gave
scme very plausible reasons for suffrage
in a remwrkably strong addrese. “The
home and one-half of the conscience of
the world should be represented in poli-
tics,” said Mr. Stacy. *“The votes of men
are often controlled, bought, but nothing
could buy the votes of the women, and
if women held equal places with men in
voting there would be no political bosses.
There would be political managers, of
ccurse, but the commercial boss would
disappear. This has already taken place
in the states where women have suffrage.
The enfranchisement of women is the
enfranchisement of the schocl and of the
church as well.”

In the evening Miss Vida Goldstein, of
Melbourne, Victoria, Australia, gave a
very interesting address. on “The Women
of Australia.” Miss Goldstein is a remark-
able young woman, and has probably
done more towards the advancement of
suffrage than any other one woman of
her age. She is under thirty years old,
very English and extremely bright and
clever. She represented Australia and
New Zealand at the international confer-
ence at the convention in Washington in
February. She is editor of the leading
woman’s journal in Australla, *“The
Woman's Sphere.” Miss Goldstein is &
great student of sociological questions
and has been delegated by the Australian
governmxnt to inspect. our methods of
caring and treating with prisoners. She
is also investigating labor questions in
bekalf of the Trades Hall Council of
Australia, Her talk was both interesting
and instructive, being mostly on the con-
ditions of suffrage for women in her
native country. Women have equal
rights with the men nearly all over the
country.
