Tae question of whether or not Mr. Dunn
had been wrongfully discharged was sub-
mitted to the jury and a verdict returned
in favor of the company.

JUDGE PENNYPACKER
WILL BE THE NOMINEE

Republicans of Pennsylvania Will
Probably Name Him for
Governor.

HARRISBURG, Pa., June 10.—Judge
Samuel W. Pennypacker, of Philadelphia,
will likely be the nominee for governor
of the Republican state convention to-
morrow. State Senator William M.
Drown, of Newecastle, will be nominated
for lieutenant governor, and Maj. Isaac
B. Brown, of Erie, will be the candidate
for secretary of internal affairs.

Senator Quay expects to succeed Frank
Reeder, of Easton, as chairman of the
Republican state committee, and con-
duct the campaign this fall. Attorney
General John P. Mkilkin is still battling
for the nomination for governor, but his
most sanguine adherents concede Penny-
packer’s nomination. Elkin said tonight
that he would stay in the fight to the
finish and that his name would be pre-
sented in the conventon.

Ex-Lieut. Gov. Louis A. Watres, of
Scranton, practically took himself out of
the contest when his delegates partict-
pated in tonight’s caucus called by the
Pennypacker managers. Watres' name
will d1s0 go before the convention, and the
indications are that he will poll about 25
of 388 votes in the gathering.

Increase in Membershin,

The report of the membership commit-
tee shows that there has been an increase
of 392 during the year, the total now be-
ing 3,964. The committee on improvemsant
of the mercantile agency service recom-
mended the consideration of the proposi-
tion of a credit clearing house. The com-
mittee on credit department methods re-
ported in favor of continued eiorts to-
ward the establishment of local report-
ing bureaus among the branch associa-
tions. They also reported that twenty-
cne plans had been reccived in response
to the offer of prizes for the two relative-
1y best systems of bookkeeping for re-
tailers.

The report of the legislative committee
showed the effort® made to secure the
passage of laws regulating the sales of
stocks of goods in bulk in states where
guch laws do not exist. The committee
recommended continued agitation in fa-
vor of these laws in all states where they
do not exist.

The committee in investigation and
prosecution reported the raising of a fund
of $10,000 to pay the expenses of prosecut-
ing persons believed to be guilty of fraud-
ulent failure. They recommended the cre-
ating of a sentiment against dealing in
any way, either on a cash or credit basis,
with persons whe have been connected
either directly or indirectly with a fraud-
lent failure.

Strvength in ¥ nowledge.

‘An address on “The Strength of the
Credit Man Js Knowledge,” written by
W. A. Boggus, of New York, was read.
A recommendation of the membership
committee that a special national officer
be chosen by the executive board to carry
on the work of the committee was re-
ferred to the executive board for action
at the next annual meeting.

The annual report of Secretary Pender-
dast showed that the membership of the
association to June 1 was 4,000, an increase
of 432 over last year.

Three new local associations have been
added during the year, at Los Angeles,
Cal.; Evansville, Ind., and Lincoln, Neb.
The orgenization is preparing to extend
its work to Texas, and associations will
soon be crganized in that state.

BROOKE'S PROMOTION OPPOSED

House Committee Votes an Unfavor-
able Report on BilL

WASHINGTON, D. C., June 10.—The
house committee on military affairs today
voted against making a favorable report
on the bill which recently passed the sen-
ate, authorizing the advancement of the
senior major general of the army, Gen.
Brooke, to the rank of lHeutenant general
and his retirement at that rank.

Representative Adams (Pa.) moved
a favorable report of the bill, but after
only brief discussion the motion was losc,
7.to 3. The vote was not on party lines.
Members of the committee said that the
adverse action was due to the course
taken by the house against the bill ad-
vaneing Surgeon General Sternberg. and
also because of the opposition within the
committee to retirement at advanced
grades.
