BUILD ENGINE IN TEN HOURS

English Now Have Record for Rapil
Construction.

It seems to have been a point of honor
with most of the great rallway companics
to gee bow rapidly their men could cor
plete a locomotive for use. An Ameri
company began it by building a locom
tive within a week. Then a French co
pany succeeded in puttine together a pas-
senger engine in sixty-four hours' work-
ing time. The PBritish, in 1878, built a
goods engine In twenty-flve and a half
hours. The Pennsylvania company re-
sponded by building an express engine in
sixteen hours and fify minutes.

At present the record is in the hands of
the English Great Eastern company. At
Stratford, on Deec. 10, 1891, they accom-
plished the remarkable achievement of
erecting a six-wheeled coupled goods en.
gine and tender in nine hours and forty-
seven minutes of actual working time.
The éngine was put to work as soon as
her paint was dry, and since then has
run almost a quarter of a million of miles
with only ordinary repairs.—Detroit
News-Tribune.
