SUIT 18 THREATENED
Drowning of Young Treacy

Is Billed for an Airing
in District Court

SAY CITY IS DERELICT

Dr. Ohage Contend! That He Has

Information Showing That Deatl

Boy Wai Subject to Epi-

leptic Fits.

The statement is not confirmed, but it
is rumored that a heavy suit for damages
Will shortly be instituted against the
city by the relatives of Edward Treacy,
the young man drowned at the baths last
week. The claim is made that the city
wa* derelict in its duty in not providing
the proper safeguards.

Health Commissioner Ohaare, who by
ordinance is directly in charge of the
Harriet island institution, says there Is
no basis for the claim whatever and
he does not anticipate any trouble in
showing that such is the case if the suit
is brought.

Ordinarily the pools and the beach are
patrolled by six guards, four in boats
and two on shore, but when >oun£ Treacy
was drowned only four guards were on
dirty. The women's pool was not in use
et the time and one of the guards was
withdrawn from that point. In the boys'
pool, however, the regular number was
in attendance. When the boy went down
to his d«ath the guard threw him a life
preserver and while it floated easily with-
in his reach, he made no apparent effort to
grasp it, sinking immediately. The guards
on shore instantly jumped in the water.

but the boy never came up and though
the men dived repeatedly they were un-
able to locate the body.

Regarding the comment indulged in over
his summary dismissal of the guard. Dr.
Ohage cays he did it on general principles
one of which was that he failed to dive
after the boy when he saw his apparent
helplessness. The guard was a sailor and
a known good swimmer and Dr. Ohage
says even if there was no help for the
lad, he should have Jumped in.

Every guard employed takes the job
with the understanding that he must give
aid even at the risk of his own life and
as the authorities place him in charge
and hold him directly responsible. Dr.
Ohage says that hi.s authority to dis-
charge or hire cannot be questioned.

Since the sad oecurence Health Com-
mssioner Ohage says information has
been furnished him which would indi-
cate that the boy was subject to epileptic
fits, and, from the description of the
d; owning, he Is inclined to believe tnat
he was so taken when he went dawn. The
boy came provided with his own bathing
suit and accompanied by a younger broth-
er, but no information, Dr. Ohage says,
was left at the office regarding the boy's
condition. Had such been known the boy
would not have been allowed in the
water.

Since the drowning the legal department
has been collecting information regarding
the affair, so as to be prepared in the
event of a suit. Under the ordinance the
department says Dr. Ohage has full pow-
er of the island and his authority to hire
or discharge is supreme.

"But I've seen dogs with the quills
driven into nose, chest and legs," re-
turned the father. "How do you account
for that?"

"Most people do not know," continued

and well covered with quills, and the
beast has perfect control of it when itcomes to purposes of defense. It can

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SMITH ONTHE STAND

Defendant Is Questioned Re-
garding His Manner of

Conducting Business

FEW NEW DISCLOSURES

Progress of Case Is Greatly Re-

tarded by the Xumeroas Ob-
jections Interposed by

the Attorneys.

At the close of court yesterday after-
noon little progress had been made in
the case of Dr. Jacob E. Schadle against
Charles H. F. Smith for damages on a
stock transaction. Smith was on the
witness stand tho greater part of the
day, but his testimony made few dis-
closures. His evidence related largely
to his transactions and conversations
with Dr. Schadle.

Attorney Munn was questioning Smith
regarding his manner of conducting his
business, and of his various transac-
tions -with Dr. Schadle, when a wrangle
took place between the attorneys.

"How many points margin did Schadie
have when the stock was sold?" asked
Attorney Munn.

"Hold on there—don't answer that,"
broke in Attorney Butler, springing to
his feet excitedly. "That question is ob-
jected to as immaterial, and as not con-
cerning this case In the least. If they
wish to contend that the stock was sold
because here were insufficient margins,
then let them so s-tate in their answer,
and we will act accordingly. Heretofore
they have contended that the stock was
sold at the direction of Dr. Schadle, and
now they come a.nd seek to prove that
the stock was rsoid because of insuffi-
cient margins."

Attorney Butler Objects.

"We are trying '.a show nothing of the
kind," broke in Attorney Munn, "and we
,are introducing this evidence simply to
exonerate Mr. Smith for having been
apparently anxious to have the mort-
gage recorded. He was severely scored

b.\ the plaintiff ior this action, and we
simply want to show the matter up in
its proper light."

At this Attorney Butler laughed, much
to the indignation of Attorney Munn.
After regaining his composure he re-
Plied, in a sarcastic way, that it would
bs next to utterly impossible for one
to anticipate the 'lesign for such a move
or: the part of the attorney for the de-
fense, .but that if that was the way the
defense intended :t, and did not wish
to show that the stock was sold by fail-
Ing margins, why he saw no reason why
it should not go before the court as
evidence, and he accordingly withdrew
his objection. He then broke out in an-
other hearty laugh. Several of the jurors
smiled blandly, ar.d even Judge Kelly
seemed to be amused at the petty quar-
rels of the lawyers.

Stipulations Agreed To.
At the call of the court yesterday morn-

ing stipulations agreed to by both sidesor the suit were read by Attorney Jared
How, of the prosecution. The paper
covers agreed poi;-;s between the parties
as to the purchase of I.OuO shares of
Manhattan Consolidated stock by Smith,
on Shadle's account, in April, 1901, and
the fact that the tame were sold May
9 following.

Attorney Butler then commenced the
cross-examination of Mr. Smith by ask-
ing him what he had intended to do re-garding the amount that Dr. Schadie
owed him.

"He told me he was making a good deal
of money and had a large practice, >*ndit would not take him long to make up
what he owed me," responded Mr. Smith.

"You never demanded that money per-
sonally of Dr. Schadle nor brought suit
for it until you were cued?"

"No, I sympathized with the doctor.
He was a good friend of mine. He was
making a good deal of money, and Ithought if he kept along he would make
it all up to me without a lawsuit."

"You are a member of the New Yorkstock exchange. That building is on Wallstreet, is it not?"
"It fronts on Broad street."

"You act as broker for any one that

vrants to deal on the exchange?"
"No, not every one."

Inis class of
patronage Mr. Bevens says has almost
doubled, while as to boarding housekeep-
ers and restaurant men the increase is
greater.

With the exception of possibly half of
one shed, every stand on the market was
taken yesterday. Everyone found a
ready sale for products and 9 o'clock
found comparatively few remaining. This
condition of affairs is considered remark-
able for this time of year and if it con-
tinues will find the present space entire-
ly inadequate to the demands made upon
it.

Mr. Bevans thinks that at least one and
probably two additional sheds will be
necessary to care for the excess that
will come as soon as the market season
is in full swing. These sheds, however,
cannot be built until the two plats of
ground adjoining are secured.

The fame of St. Paul's new market has
gone abroad and several cities are now
in correspondence with the engineering
department regarding the use of the of-
fice plans. Buffalo, N. V., has air. a!y
placed an order for a dozen sheds iden-
tical in style with those on Jackson street.
