HIT VAN SANT HARD
The Lincoln Republican Club

Lands an Ugly-Blowen
State Machine

CAPITOL CROWD IS SORE

Big Political Organization Emphat-

ically Tnrnfi Down Attempt to

Secure Its Indorsement

of Administration.

Gov. Van Sant and the Van Sant ad-
rr l)>i>-tration were ignominously turned
down by the Lincoln club Monday n'ght.

Strenuous efforts have been made to con-
ceal the astounding action of St. Paul's
representative Republican c rganizntion,
but. like murder, politics will out and the
administration has another cud of sorrow
to chew.

The St. Paul Lincoln club is one of the
strongest Republican organizations in
Minnesota. Its membership is comprised
almost entirely of the men who take an
active part in the politics of St. Paul and
the state. Araon? them are the kings., of
the practical politicians. All of them are
workers In one or another political ca-
pacity. The Republican officeholder in
Ramsey county or St. Paul who is not
a member of the Lincoln club is a curi-
osity.

An indorsement by the Lincoln club on
the face of it, at least, would carry with
it the support of the strongest Repub-
licans in Ramsey county and the best
organizers now connected with state
politics on the Republican side «f the
fence. With the indorsement of the Lin-
cch, club in its pocket, the administra-
tion could safely figure that an Instructed
delegation would not be a i:ar cry. Yes-
terday the immediate followers of the ad-
ministration loudly claiming everything
else in sight ruefully admitted that they
did not know about Ramsey county.

Notices Tor the Monday night meeting
were religiously sent out and an effort
on the part of the administration whip-
pers in was made to secure a large at-
tendance. Their little game leaked out
and many of the faithful who did not
care to place themselves on record stayed
away. Among those who stayed away
were numerous gentlemen who purpose
tD pose as candidates for various offices
this fall. The other fellows and among
them friends of the men who have been
made the objects of the administration
spleen did not stay away.

Dearth at the Helm.
Insurance Commissioner Elmer Dearth

appeared in the capacity of strategist-in-
chief for the administration. He had a
set of resolutions indorsing Gov. Van
Pant which he said he would like to liave
the club adopt. The debate was not pro-
longed, but the club's action was de-
cisive. The resolutions were turned to
the wall quick. Then another tack was
tried with a set of resolutions indorsing
the Van Sant administration only to meet
the same fate. It was a crushing blow
and the administration henchmen are still
engaged in counting the stays the shock
call".I to their -startled vision.

The subject* is a painful one with the
administration people. They do not care
to discuss it, but under their breath, in
those quarters where they think it will
do the most good, they are assigning the
responsibility for their disaster to efforts

Big Hour to impress upon them the
necessity of playing ball in the interest
of Darius F. Reese's candidacy for clerk
of the supreme court. The Big Four peo-
ple naturally enough claim they had noth-
ing to do with the fiasco and so far as
immediate responsibility for it is con-
cerned their claims have the coloring of
truth.

There are more anti-Van Sant men in
the Lincoln club than a stick could b?
comfortably shaken at in several min-
utes, but the anti-Reese men are coi-
responciingly few. Without a definite ob-
ject in view the men who control the club
and who peremptorily sat on the Van
Sant indorsement could not afford to
make the play pulled off Monday night.
A prominent Republican who-is entirely
familiar with the whole matter last night
said:

"We could have turned Van Sant down
with good grace anyhow, but it would not
been done except for the purpose of
notifying the administration that it can-
not play fast and loose with the club or
its members and not hear from it."

GRIST OF THE POLITICAL HILL.

Representative Emmet Mark, of Prince-
ton, Mille Lac county, yesterday tiled his
certificate of candidacy for the Repub-
lican nomination to another term in the
house from the Forty-fifth district.

McKusick is not to have it all his own
way tor the Republican nomination in
the Thirty-second district. D. W. Cowan,
of Sandstone, Pine county, will try con-
clusions with him for the- indorsement
for the senatorial toga. Cowan is sup-
posed to be in with the slate, part of

Kanabec, the Cowan ticket should* be able
to give McKusick a run for his money,
and possibly manage to lose Stark in
the shuffle.

Even Evenson, of Strout. Meeker coun-
ty, is touted as the Republican candidatefor senator to try conclusions with Sen-
ator Charles Dart, of Litchfield.

Representative Andrew Holm has re-
turned from an extended trip on the Pa-
ciiic coast. Holm comes back in finehealth and feeling up to carrying the Re-
publican nomination for another term
against all comers. The muddled Re-publican situation in the Thirty-fourth
district has not made the slightest im-pression on Holm. He knows he can
land the nomination again if he wishes
to go after it. but he is hesitating be-
tween a sacriiice of his business inter-
ests which the race will involve and thesport of the campaign.

TRIBUTE FROM A CROOK
"BILLY" EDWARDS SAYS JOHN J.

O CO-WOR IS MODEL CHIEF

Prince of Minneapolis Bir Mitt
Artists Declares St. Paul to Be
One of the Best Policed Cities in
the Inited States—Quite Different
Over in the Mill City.

Nc more glowing tribute has ever been
paid to the efficiency of the St. Paul po-
lice department than that of "Billy"Ed-
wards, the self-confessed rr.an of wits
and handler of "cold decks," whose testi-
mony in the police corruption trials in
Minneapolis has convicted one member of
the police force and made another a fugi-
tive from justice.

Edwards Is a crook, famed in his pro-
fession, and well known in police circles
of the United States. He is bright, in-
telligent, and has every attribute of a
gifted man, except a well defined idea
regarding what lawfully belongs to him
and what lawfully belongs to somebody
else. In this respect only is he lacking.
H« has consorted with crooks all his life,
and knows their ways intimately.

In sneaking to a reporter for the Min-
neapolis Journal, Edwards, in the course
of his conversation, says:

"It's up to the police to keep the bad
actors out of town. When they don't do
it, it's a cinch that things have been
fixed at headquarters. Take St. Paul.
There ain't a better protected town in
the country. John O'Ccnnor knows the
crooks and he won't stand for them."

In his weird "gun slang," Edwards,
who,is an authority on what he is speak-
ing about, maintains that St. Paul is the
best "protected" town in the country.
"Protected" signifies that it has the best
police department and that the depart-
ment is locking after its duties in the
best manner.

Editorially the Journal sums tip the
situation and makes a comparison be-
tween the police force of St. Paul and
that of Minneapolis. The Journal says:

"If the statement of a confessed crook
as to what suits the people of that stripe
in the way of municipal administration is
to be taken as wcrth anything, and it
will probably be so taken, what "Billy"
Edwards, the convicted "big mitt" man,
has to say today about the police admin-
istration of Minneapolis and St. Paul, re-
spectively, is worthy of note. Edwards
says that St. Paul has a chief of police
who knows the crooks and who has
somehow or the" other, got the idea that
it \z his business to keep them out of
town. If any of them show up there, the
police department is sure to find it out.
The chief's discipline and control of his
force are such that none of them ever
thinks of sheltering criminals, bujt obey
instructions to make trouble for crooks,
an-d so much of it, that they are glad to
give that town a wide berth. Indeed,
Edward says St. Paul is one of the best
policed cities in the country. On the
other hand, his testimony as to the lib-
erty allowed people of that stripe in Min-
neapolis, shows a contrast as strong as
it possibly can be made."

LINO IS THEIR MAN
Democratic , Caucuses Last

Night Fail to Develop
a Contest

HOLD CONVENTION TODAY

Voters Ha>-e Only , One Choice for

Gubernatorial \*>ijiiiintion.and

Their Primaries Are Com-

pleted in Harmony.

The 152 delegates to the Democratic
county convention, which will be held at
Pfeifer's hall, Eighth and Wabash, this
morning, were selected last night with-
out a contest of any moment. The slates
were made up by the respective precinct
organizations, and throughout the 114
precincts went off without a jar, and in
every instance credentials were issued
without disputes.

Owing to the fact that there were no
contests, in many i>recincts the vote was
not heavy, though in others the vote was
surprisingly large, indicating the voters
were interested. Xcne of the delegates
were instructed, but at all of the precinct
polling places there was but one senti-
m<-nt on the subject of gubernatorial can-
didate, and today delegates to the state

convention will prctably be instructed to
vote for John Lind. The convention is
expected, and will, indorse Mr. L.md, and
the formality of insfruction may be omit-
ted.

The county convention will be called to
order at 10 o'clock this morning, and it
is expected that Us work will be com-
pleted at noon. There has been no at-
tempt at slate-making, consequently no
talk of chairmen. If Chairman Fleming,
of the city and county committee, is Tn.
the city, he will call; the convention to
order. In his absence Vice President,
Pike will conduct the preliminary organi-
zation. After that no slate has been
made. The selection of its officers will
be left entirely to the convention to de-
cide on at the spur of the moment.

Convene for Business.

No arrangements have been made for
any set speeches. Cut in the interval oc-
casioned by the preparation of the reports
of the credentials and resolutions commit-
tees some of the issues of the coming
campaign will undoubtedly be discuwed.
The principal labor of the convention will
consist of the election of ninety-eight del-
egates to the state convention, which will
be held next Wednesday in Minneapolis.
The eleven wards of the city are entitled
to eighty-nine delegates, the country dis-
trict four, and five are delegates at large.

DEFENSE LOSES GROUND
WITNESSES IN SCHADLE SI IT

SHATTER DEFENSE

They Show Conclusively That Smith
Wan in His Office Shortly After
11 O'Clock on the Day of the Bl>?
Panic, the Hoar Schadle Said
Sell.

At the call of court yesterday after-
noon, before Judge Kelly, the defense
opened up its case in the trial of Dr.
Schadle against Charles H. V. Smith,
by placing the defendant or. the witness
stand. The defense essayed to stand on
different ground this time, by seeking to
prove that Smith was away from his of-
fice shortly after 11 o'clock on the day
of the p^nic, when Schadlc- alleges to
have gone to the office, and placed the
order to sell..

The defense, however, did not fare well
in its chosen position, as it was unable to
successfully ward off the onslaughts of
the counsel for the plaintiff, who con-
clusively proved by the defendant's own
witnesses that Smith was in his office at
13:05 a. m.

The trial yesterday abounded with the
usual humorous and startling incidents.
Mr. Smith was the first witness called,
ard from the standpoint of the defense,
he made a fairly good witness, although
it was apparent that he did not relish
the rigid cross-examination that was ad-
ministered to him by the counsel for the
plaintiff. He told of all the transactions
on the day of the panic, and seemed to
have an excellent memory for all that
happened.

Hud Time to Get Back.
The next witness who testified was

William H. Hamilton, who presides o.vt-r
the vault of the German-American bank.
His testimony was to the effect that Mr.
Smith, in company of Charles F. Fee, of
the Northern Pacific railway, had en-
tered the vault at about 11 o"clock on the
morning x>f the panic. He did not know
exactly how long they had remained in
the vault, but he thought for only a few
minut&s.

Edmund Burke, an attorney employed
in the office of Mr. Smith, was the next
witness called, and it was his testimony,
so strongly corroborating the testimony
of Dr. Schadle and all the witnesses of
the plaintiff, as to the <;xact time of the
conversation between the doctor and Mr.
Smith, in the private office of the latter,
that it practically knocks all the proba-
bilityout of the testimony on the part of
the defendant's witnesses.

On^^o direct examination lie made a
gcod witness for the defense, and ie is
doubtful if any one had the least intima-
tion of what was coming, when the coun-
sel for the plaintiff took —c witness for
cross-examination. Mr. Burke had an ac-
curate memory for dates, and he was so
positive as to the exact time of all the
little transactions of the day, that con-
siderable confidence was placed in his
testimony, to say the least.

He said that he had drawn up a note
and a mortgage for the signature of Mr.
Schadle,--two or three days previous, and
that he had secured the abstract to the
piece of property that the doctor was
about to mortgage, on t-.e morning of the
panic. Dr. Schadle arrived at the office of
Mr. Smith, so Mr. Burke testified, shortly
before 9 o'clock. Xc had walked anxious-
ly up and down the floor for some time,
inquiring constantly for the price of Man-
hattan, and later, when he -.iought that
everything was all right, had signed the
note and mortgage, thereby putting up
$15,000 more margins, to carry on the
transaction.

The mortgage had been executed, said
Mr. Burk, and then he had taken the
same to the office of the register of deeds,
for filing. .He arrived there shortly and
fhe document was at once filed. The
clerk placed the hour of 11 o'clock as the
time of filing, and he also noticed the
time. It was exactly 11 o'clock. He re-
turned at once to the office and be was
sure that it did not take him longer than
five minutes to make the trip, and found
Mr. Smith in his private office. He en-
tered and told him that he had seen the
mortgage recorded. That much he was
sure of.

But a strong point had been secured
for the plaintiff. Mr. Smith had just be-
fore testified that he was in the vault
of the German-American bank from 11
until 11:30 a. m., and the testimony of
Mr. Burke was not only in direct refu-
tation, but it also corroborated to a nice-
ty, the testimony of Dr. Schadle himself,
and all of hi 3 witnesses. The doctor
claims to have left his office at or about
11 o'clock to go to Smith's office, and all
of his witnesses concur as to the time.
Miss Vanderling had previously testified
that it was at precisely 11 o'clock when
Dr. dcha.Jl i lofl the olice to go to the of-
fice of Mr. Smith, and Mrs. Kelly gave
the <=ame version of the story.

As soon as Burke had given his testi-
mony, Attorney Munn moved for the dis-
missal of court until 10 o'clock this morn-
ing. Judge Kelly remarked that he was
tired and an adjournment was taken. To-
day will be the, commencement of the
finish of the case.

The $20,000 personal injury suit of Frel
Brown against the Musser-Sauntry

GEN. KOBBE REVIEWS
COURT-MARTIAL TRIALS

Reduce.* One Sentence and Approve*
of Another, Giving His Rea-

sons Therefor.

Gen. Kobbe reduced the sentence of
Private Claude Vivian, Troop I, Thir-
teenth cavalry, tried and convicted at
Fort Meade for advising a fellow soldier
to desert, from four months to one
menth. in reviewing the case, Gen.
Kobbe says:

In the foregoing case of Private Claude
W. Vivian, Troop 1, Thirteenth cavalry,
the sentence is approved.

While the evidence shows that the ac-
cused did attempt to Induce a fellow
soldier to desert, yet the reviewing au-
thority is disposed to believe that the
offense of the accused was committed
in a temporary lit of dissatisfaction, and
that the words thus hastily spoken were
subsequently repented of, and this vi.-w
is strengthened by the fact that neither
the accused nor the man he advised to
defert did attempt to desert. Bell
that, under the circumstances, the ends
of justice will be sufficiently suh
by a much milder punishment, and with
the expectation that the accused by his
future conduct will show that clemency
has not been misplaced, all of the sen-
tence awarded is remitted with th<
ception of one month's confinement at
hard labor. As thus mitigated the sen-
tence will be duly executed at the station
of his troop.

In reviewing the case of Private Al-
forcl Woodrick, Troop G, of the Thir-
teenth cavalry, who was convicted of
abandoning his post while on guard duty,
and who was sentenced to four months'
imprisonment, Gen. Kobbe says:
In the foregoing case of Private Alford

Woodrick, Troop G, Thirteenth cavalry,
the sentence is approved, and will be duly
executed.

The department commander hopes that
the approval of this sentence will tend
to impress upon the enlisted "men, wher-
ever .stationed in the department, the
gravity of the crime committed by a sen-
tinel in sleeping on, or abandoning his
post—a crime which in time of war would
ordinarily be punished with death, and
which in time of peace may be tar more
serious in its consequences than deser-
tion from the service.
